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1.  PREFACE  

Yom Yahweh - the dreadful and awesome Day of the Lord - is not an expression of the Sabbath, or of the Church Sunday or of the Day of Judgment as variously assumed.  It is the collective expression of the expected fulfillment of the great prophecies of Israel.  

In His own singular directive in the New Testament - the Book of Revelation - God showed His servant the vision of that great Day;

“I was in the spirit on the Day of the Lord”  Rev. 1:10. 
In this vision, Adonai has shown His servant- and us - what has happened to the expectations contained in it:

It is with the utmost respect and trepidation that the great Name of the God of Israel is invoked in this study from the tetragrammaton, the four Hebrew consonants which contain His Name and, as Hebrew is written, given right to left;

HEY - VAV - HEY - YOD

which, depending on the vowel sounds added, is often pronounced as

“JEHOVAH”  or  “YAHWEH” or, as some now suggest,  “YAHUWAH”  

“For I will proclaim the NAME of Adonai.” (D’varim/Deut.32:3)

The purpose of expressing the Name is to discern Yahweh from Yeshua (Jesus), who are both indiscriminately referred to as “LORD” in modern renditions of the Bible.  The term “Lord”, from “Adonai”, can only refer to Yahweh.  This confusing dual identity of presenting both Yahweh and Yeshua as “Lord”, is the direct result of the misplacement of Yom Yahweh by the authors of the New Testament - the distortion which this study seeks to unravel.

We will see how the New Testament speaks with two voices on the subject, each presenting its own “Jesus” persona.  One voice states the DAY OF THE LORD as a fait accompli, by presenting an Elijah figure who introduces YAHWEH and calls Him YESHUA, the MESSIAH.  Another voice - another “YESHUA” - denies this and places the DAY OF THE LORD, with the advent of YAHWEH and His MESSIAH, in the distant, unknown future ...beyond tribulation... beyond its preceding signs... beyond the revoking of the “DELAY”.  This dual presentation has gravely compromised the identity of both Yahweh and His Messiahs, of whom Yeshua is one. 

Failure by the Church Fathers to recognise “delay” in fulfilment of the great prophecies of

Israel is the single most important reason for the premature establishment of a Spiritualised or Allegorised “Kingdom of Israel” by the Church in itself.  A “Kingdom” form with its undercurrent of Anti – Semitism, its manifold errors and divisions. A “Kingdom” form which has seen the loss of untold numbers of its adherents because it does not answer to its expectations .

There is an as yet undetected divisive factor in New Testament Scripture which ignores

the “delay” and lies at the heart of the problem.  We need to find it.

2.  INTRODUCTION  TO YOM YAHWEH 
THE GREAT DAY OF GOD ALMIGHTY

This is the message by which Adonai, the God of Israel, has informed His people Israel, and the world at large, of His great plan and intention with His creation.  The numerous people He has used to bring this message over centuries - from the books of Moses and Isaiah through Jesus and Revelation - have shown remarkable consistency in their expression of His ultimate plan. Though they have spoken centuries apart there is a well-defined golden thread of understanding linking all of them - a work of His Holy Spirit.

There is, however, an equally well defined misrepresentation in the timing and order of events of this great expectation by some of the writers of the New Testament. This mistaken and premature presentation has altered  the original intent, with catastrophic results to history. It will be seen in our study how the prophetic framework, within which the New Testament exists, begins with the introduction of an Elijah figure who, of  necessity (as will be seen), announces the Day of the Lord with its greatest attribute - the advent of Adonai, the Lord - Yahweh.. And it ends somewhere in the unknown future where we find the preceding signs of that Day.

The ultimate expression of the New Testament, the Revelation - the only book thereof

given by Adonai Himself - is a correction of the notion of the gospel writers. Adonai

denies that He had come and states, on three occasions, that He is yet to come and will do so finally  in “the Day...”

We will study the advent of Yahweh in His Day.  There is more evidence of this in

Prophetic Scripture than there is of the advent of the Messiah or Messiah’s. 

                                        Substance of the Yom Yahweh

The concept “Yom Yahweh” is found in most of the Prophets, both the greater and the lesser, as a central theme - yet never spoken of in modern society.  It is often characterised by the repetitive theme, “...in that day…”, and permeates large sections of prophetic Scripture.  Who would have thought that some 70% of the first section of Isaiah or 1 Isaiah (chapters 1 - 39) is comprised of expressions of “that Day” as it pertains to the distant fortunes of Israel, the nations …and Satan? And how the ultimate book of “The Day of Yahweh”, the Revelation - written some 800 years later - confirms its essence - and places it in the future from 96 CE, when the Revelation was given?

4. Daniel.

The Prophet Daniel doesn’t call it by name.  However, his eschatological expectation centers around the revelation of 70 weeks of years, which would be required for fulfillment of “vision and prophecy”(Dan.9:24).  This most important revelation will be revisited in detail in Chapter 12.  If we turn to Revelation, we find this fulfillment to come about after the revoking of the “delay”.

This time schedule coincides with the latter half of Daniels 70th week.  This is also found in Dan. 7:25 “...The saints will be handed over to him for a time, times and half a time”. 

And so we find the Son of Man Messiah/Man child Messiah (Dan.7:13,14; Rev.12:5), arriving in the heavenlies with a time, times and half a time (or 1260 days) - the latter half of  Daniel’s 70th  week – remaining, within which the final, collective fulfillment of prophecy is to take place; ALL IN THE FUTURE!  This is the Yom Yahweh, which follows the preceding signs thereof in Rev.6:12 - the sixth seal - as will be discussed in detail.

From this analysis it can be seen that Yom Yahweh is associated with the second half of  Daniel’s 70th week - which has been delayed.  It appears that mankind has lived in a time vacuum - “delayed” time - in the middle of that 70th  week for almost 2000 years - since Yeshua.  Why?

5. The Lesser Prophets.

Turning to the lesser prophets we find numerous most valuable references to Yom Yahweh. Most notable are Joel, Zephaniah, Zechariah, Malachi, and Amos.

a. Joel 

The theme of the entire prophecy is the Yom Yahweh.  This book of Joel is one of the best presentations of the theme.  It shows the preceding scenario of separation and hardship in its first chapter.  The second chapter describes the cataclysmic events and the third chapter the aftermath. And there is a short summary in the middle; Joel 2:30 - 3:1.

Having studied these numerous presentations of Yom Yahweh, and having discovered

the remarkable consistency of expectation through all of them, we can summarise by

saying that Yom Yahweh will consist of;

1.   Tribulation - both in Israel and the nations.

2.   Yahweh’s judgment of the enemies of Israel and of evil forces in the heavens.

3.   Deliverance of Judah and Israel from their enemies.

4.   Return from the diasporah.

5.   Restoration of the Land of Eretz Israel, the City of Yerushalaim, and a new 

      Sanctuary.

6.   Cleansing of the Remnant as by fire.

7.   Rising of the dead. (Isa.26:19,20)

8.   Outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the restored and cleansed remnant of Israel 

      and all who are joined to them.

9.   Advent of Yahweh.  This must be the greatest event of Yom Yahweh.  A voice 

      calling in the desert – “Make straight the way for Yahweh”.  There is more in 

      prophetic scripture about the advent of Yahweh - in a form which we cannot 

      possibly understand - than there is about Messiah or  Messiahs.  A study of this  

      enormous subject will be done.

10. Advent of the Son of Man / Man Child / Root of Jesse / Branch / Prince / Son

      of David Messiah.

11. Institution of the New Covenant. 

12. The establishment of Yahweh’s world kingdom of peace through Israel. An 

       earthly dispensation.

And so we can see how God’s latter days kingdom flows from the Yom Yahweh.  The kingdom does not end in it, as the great Anti-Chiliastic Church seems to believe, but departs from it. This Church of multitudes of sincere people has failed to recognise the “DELAY” of the execution of Yahweh’s purpose.  The Church has the eschatological process in inverted order – back to front.  Why?

It is a sobering thought that some 50% or more of all prophetic Scripture concerns these collective events and that they are all destined to take place in a mere 3 ½ years (42 months or 1260 days) – in the future, from the moment when the “delay” is revoked.
By invoking an Elijah figure in John the Baptist, the writers of the Synoptic Gospels (followed by other New Testament writers), have sought to tell us that these events have now taken place. The Church Fathers - eg. St Augustine - then set about explaining this in Spiritualised / Allegorised form -  in the  Gentile Church.  Yahweh, however, had the last word in giving the Revelation.  Here He corrects that notion by denying that He had come and has yet to come.  He does so by placing “the Day...” in the future - at the seventh seal, commencing from the sixth seal - restoring that golden thread of expectation.  Yet, in the Gospel stories there is a Yeshua figure who denies that Elijah and, consequently, “the Day…” had come. One who denies that he is the Son of Man Messiah - placing all in the future, after the tribulation - to the endless confusion in the Church and Synagogue.  The major question then remains; 
Why would the Gospel writers want to appropriate Yom Yahweh when all the evidence proved otherwise? 
And...
If Yom Yahweh had then not come, WHO IS YESHUA?  

3.  PRECEDING SIGNS

Adonai had meticulously, through His many voices, told His people (including us today) what to look for  when they sense “the Day” approaching. 

1.  The most notable would be the Appearance of Elijah

There will also be another herald as will be seen from Mal. 3:1 and Isa. 40:3.  They are found in Rev 11:3, where they are presented after the revoking of the delay.  Who is the other herald? Could it be Enoch, the only other person who did not die?

There is clearly great consistency in this expectation.  What could cause such visual, cataclysmic effects?  Rev. here tells of a huge earthquake.  Zech. 14:4,5 also speak of such an earthquake at the time of “the Day”, which is well described in chapters 12-14.  It could be the result of a tsunami-like volcanic eruption with the skies being clouded by volcanic ash as at the eruption of  Pinatubo and Krakatau.  Possibly an eruption of the Yellowstone Caldera which threatens 70% of the United states.  It could be a giant meteorite strike.  Or it could be a nuclear holocaust.  It has not happened and we are still living in the times of the first five seals of  Rev.6, which is a mirror image of  Jesus’s prophetic discourse of  Math. 24, as copied from its source in Mark 13.

The important point here is that the Yeshua of the Prophetic Sermon radically differs from and repudiates his biographers, who had him introduced by a “Day of the Lord’s Elijah figure”.  Yeshua clearly saw “the Day” and, consequently, the kingdom of Israel, somewhere in the distant, unknown future.  This is confirmed by his answer to the question in this regard;

“Lord, are you at this time going to restore the kingdom of  Israel?

The major question that this study has to deal with is: Why would the Gospel writers insist that “the Day” had come, insist that Yahweh had come, presented an Elijah figure in John the Baptist (on whose identity they also differ, as shall be seen) to facilitate their understanding? 
Their position is therefore that the kingdom of Israel had been restored - despite the denial of Jesus.  This “kingdom” has since evolved into a “spiritual kingdom”, which is the Gentile Church.  This happened at the expense of Covenant Israel, resulting in all the anti–Semitic undertones inherent to Replacement Theology.  Replacement Theology is the replacement of Covenant Israel by the Church, who believe that they, as “Spiritual Israel”, are the recipients of the final fulfilment of the prophetic promises of Israel, at the apparent failure of the latter.  As though Yom Yahweh had fully come.  Yet the Yeshua of the Prophetic Sermon, the response of Acts 1:7 and confirmation by the seals of Revelation – as presented by the Lamb of God - puts it in the future.  To the endless confusion of mankind.    

The Gentile Church has failed to recognise the “Delay” and has been misled into usurping Israel’s kingdom for itself - prematurely.  It has been forced to engage in the process of Allegory (Spiritualising of literal Scripture).  Allegory was developed by Augustine in an effort to explain away Covenant Israel, to be replaced by “Spiritual Israel” - the Church - which has become the recipient of the great promises of Israel at the apparent failure and absence of Israel and the demise of her land, city and temple.  In his great work, “The City of God”, Augustine defines Allegory as “the art of finding the spiritual meaning behind  literal scripture” and comes to the most fantastic conclusions, eg; 

The Vulgate (Latin translation) of  1 Sam.15:23-28 has this to say;

                   “I will take the kingdom of Israel from your hand and give it to one

                    better than you.” 

This is a simple statement of Samuel to Saul, informing him that David is going to succeed him,   

which  has been translated in the Septuagint (Greek translation) to read;

                   “I will take the kingdom from Israel from your hand and give it to

                    one better than you”.

Augustine comes to the profound conclusion that God had already, at the time of Saul and David, told the world that He was going to take the “kingdom” away from Israel and give it to the Church.  The world has been held captive by this notion ever since - the result of the premature advent of “The Day…” by the Gospel writers. 

Furthermore, in Volume XVII of “The City of God”, he makes numerous outrageous statements of Replacement Theology - all related to the original error.  He calls the Church “the Heavenly or Spiritual City” and Israel “the Carnal or Earthly City”, which is destined to disappear.  Another contentious conclusion is what he terms “Prophecies of Transformation”, which he says predict the demise of the Levitical Priesthood, to be replaced by the High Priesthood of Melchizedek (as found in the rogue Letter to the Hebrews, which is virulently anti-Torah).  This despite Yahweh clearly stating his unbreakable and unchanging Covenant with the Levites to always have a man presenting sacrifices before Him (Jer.33:17-22).  We will show how the High Priesthood of Mechizedek (residing in the Conquering Messiah) and the Levitical High Priesthood (residing in the House of Zadok) will co-exist in the Post Yom Yahweh kingdom of Israel.  No.  The Melchizedek Priesthood will not replace the Levitical Priesthood, but will compliment it.

And so it appears as though Augustine was also a victim of the error of Yom Yaweh - just like the rest of us.  

Appropriation of Yom Yahweh requires the evidence of its preceding signs as described.  The authors of the Synoptic Gospels believed that Yom Yahweh  had come.  Why?  We will have to find out.  They had to find the evidence.  And they found it in one John the Baptist, who became adopted as the Elijah figure.  None of the other preceding signs materialised and they are placed in the distant unknown future by the  Prophetic Sermon and by the sixth seal of Revelation.  This “Elijah” figure would, of necessity, introduce Yom Yahweh and, consequently Yahweh Himself as our next chapter will reveal.  John’s Gospel, however, denies the John the Baptist / Elijah scenario, as will be seen.  This Gospel of John then introduces Yahweh, apparently without Yom Yahweh having come, which is an Eschatological position with no prophetic foundation.

The main contributor to the John the Baptist / Elijah identity is Luke, who devotes his entire first chapter to this matter.  It is then this “Elijah” figure who introduces Yahweh - obviously in the Yom Yaweh - and calls Him Jesus.  This introduction of Elijah / Yahweh / Jesus will be thoroughly dealt with.  It will be seen why Luke found it necessary to find an Elijah figure to compliment the initial introduction of Yahweh by Mark, whose Gospel was the first and used, as source, material by Luke and Matthew.

4.  INTRODUCTION OF YOM YAWEH TO THE NEW TESTAMENT
The concept of Yom Yahweh appears to be the point of departure in the Synoptic Gospels. John’s Gospel, on the other hand, pointedly denies this.  In the final analysis, however, the focus has to be placed on Mark, which is widely recognised as the first Gospel, and copied as source material by the others.  Mark is the first one to introduce Yahweh and call Him Jesus.  As instrument of this introduction, Mark presents one John the Baptist to be “the voice of one calling in the desert, ‘make straight the way for Yahweh….’”.  This “voice” is then identified as Elijah and hugely elaborated on by Luke in his first chapter.

There are enormous problems with Mark’s introduction of Jesus:

4.1  The accuracy of Mark’s quotation,

4.2  The context of Mark’s quotation,

4.3  The Guilt Offering – a prerequisite for Yom Yahweh

4.4  The naming of Mark’s subject,

4.5  The corrective denial of Revelation.

4.1  The Accuracy of Mark’s Quotation

In his very first statement; in his opening gambit as it were, Mark misquotes his source and places everything that follows in jeopardy;

This is, in fact, a misquote, not of Isaiah, but of Mal. 3:1, which reads;

This is clearly the crowning event of Yom Yahweh, which Malachi 4 then elaborates on.  The coming of Yahweh in His day is widely predicted in the prophets, as will be demonstrated.  In fact, there is more evidence in prophetic scripture about the coming of Adonai than there is of the coming of a Messiah or Messiahs. Mark, however, has misrepresented Yahweh and the Church has constantly confused Him with Jesus, eg.
Zech.
14
:4 
“On that day His feet will stand on the Mount of Olives…”

The context clearly speaks of Yahweh on the Yom Yahweh of Zech. 14:1, “A day of

Yahweh is coming…”.  Yet Church commentary is adamant it speaks of Jesus.  This

is a most profound form of Replacement Theology.

Malachi 3, however, discerns between Yahweh and His conquering Messiah;

Through Malachi 3, Yahweh quite clearly speaks of His own coming and, distinctively, of His conquering Messiah.  This great event of the Day of the Lord is equally seen in Revelation;

Yahweh and His Messiah cannot possibly be the same person in the manner Mark has presented them.  If Mark, and the other Gospel writers, were right in their presentation - where they copy Mark’s misquote of Mal.3:1 (Mat.11:10; Luke 7:27) - that Yahweh and the Messiah were the same person, then Mal.3:1b - 5 would be quite beyond comprehension.

4.2  The Context of Mark’s Quotation

In his second quote, Mark (as do the other two Synoptic Gospels - Mathew and Luke - as well as John) calls on the expected coming of Yahweh as seen through the eyes of the author of  2 Isaiah  (Isa.40 - 59).  This follows the huge exploration of “The Day...” in 1 Isaiah (Isa. 1 - 39).  Again Mark calls on an explicit prophecy of the coming of Yahweh and applies it to Jesus, who then evolves into Messiah.  There is no indication from Isa. 40 whatsoever that Yahweh, having come, will be sacrificed, rise on the third day and then depart. On the contrary. (The Academic world discerns two, and possibly three sections of Isaiah with different authors and different times.)

All four Gospels again present Yahweh and have Him introduced by “one calling in the desert”. This “one” is then identified by the Synoptic Gospels as “Elijah” - thus invoking “the Day…”. Having  thus introduced Yahweh, all four Gospels proceed to call Him Jesus.  But let us look deeper into the “Elijah” factor and its inseparable connection to “The Day…”.

There are some grave contradictions in this rhetoric, as presented by Mark:
1.  They do not seem to have recognised John the Baptist in the transfigured Elijah, whom they 

     just met with.  Or they have failed to make the connection.

2.  Jesus correctly refers to Elijah and his successful purpose, but then states the  

     opposite outcome citing (unfound) scripture (?) about his suffering and apparent

     failure. (Rev 11:7 speaks of the death of God’s messengers - in the future, after

     revoking of the “delay”.)
3.  This “Jesus”, in claiming the advent of Elijah, proclaims the advent of  the        

     great and awesome Day of the Lord and, by implication, that he is Yahweh.

     (Another “Jesus” places “the Day…” in the distant, unknown future and,

     by implication denies that Elijah had come, denies that “The Day…” has 

     come and denies that he is Yahweh, who is yet to come - Mark 13:24,25) 

4.  Although Jesus does not say John the Baptist is Elijah, the inference is     

     unmistakable as John had recently been beheaded by Herod (Mark 6:27), the 

     fate ostensibly foretold of Elijah.  Such prediction of suffering of Elijah cannot

     be found.

5.  There is no indication from Malachi that Elijah would appear as anybody else but

     himself - not as an “undercover agent”, as it were.   

Matthew’s Jesus, however, is explicit about the identity of  John the Baptist and also the completion of all prophecy, as was to be expected from the completed “Day of

the Lord” scenario.

“For all the Prophets and the Law prophesied until John.

This “Jesus” is so forceful about this position that he is reported as saying furthermore

Matthew, however, like Mark - who he has obviously copied - also presents another “Jesus” who denies that all prophecy has been fulfilled and again places it in the future beyond the preceding signs of that fulfilment.  Again this “Jesus” would deny that “The Day…” had come, and that he is neither Yahweh nor the Son of Man Messiah. Our study of the Prophetic Sermon will reveal this “other“ Jesus.         

Likewise Luke, also taking his cue from Mark, presents two diametrically opposing “Jesus” figures and somehow blends them into one.  He makes a much bigger proclamation of John the Baptist, devoting his entire first chapter to set his foundation for the eventual identity of Jesus.

Yahweh is then likewise introduced from Isa 40:3 (Luke 3:4) and (also misquoted) Mal 3:1. The general message is that Yom Yahweh had come, together with Israel’s redemption at the fulfilment of prophecy, as seen through the eyes of  Zechariah in;

Incredibly, another “Jesus” is then presented, who also sees Yom Yaweh in the distant future.  

A “Jesus” who predicts severe and lengthy tribulation and persecution for Israel - which is not compatible with Elijah and the Conquering Davidic Messiah previously presented.  And after that;

This statement is clearly a rebuke of the angel (Luke 1:11), Zechariah and Luke

himself.  Two different expectations have been created and history has proven the

latter “Jesus” right.  It remains unclear how the tribulation of these last two thousand

years, as evidence of this “Jesus’s” prophetic sermon, can be associated with the 

expected latter days kingdom described by Isaiah 2:1- 5;

The world has not seen this, and desperately needs it.  It is impossible to equate Jesus’s prophetic tribulation - and now history - with this kingdom expectation.  No manner of allegorical machinations, as suggested by Augustine, can construct this in a purely spiritual sense.  Nor can it  replace the future redemption expected from the future “Day of the Lord”, as expressed by the “other” Jesus. 

Turning now to John’s Gospel, a different version of the Elijah / Day of the Lord scenario appears from that found in the Synoptic Gospels.  These latter stories, found in the Synoptic Gospels, were written some forty years after Jesus, at the time of the destruction of Jerusalem and the temple when there would have been an enormous expectation of the deliverance from on high, as promised in the advent of Yom Yaweh.  John’s Gospel, however was written some thirty years later from Ephesus, with Israel and Judah in diasporah, the city, land and temple sacked amid horrific genocide, and the centre of Rabbinic studies moved  to Yavneh.  At that time the authors and redactors of John’s Gospel would have concluded that “The Day…” had in fact not arrived, as the redemptive result failed to materialise. A different form of “kingdom” was therefore constructed, which was at odds with the Rabbinic school at Yavneh.

The following contradicting “facts” emerge from this interview:

1.  There was a fivefold expectation of advent at the time;
    
a. The Messiah

    
b. Elijah

    
c. The Prophet 

    
d. A voice calling in the desert.        

    
e. Yahweh.

2.  Elijah and the voice calling in the desert are not the same person. – contradiction?
3.  John introduces Yahweh, who is discerned from  the Messiah - not the same person. Yet  

     shortly he equates Yahweh with the Messiah.(John 3:28)
4.  If Yahweh (who is introduced by “the voice…”) is  Jesus - “The Word who was  

     God and became flesh” (John 1:1-14) - who then is the Messiah?

5.  If Elijah remains absent, then so must “The Day of the Lord”. 

6.  John’s Gospel therefore appropriates the advent of Yahweh outside or before Yom

     Yahweh, and without a Messiah, because “the voice in the desert” does not introduce the   

     Messiah, but introduces Yaweh.  

    (Note:  Yahweh Himself, however, when He does come in terms of Isa. 40:3, will introduce  

     His conquering Messiah (Isa 42:1-7) about whom much will be said.)                 

It seems inconceivable that John the Baptist, following his huge introduction as “Elijah” by Luke

and endorsements by Mathew and Mark’s Jesus, could not know who he was and what his mission would entail.  Surely the community in which he had grown up had to know, following his father, Zechariah‘s testimony.  The author of  John’s Gospel is basically making the authors of the Synoptic Gospels and their Jesus as well as Luke’s angel out to be liars.  Nevertheless, John claimed the advent of Yahweh and, consequently, His kingdom - before Yom Yahweh - which is a prophetic impossibility.

The enquiry by the priests and Levites into the identity of John the Baptist (John 1:19) is presented in a most subjective manner as it does not reveal their reaction to John’s answers. 
They would have known that, for Yahweh to come, Elijah would have had to be there beforehand.  If not John the Baptist, their question most definitely would have been “Where is Elijah?”.  Without a substantive answer by the Gospel writer, they could not believe John on the claimed advent of Yahweh, called Jesus.  Furthermore; Yahweh is the Father.  If Jesus is then Yahweh - the Father, who then is “the Father” whom he continuously refers to as being other than himself? 
And;

:6 
Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life.  No one 

                          
comes to the Father except through me.”
What is this Jesus saying? Is he saying that none in Israel, and those who join her, can be reconciled to Yahweh except by his “asham” (guilt offering – see 4.3)?

John had identified himself as being the voice in the desert “Make straight the way for

Yahweh” - from Isa.40:3. He then changes his statement;

John
3:28 
You yourselves can testify that I said ‘I am not the Christ 

                          
(Messiah) but am sent ahead of him’.     

Jesus is given a dual identity - he is both Yahweh and Messiah.  Yet Jesus, throughout the rhetorical discourse of John’s Gospel, distinguishes between himself and “the Father.” 
Isa. 40.3 is not a prophecy for the advent of Messiah but for Yahweh, who then introduces His Conquering Messiah in Isa.42 and His Suffering Messiah in Isa. 53, as will be seen.

Given this double identity, without Elijah, it is not difficult to see why the Priests, Levites and Pharisees could not “believe”.  And why the Johanain community in Ephesus and the Rabbinic community in Yavneh - 70 years after Jesus - could not agree on Jesus.  Yavneh represented the remnants of the schools of Hillel and Shamai.  Yeshua was a disciple of Hillel, the more moderate of the two (having been taught in the Temple courts).  Shamai was the more rigidly orthodox.  The sad thing then is that, due to the misrepresentation by John’s John the Baptist, Yavneh failed to recognise the Suffering Messiah (who is not Yahweh - “the Lord”, or Adonai).  John’s Gospel then presents the Suffering Messiah as a further identity of Jesus:

“Even after Jesus had done all these miraculous signs in

                           
their presence, they still would not believe in him.  This was to fulfill

                           
the word of Isaiah the prophet:

This Isa. 53 is the introduction to... not Yahweh himself but… “the arm of Yahweh”, His Suffering Messiah.  And so John’s Gospel has three identities for Jesus, without Elijah.  He is Yahweh, Conquering Messiah and Suffering  Messiah (Detailed discussion of the Messianic figures will follow).  The Synagogue could do nothing else but say “No” ... and was robbed.  The problem arose through the miss-appropriation of Isa.40:3.  The question of our study is:  WHY? 

It seams clear that Jesus would have to have another identity, other than that given to him by John the Baptist and, consequently, by the Gospel writer himself.

Despite apparently denying the advent of Yom Yahweh, John later calls on a scripture reference from Zechariah, which is inherent to “The Day…”, at the crucifixion of  Jesus, yet presents it in a most irregular manner.

John here quotes the prophecy from Zech. 12:10, of which the context is God’s powerful restoration of  Israel in the Day of the Lord.  It describes their deliverance from their enemies and their reconciliation with Yahweh in eventual recognition of their Suffering Messiah. Zech 12 through 14 builds the concept with the repeating refrain “in that day…”, eventually establishing the theme in:

John’s application of this scripture at the cross of Jesus, substituting the house of David with two Roman soldiers, at a time when none of the context came about, is a complete distortion of the prophecy to the point of the absurd.  John is falsely claiming that “The Day...” had arrived.  And Christian translators of Zech 12:10 are falsely claiming that Yahweh was the “one they pierced”.    

The Jewish translation of Zech. 12:10b, 11 reads as follows:

Nevertheless, John’s Gospel, by presenting a Yom Yahweh scripture - albeit in a haphazard way - alludes to Yom Yahweh having come... in which Yahweh is crucified.  He would therefore have to have had an Elijah figure, who is not revealed. None of the numerous prophetic scriptures on the advent of Yahweh know anything about Him being “pierced” and then departing.  
How have these verses not been miss-represented by translators and by John’s Gospel to create the impression that Yahweh is the pierced one!  The Christian Bible reads as follows;

The incredible inference drawn from such a presentation is;

1.  Yahweh, hanging on  the cross, poured out the Spirit of grace and supplication 

     on those two Roman soldiers who had pierced Him.  The soldiers, have now replaced the 
     House of David - two thousand years (so far) BEFORE “That Day…”!
2.  They - the two Roman soldiers - then mourn for someone else who is not identified.

3.  This is a multiple misplacement of identity: 

       a.  Who is Yahweh?

       b.  Who is Jesus?

       c.  Who is the unidentified person whom they mourn for?

       d.  Who are the Roman soldiers?

       e.  Who is the House of David?

       f.   Who is Elijah? 

       g.  When is Yom Yahweh?

. 

By distorting this (and numerous other) vital statement, its context and its timing, the Christian Bible has distorted God’s message.  It is small wonder that the Church suffers from a multitude of divisions. 

Continuing now on the Elijah factor, there are other discrepancies about the John the Baptist / Elijah figure.  Luke, his strongest proponent, causes consternation by suddenly expressing doubt. Having presented John as Elijah with such conviction and then had him introduce Jesus as Yahweh, with equal conviction, suddenly questions his subjects and their identity;

This is a mind blowing question.  How can John, having had the introduction which he had; having jumped in his mothers womb at the presence of Mary; having introduced Jesus as fact and having baptised him, witnessed the dove and heard the voice from heaven, NOW TURN AROUND AND ASK SUCH A QUESTION?  How could he have had such doubt? And what does that do to his credibility and that of his identity, his story and that of the New Testament? 
Lets face it, when Elijah, Yahweh and the Conquering Messiah do come, ALL ISRAEL WILL KNOW IT - without a shadow of doubt.  And they won’t come under any identity other than their own.   

This question raises a number of further questions.  Doubt had to have existed in the minds of John, the author (Luke) and the redactor(s) who may have edited the script.  The nature of the question suggests that a negative answer was possible, which in turn would render Jesus an ordinary citizen.  The question has two distinct aspects:
            1. Are you the one who was to come?

If the answer was negative - as the Prophetic Sermon suggests (Luke 21:5-31, to be discussed in detail), what authority did Jesus have to answer the second part?
            2.  ….or should we expect someone else?

Again, the Prophetic Sermon will answer this.

All the evidence presented thus far is so confusing and contradicting that it could not stand the cross examination of a court of law.  Yet, there is Yeshua.  Where does he stand in all of this? We will try to establish his identity in the Chapter 6:  Yahweh and the Three Messiah’s.
4.3  The Guilt Offering -  a prerequisite for Yom Yahweh

It will be seen that the Guilt Offering is a prerequisite for “A voice calling...” in the Yom Yahweh.
Let us return to our subject matter - the context of Isa. 40:3 “A voice calling in the

desert…”, so decisively used by the Gospel writers:

The context of the coming of Yahweh presupposes - as a non-negotiable precondition - that the sins of Israel had been forgiven prior to “the voice calling…” - their guilt paid for. 

The major question that this order of events poses is.

Why would Yahweh come to Israel, after her sins had ostensibly been forgiven, and then present himself as a sacrifice for those sins that had been forgiven, prior to his coming?

Or

How could Yahweh come to Israel before her guilt had been paid for?

It does not hold.  Israel’s guilt would have had to be dealt with prior to “a voice 

calling...”.  2 Isaiah tells us how this was to be accomplished;

The first seven chapters of the book of Leviticus (Vayikra) deals extensively with the various forms of offerings and sacrifices that were to be established as part of Temple worship.  The highest form is described in Leviticus 16 - the Day of Atonement (Yom Kipur).  The Sin offering is presented as a restorative measure that deals with sin with regard to the Commands of God and the common sin among men (Lev 4 - 5:13).  

In Lev 5:14-16, God prescribes a higher form of atonement – the Guilt offering (asham), which deals with sin against the Holy (Kadosh = set apart) things of God. The most distinctive features of this Guilt offering is that it requires a Ram from the flock without blemish and that it is the only offering of which the subject has to have a monetary value in silver, as measured against the sanctuary shekel. 

            Lev. 5:  15     “When a person commits a violation and sins unintentionally in regard to  

                                   any of the holy (set apart) things of Yahweh he is to bring to Yahweh as a 

                                   penalty a ram from the flock, one without defect and of proper value in 

                                   silver, according to the sanctuary shekel. It is a Guilt offering.”
The prophet Zechariah tells us of a good shepherd, who would be rejected, and who would be valued in terms of pieces of silver.  It appears in Chapter 11, before the Day of the Lord, which is extensively dealt with in Chapters 12-14.

What appears from this narrative is that the chief priests, the custodians of the sanctuary shekel, valued the life of Jesus at thirty pieces of silver.

If  Church commentary then makes the connection between the sacrifice of Jesus and the suffering servant of  Isaiah 53, as Luke does in Acts 8:30 - 35, it has to take cognisance of the significance of the Guilt Offering.  It is not “our Pesach lamb”, as Paul says (1 Cor.5:7.).  The Passover lamb is not a sin offering, but a sacrifice of deliverance.  If it was a sin offering there would have been no need for sin and guilt offering which were instituted later.  Nor is it the final Yom Kipur offering, at the fatally wrong time, as the unknown writer of the letter to the Hebrews wants us to believe (Hebr.9:7, 11,12).  Adonai is adamant that the Cohen Gadol may enter the Holiest only on one day of the year - the tenth day of the seventh month (Lev.16:2

and 23:26-32), which is not the fourteenth day of the first month when Passover begins in the evening. 

The fulfilment of Isaiah 40:1-3 requires what appears to be a Guilt Offering of magnitude to reconcile Adonai with His people, Israel, before “a voice…” could announce the advent of Adonai.  A Guilt offering, therefore, before Yom Yahweh.  Isa 53 is a profound and magnificent description of that Guilt Offering brought by a Suffering Messiah.  In the first chapter of Revelation, Adonai introduces Himself as the One who was, and who is and who is to come (in the future “Day…”) (Rev 1:4,8 and also 4:8) - and Jesus - a separate persona - as the Lamb, who had previously come (Rev 1:5).
A past advent of a Suffering Messiah and a future advent of Adonai?  Why the lack of continuity, also between Isa 40:2 and 40:3?  They have been separated by... DELAY!    
Indeed, they are separated by the Yom Yahweh - which is a double edged sword.

We can  begin to see the sequence of divine events.  “Asham” - the Guilt Offering - The Suffering  Messiah, the Lamb of God….. BEFORE “the Day...”.  Followed by Adonai and His Conquering Messiah …IN “the Day….”.  This is exactly how Revelation has it – the Lamb BEFORE  the preceding signs of “The Day…”  Also, Zech. 11 – the Good Shepherd – BEFORE  Zech chapters  12-14 (“the Day”), and Isa. 40:1,2 BEFORE 40:3.  We can also see how this sequence of events has been   inverted – presented back to front - in the New Testament, nl.  Elijah and “the Day” BEFORE  the “Lamb.” And Isa.4o:3 (Yahweh) BEFORE Isa. 40.1,2 (Suffering Messiah).  See how the correct sequence – Suffering Messiah Followed by Yahweh -  has been interrupted and separated by “delay”. We now find Yahweh, in a quasi Yom Yahweh, who becomes  the Suffering Messiah (AFTER “the Day…”)– and  then also becomes the Conquering Messiah in heaven.   

We will see how, according to Daniel’s vision of 70 weeks of years, the Suffering Messiah will atone for Israel three and a half years before the advent of Adonai.  There would be those 3 ½  years between Isa. 40:1,2  and 40:3.  A 3 ½ year period which became “delayed” indefinitely.

Why would Adonai require a Guilt Offering of magnitude to reconcile Israel with Himself before His coming - a human “Asham”?  This second part of  Isaiah appears to have been written during the Babylonian captivity, possibly by a student or disciple of  the great prophet himself, who had written the first part before the captivity and also parts of Kings and Chronicles.  There are marked differences in style and emphasis, which students of Rhetorical Analysis can explain better.  2 Isaiah, for instance, speaks of deliverance from their present captivity through the Persian king Cyrus.  He also speaks of  deliverance from the sin that caused this captivity - 

the need for “Asham”.  A most unique aspect of this section of Isaiah is that Yahweh reveals Himself repeatedly as the Redeemer, the Saviour of Israel.  It is a function exclusively allocated to Himself and not to His Messiah figures, as will be seen.                           

The prophet Jeremiah tells us why the people of Judah were in captivity.  Chapter 15 tells the horror story of  their destined rejection, suffering and subjection to their enemies - the result of their manifold sin. And at the very centre of the problem….;

What was so heinous about Manasseh that, even after the partial return after seventy

years, the rebuilding of  temple and the city, there still seems to remain the vestiges of the

curse of Manasseh upon them - two and a half millennia later?  Is it not written in the

Book of the Kings of Israel and Judah?  2 Kings 21 tells the story, in all its sordid

details, of the abominations of  Manasseh, son of Hezekiah, king of Judah - the still prevailing Curse of Manasseh.

This is the Curse of  

          Manasseh.
Despite the majestic efforts of King Josiah, the grandson of Manasseh, to overturn everything that Manasseh did, Adonai would not recant on His resolve to punish the descendants of the sinners.  Please read carefully the greatness of King Josiah from 2 Kings 22 and 23.

Neither before nor after Josiah was there a king like him who

Yet, there will be a day in history - a Day of Yahweh - described by Jeremiah as “Jacob’s trouble... “in that day...” (Jer. 30:7,8), and what follows:

We have visited the kings and prophets of Israel to seek out the root cause of their demise, to determine what manner of sin against the holy things of God could demand such a Guilt Offering Extraordinaire, that even the guilt offerings of  King Josiah,  Joshua (Zerubabel’s high priest) and Ezra could not deal with.  At the same time as the author of  2 Isaiah revealed the need for such a guilt offering to reconcile Adonai with His people, another prophet in captivity - Daniel - received a visit from the Arch Angel Gabriel, who told him that:

Gabriel is saying that the  process of God’s plan for Israel - and the nations - will take four hundred and ninety years to evolve - if nothing intervenes.  God’s predictions of time are always accurate. For example, He told Abraham that the Egyptian captivity would last four hundred years (Gen.15:13), and it did.  He also said to Jeremiah that the Babylonian captivity would last 70 years (Jer.25:11,12), and so it was.  Unfortunately the Gentile Church has failed to recognise the delay and has appropriated fulfilment of the seventy “weeks” for herself - at the expense of  Covenant Israel.

Our construction is therefore as follows:
Has the extraordinary guilt offering required of God’s Suffering Messiah of Isa 53, in order to facilitate the Isa 40:3 advent of Yahweh, indeed been brought by Jesus in the middle of Daniel’s 70th week?  If so, time had stopped there (through a  critical miss-representation at that moment - which will be discussed) …delaying fulfilment indefinitely.  

It would mean that mankind has lived in a time vacuum in the middle of the 70th week these two thousand years, always a mere three and a half years (forty  two months, or 1260 days) - a time, times and half a time - away from fulfilment - even today - should the delay be revoked.  Israel’s atonement has been miss-represented and hidden from her. Mankind should fear greatly for those three and a half years will contain the most fear-some tribulation of all time - the terrible Day of the Lord - but also the birth of new  life.  

The context of fulfilment, therefore, of the advent of Yahweh in terms of Isa. 40:3, requires atonement for Israel’s guilt as a non-negotiable pre-condition, and not an afterthought, to be performed by Yahweh Himself after His Advent, as portrayed by the Gospels. This context disqualifies the assumption of Mark, and the other Gospel writers, of Yahweh having come.  The absence of the Ark of the Covenant and, consequently, the absence of Yahweh, from the temple at the time of Yeshua is indicative of the incomplete relationship between Yahweh and His people.  Hence the need for Asham, followed by “a voice calling…”            

4.4  The naming of Mark’s subject  
Shm’ah Yisrael, Adonai Elohim, Adonai Echad.  (Deut.   6:4)

Shm’ah Yisrael, Adonai Elohim, Adonai Echad.  (Mark 12:29)

Hear, o Israel, the Lord our God, the Lord is One.

Yahweh is quite forthright about His personal identity on “the Day…” of His coming.  He is quite adamant that when the “voice calling in the desert” for the way of Yahweh to be straightened, that it is He who will come and no one else.  Not a representative, or a surrogate or a prophet or a Messiah in His stead.  Prophecy of  His coming is quite specific, and distinct from that of the prophet and Messiahs.  In Isaiah 42, Adonai separates Himself from His conquering Messiah, whom He introduces in Isa 42:1-7, after having come in...

In the face of such evidence, on what grounds can all the Gospel writers have an Elijah figure introduce Yahweh… and call Him by another name, have Him evolve into a suffering and conquering Messiah and more?  Chapter 10; Yahweh - A Case of Multiple Mistaken Identity will look further into this problem.      

We will see how that Yahweh is the Redeemer/Saviour of Israel.  “Saviour” (Yeshuot) is one of Yahweh’s attributes.  It is not His name.  He has many other attributes eg.

The Gospel writers have confusingly named Yahweh by one of His many attributes.  He does not have many names.  His Name is One - Echad.  His Name is Yahweh.  Baruch Ha’Shem = Blessed is the Name.
(Strange how Luke miss-represents this “…glory of Yahweh will be revealed”, to read;

This miss-quote immediately changes the emphasis from Yahweh to Yeshua.  Who, in Luke’s view, had then come?                                  

4.5  The Corrective Denial of Revelation

It is the year 96 CE.  It has been 25 years since the destruction of Jerusalem and the Temple.  The people who survived the siege and the purge are devastated and in diasporah.  It is patently evident that Yahweh had not come to their aid.  Nor had any Messiah come or returned  then either.  Nineteen hundred years later they would have to come to the same conclusion.  Yet, at the time of Jerusalem’s demise, three scrolls began circulating; all claiming that Elijah had come and had introduced Yahweh.  The significance was clear: Their final redemption had come. 

Amazingly, fifteen years earlier, another writer, Paul - deemed to be associated with the three scrolls – had written to some people in Thessalonika, warning them not to believe a rumour suggesting that Yom Yahweh had come.  He foresees other events to take place prior to the Day of the Lord - the appearance of  a false God who would deny Torah (2.Thes.2:1-4).  Paul doesn’t know John the Baptist, knows nothing about Elijah and is unaware that Yahweh had come, finally to redeem Israel.  He clearly has a different identity for Jesus.  In fact, this Paul would deem any god, introduced by a premature “day of the Lord” scenario... to be a false god.

Total confusion.  How could the first Church - the Jewish Church - possibly survive this crisis of credibility?

And then, in this year of 96 CE, in the midst of this crisis - Adonai speaks a word of correction, to restore His intent, to inform His people that He had not yet come; is yet to come and that His coming... has been delayed.  The Revelation.

Revelation is a book of restoration and reassurance.  A confirmation of the original intent that became confused.  Its main subject, “The Day…” is such a Jewish thing, with the interest of the Jewish people at its very soul.  They were surely the most shattered, hurt, dislodged and confused people - including that first Jewish Church - of all, following the holocaust of 70 CE. Where then, among the letters to the seven Gentile communities, is the letter of  comfort to the people of Israel - the very people of “The Day...”? 
All prophecy pertaining to “the Day…” always conclude with the comforting message of restoration.  Was it removed from the scripture… in the same way as Yeshua’s concluding statements in his Prophetic sermon were removed from, or not reported, in the Synoptic Gospels? Where are those statements in that sermon pertaining to the great day of  redemption of  Israel, following the appearance of the signs in the heavenly bodies?  This great “omission” is corrected by Revelation in the seventh seal, with its seven shofars which culminate in the kingdom of Yahweh and His Messiah.

In reviewing the presentation of “the Day…” as found in the four Gospels, it appears that two opposing, incompatible scenarios, with two equally incompatible main characters, are constructed.  Revelation does not know the first, supports the second and has a third.

1.  The God/man Kerugmatic Christ of the Church - a Construct of the Gospel writers.

Let’s call him 1 Jesus. 

2.  The Prophet Messiah, who also appears to be  the Suffering Messiah - the Lamb - by  

     virtue of  their identical prophetic positions, as will be seen - Mashiach Ben Yosef. 

Let’s call him 2 Jesus.
3.  Then there is the third - Mashiach Ben David - the Conquering Messiah.
Let’s call him 3 Jesus. 
All three will be analysed in Chapter 6:  Yahweh and the Three Messiah’s.  Nevertheless, Church theology has endeavoured to join them into one, together with the Holy Spirit, creating an unrecognisable fourfold “Trinity”.      

Why the writers of the Synoptic Gospels persisted with their Elijah /Yom Yahweh /

Yahweh = Jesus construction, some forty to seventy years after the fact, when all of the required evidence failed to materialise, remains an enigma.  There is no evidence whatsoever from Isa 40 and beyond that Yahweh, having come, would have to die, resurrect Himself and leave indefinitely - leaving Israel in complete disarray.  Yet the “other” Jesus  -  2 Jesus - foresaw the events of tribulation in  his Prophetic Sermon, which are now history, and which do not agree with the expectation found in Isa. 40..  There must be a fundamental reason for the error and we must find it.

The most important conclusion that emerges from this construction is that, having failed to discern between Yahweh and His Messiah, the Gospel writers have a clear understanding that neither could come outside of Yom Yaweh.  Hence their need for an Elijah figure. Conversely, however, the Yeshua of the Prophetic Sermon, who is also the Lamb who opens the Seals of  Revelation, emphatically denies that  Yom Yahweh, and consequently Elijah, Yahweh and the Davidic Messiah had come.  We will scrutinize this Prophetic Sermon and the seals and find that 2 Jesus DENIES that he is the Son of Man Davidic Messiah, the latter will only appear following the preceding signs of Yom Yaweh in the heavens... in the future.  

Finally, to make the association between the prophets and Revelation complete, let us compare and combine Ezekiel and Revelation;

3.  The Holy Spirit poured out on Israel (Ezek. 39:29.  Also Joel 2:28; Isa.32:15, 59:21)

5.  Yahweh comes to His Sanctuary (Ezek. 43:1-7)
6.  The Davidic Prince in Israel, in the presence of Yahweh (Ezek. 44:3.  Also Ps 110:1)
7.  Gentile believers in God’s house of prayer for all nations (Ezek. 44:9.  Also Isa.56:7;  

 
Matth. 21:13)
8.  Melchizedek Priesthood in the Prince (Ezek. 45:13 - 46:15.  Also Ps.110:1; Zech.6:13)
9.  Levitical Priesthood in the house of Zadok (Ezek. 44:15)
10. Reintroduction of the festivals (Ezek. 45:21-25)
11. Division of the land (Ezek. 48)
As well as

12. The New Covenant (Isa.59:21; Jer.31:31-33)
This is what Revelation’s Armageddon stands for... which we, the readers should have known.  

Conclusion:  The prophecies of Isa. 40:3 and Mal. 3:1a cannot be applied to the introduction of the Messiah. They introduce Yahweh who, in turn, introduces his

Davidic Messiah in Isa. 42 and Mal. 3:1b.
5.  SAINT PAUL, “THE DAY...” AND TORAH
The question that follows from the above is; where does Paul stand in all of  this?

Paul also has two faces.

Paul’s letters to the Thessalonians are of the oldest documents of the New Testament.  Written approximately 54-56 CE, they predate  Mark’s Gospel by some 15 years.  This first Gospel account, copied by the others in subsequent years, existed in the form of stories, folklore and accounts remembered by people, which became traditions and were finally captured in written form almost forty years after the departure of Jesus, when it became apparent that he wasn’t going to return as expected.  Among these stories, circulating among the disciples, would have had to be the “prophecy, report or letter, supposedly from us... that The Day of the Lord had come...”, as it became the opening statement of Mark’s Gospel  - Elijah introducing Yahweh - and copied by the others; Luke in particular.
This Paul makes some profound statements in this epistle, namely:
1.  He denies emphatically that “the Day…” had come

2.  He denies, therefore, that Elijah had come and
3.  He denies that Yahweh had come.

4.  He associates “the Day…” with the Parosia - the second advent of Jesus.

5.  He is an apologist for Torah.  Another “Paul” says “Get rid of the slave woman – the Sinai Covenant” (Gal.4:21-31).  We will look at the “other Paul” shortly.           
6.  Any “God” introduced by a premature “Day of the Lord” presentation would, of necessity, have to be a false “God”.
7.  “The Day…” would be preceded by such a Torahless false god/man. 

8.  Denial of “the Day…” is a direct repudiation of the Gospel’s  introduction of Jesus.

He, however, contradicts himself in his frequent references to Jesus as the Christ (Messiah) throughout his letters.  The Gospel writers (except John) have shown clear understanding of the need for Elijah to precede the Conquering Messiah.  Hence their transformation of John the Baptist.  Paul does not know this John, or any other Elijah figure.  Paul therefore takes up opposing positions and his “Christ” would have to have another identity – that of Suffering Messiah… before “the Day…”
1.  If Jesus is his Conquering Messiah, then Elijah and “the Day…” would have had to come.

2.  If “the Day…” had not yet come, as he so strongly contends, then Jesus cannot be the Conquering Messiah. “The Messiah” generally being seen as the Conquering Davidic Messiah.

He should know that “the Messiah” (Conquering Messiah) does not come before Yom Yahweh, as the Gospel writers clearly understand.  His Jesus should therefore have a different identity - possibly the Suffering Messiah - with the one to come being the Conquering Messiah; in “the Day…”.  The notion of Parosia - second advent – is therefore a fallacy, as 2 Jesus explains in his Prophetic Sermon (as will be seen).    
This Paul (1 Paul, who we will discern from another “Paul” – 2 Paul or Pseudo Paul) sees a different future for Israel.  He reveals this in his letter to the Romans, quoting, in Rom.11:25-27, “the coming of the Redeemer (Yahweh) to Israel” from Isaiah 59:20, as a future event.

The context of Paul’s reference to Israel’s Redeemer, coming after the Gentiles have come in, is a denial of the Gospel’s assertion that He had already come according to Isa. 40:3. and been called Jesus.  The Redeemer will come (Isa.40:3) - after the suffering servant (Isa 53,  40:1,2) and together with the conquering servant (Isa 42:1-7; 61:1,2), neither of whom are referred to as the “Redeemer”.
Why does Paul say “The Deliverer will come from Zion and turn Godlessness away from Jacob”, while the prophet clearly states that “The Redeemer will come to Zion, to those in Jacob who repent of their sin.”?  What the Prophet said is the general expectation.  Did Paul really say this?  Or did someone else substitute “to” with “from” to create the slanted impression  that 1 Jesus (The Kerugmatic Christ of the Church) would come from the CHURCH - which is the Augustinian, allegorised interpretation of ‘Zion’ - to save Israel from her godlessness?

To facilitate our discussion, let’s define the two distinct personalities of Paul – 1 Paul and 2 Paul - who seem to have different views on Yom Yaweh.

1 Paul sees the advent of Yahweh - and, consequently, “the Day of Yahweh” in the future.  He therefore denies that Elijah had come.  From Acts 13:24,25 it appears that Paul was aware of  John the Baptist preaching before Jesus but does not associate him with Elijah.  Here Paul says “God brought to Israel the Saviour Jesus.  “Saviour”, in this sense, could only mean “suffering servant” who would “save” them from their sins in preparation for the coming of Yahweh, who is their true Saviour and Redeemer.  Paul confuses the matter by calling  Jesus the “Saviour” now and then predicting the “Redeemer,” Yahweh, in the future.

John’s Gospel shows the same confusion about John and Elijah (John 1:19-23), as has been seen. John the Baptist denies being the Messiah, Elijah or the Prophet and then quotes Isa 40:3 as being the voice preparing the way for Yahweh - not the Messiah.  He then further confuses the matter by stating;

The voice in the desert does not prepare the way for the Messiah but for Yahweh (Isa 40:3). Yahweh then  introduces the Conquering Messiah (Isa 42:1-6).  There is no evidence of any preceding “voice” to the Suffering Messiah, who would appear before “the Day…”.  The inquiry by the Priests and Levites into this matter (John 1:19) is highly unsatisfactory, because it does not address this vital matter of distinction.      
The very basis of Trinity Theology is the assumption that Yaweh and His Messiah are the same person - an assumption built on the erroneous introduction of Isaiah 40:3 and the failure to recognise the future advent of Yahweh.

To return to Paul and Isaiah’s “Redeemer’:              

Not only does this 1 Paul, therefore, see the coming of Yahweh (from Isa 59), and consequently Elijah, Yom Yahweh and the Davidic Messiah in the future but also confirms the NEW COVENANT - Isa 59:21 - to be instituted at that future advent.

1 Paul therefore agrees with Isaiah that the New Covenant of the Spirit is to follow from the future Yom Yahweh and Advent of Adonai, the Redeemer, in the same way as Jeremiah has the New Covenant, in the hearts of the people (Jer.31:31-33), follow from “Jacob’s trouble...  “in that day…” (Jer. 30:7,8).  Future.  Paul is therefore also at odds with himself in other letters, and with the notorious author of the Letter to the Hebrews who insists that the New Covenant had already come.

With regards to this New Covenant, there is also the contradiction within the Synoptic Gospels.

Mark and Matthew’s Jesus is saying that his blood restores the existing covenant, in terms of the expected Suffering Messiah - in the middle of the 70th week - which would precede the advent of Yahweh at the completion of the 70th.  Luke - the Greek outsider - however, having made such an enormous theology of John the Baptist/Elijah, ads “new” to the equation, creating a totally different and premature understanding.  Indeed, the New Covenant is yet future.  

If time for Israel had not stopped - become delayed - Elijah, Yom Yahweh, Yahweh, the Davidic Messiah and the New Covenant would have come 3 ½ years after the Guilt Offering of  2 Jesus.

1 Paul, by quoting Isa. 59:20,21 as a future event, sees the New Covenant in the future.  Another Paul, 2 Paul, places it in the present:

“…This cup is the new covenant in my blood...”
These are the same words used by Luke, as quoted above.  Luke, reporting on Paul’s travels in Acts, and Paul seemed to have greatly influenced each other, eg. their resurrection stories (to which we will come).

Thus, apart from a Paul (1 Paul) who sees fulfilment in the future and who seems to uphold Torah - one who frequents the Synagogue every Sabbath - there is another “Paul” (2 Paul), who sees fulfilment as completed and who seems to promote Torahlessness.  2 Paul may be the author of what academics  describe as the “Pseudo Pauline Letters”.  He or they may have been students or disciples of Paul.

In his letter to the Galatians 2 Paul upholds Jesus as the end of Torah and the end of circum-cision.  In Gal. 4:21 - 31 we find a figurative comparison between the two covenants.  The Torah-based Sinai Covenant, which he compares to the present “earthly Jerusalem” and equates  with Hagar, the slave woman, and her son.  The other, the  New Covenant, which he believes has come about, which represents the post Jacob’s Trouble - post Day of the Lord scenario of Jeremiah 30 and 31.  This “New Covenant” is then compared to the “heavenly or Spiritual Jerusalem” and equated with Sarah, the free woman and her “spiritual” offspring, which is now supposed to be the Church - the Gentile Church.  His highly inflammatory statement in Gal. 4:30 must surely be the greatest act of anti-Semitism the world has seen.

Not so.  The tzadikim - the righteous - who are set apart (made kadosh or holy) by Torah, do not have an “obligation to keep the whole law”.  They have a Spirit-induced desire to do so.  And they have full value of the Suffering Messiah.

Yahweh, however, has a completely different requirement for the Gentiles in “the Day...”.  Those of  “My house will be a house of prayer for all nations.”. (Isa.56:7; Matth.21:13; Mark 11:17; Luke 19:46).

These statements by 2 Paul in Galatians are of the most outrageous ever conceived by man.  The very thought that the Church and her offspring, representing the “free woman”, must get rid of the “slave woman and her son”, representing the Torah Covenant and its adherers - Israel - is the seed of the curse of anti-Semitism and the pathological hatred that characterised the persecutions, Pogroms, Inquisitions, Crusades and Holocausts of history.  The great Theologian Saint Augustine, father of Allegory (spiritualising of literal scripture) and Church Replacement Theology, in his monumental work - The City Of  God (Heavenly Jerusalem) - made his claim from these comparative passages, and we all suffered as a result.  He was a follower of 2 Paul, failing to recognise 1 Paul and, as a result, forever seeing the poor Jews as a permanently rejected  little tribe.  And he saw the Church as the recipients of this “new covenant”, and the “spiritual kingdom” as the only “kingdom“ there would ever be.  How vulgar.

It is all a monumental error which finds it origin in the premature and erroneous presentation of Yom Yahweh.

Apart from the merits or demerits of these statements to which we will shortly come, the contradictions of the two Pauls (1 Paul and 2 Paul) are staggering.

1.  If the Day of the Lord had not come, as 1 Paul is adamant about, then the New Covenant of Jer.31, that 2 Paul refers to, had also not yet come.

2.  If “the Day…” had not yet come, then all Israel had not yet been saved (Rom 11:2 from Isa. 59:20,21) and Israel’s kingdom not yet restored - according to the  Prophetic Sermon,  Acts 1:6,7 and Revelation.  Fulfilment of the CIRCUMCISION COVENANT IS YET INCOMPLETE.  2 Paul denounces circumcision (Gal. 6:11-13).  1 Paul supports it as he circumcised Timothy (Acts 16:3).  Adonai insists on it in “the Day...” (Ezek. 39:8b) of His coming.

Who then are the “all nations” to whom  2 Jesus (the Prophet/Suffering Messiah) refers  when he quotes Isa. 56:6-8 in  Mark 11:17, Matt.21:13, Luke 19:46 and John 2:16 (who has placed it in a different context) : “My house will be a house of prayer for all nations.” They have to be those foreigners who - from Isa. 56:6-8:
a.  bind themselves to Yahweh to serve Him,

b.  who love the NAME of Yahweh and to worship Him,

c.  who keep the Sabbath without desecrating it,

d.  who hold fast to My Covenant - Mosaic Covenant. (Isa. 56:6), and,

e.  who are circumcised in heart and in flesh - Abrahamic Covenant (Ezek. 44:9) 

3.  The integrity of this Circumcision Covenant - Brit Milah (The Abrahamic Covenant which governs the Mosaic Torah Covenant and the future Torah-at-heart “New Covenant”) - is of paramount importance for “the Day…” and the Kingdom to come.

4.  1 Paul would never condone the statements of 2 Paul.  This 2 Paul, by rejecting

circumcision, condones “the Day…” having come.  His anti-Torah rhetoric resembles 
1 Paul’s “man of Torahlessness”.  They are on a collision course!
5.  “The Day…” must facilitate the “Acharit Hayemim” - the Latter Days Kingdom, which, Isa 2:1-5 tells us, will be an earthly kingdom with Yahweh dwelling in Zion (as a multitude of scriptures on “the Day...” testify), and

“Torah will go out from Zion, and the Word of Yahweh

The Church, in mincing these words by teaching that Jesus has “fulfilled” Torah and that
adherence is no longer required, makes itself to be “the least in the kingdom of heaven”.

Not only is 2 Paul in conflict with 1 Paul and with  2 Jesus, he is on a collision course

with Adonai;

This section from Isaiah 49:8-26, that 2 Paul is referring to, is, however, a wonderful description of the restoration of the land and the people, never to be oppressed again, and the recognition of Adonai, the Saviour, Redeemer, the Mighty One of Jacob.  History of  2000 years does not recognise this!  It is the future Yom Yahweh.  And furthermore;

Adonai is clear that Torah is the Ministry of Life - the future constitution of the world as we have seen from Isa 2:3.  This is exactly what Isa 49:8 says and Adonai is absolutely consistent in what He says.         

Yom Yahweh has not come.  Therefore, neither has the New Covenant of Jer.31 come.  Yet, 
2 Paul tries to pre-empt these events, while deriding Torah as “the ministry of death”.  He becomes a contributor to the creation of “the Man of Torahlessness”, so strongly warned about by 1 Paul.

Why is 2 Paul and the doubtful letter to the Hebrews and, subsequently, the Church convinced that Torah and the Holy Spirit are in opposition to each other?  That the Spirit has superseded or somehow defeated Torah as it were?

No! The Holy Spirit can never be opposed to, or in supersession to Torah.  The Spirit will always encourage and support and confirm Torah.  This is what Adonai says of the time when the Spirit is given to His recovered people in “The Day of the Lord”:

The Annual Festival of Pentecost

Pentecost (Shavuot) is NOT a celebration of the outpouring of the Holy Spirit.  It is one of the three great annual festivals given to Moses by Adonai.  The other two are Pesach (Passover) in the fist month and Sukkoth (Feast of Tabernacles) - including Yom Kippur - in the seventh month.  “Pente”, meaning fifty, indicates that Pentecost is always fifty days after the Passover.  Leviticus 23 explains these appointed festivals at their specific times.  Adonai calls them “My appointed times”.(Lev.23:2) They are not “Jewish festivals”, as often referred to.  They are the appointed festivals of Yahweh, the Elohim of Israel.  Here it can be seen that Pentecost is called the “Feast of weeks” or “First fruits”, indicating the arrival of the first fruits of the harvest. However, the first Pentecost, following the first Passover in Egypt, coincided with the Ten Commandments at Sinai.  Fifty days from Egypt to Sinai.  How, you may ask, do we calculate that figure? Exodus 19 tells us:

The calculation is therefore:
Passover took place, as a henceforth fixed institution, on the 14th/15th day of the first month (Nissan) - which is always at full moon.  Fifteen days followed to the beginning of the second month, which consists of thirty days.  At the end of the second month they had travelled for forty five days.  Fifty days, therefore, would take them to the fifth day of the third month - “on the very day”. 

The very basis of Torah was thus given on that very first Pentecost and the festival of Pentecost is therefore a commemoration of that most awesome event.  Preparation for the honouring thereof is aptly done through those fifty days by the “Counting of the Omer”, which entails the reading of the eight verse sections of Psalm 119 on successive days throughout that period.  Psalm 119 is David’s Ode of Beauty to the splendour of Torah.

Pentecost is thus not a first time celebration of the Holy Spirit.  The giving of the Spirit on that specific day of  Pentecost, some fifty days after the Guilt Offering of 2 Jesus, was not to replace Torah, but to compliment it.  It was a magnificent affirmation, support and celebration of Torah. When this Jesus therefore said that the Holy Spirit would empower them to be his witnesses
(Acts 1:8), and commissioned them “to make disciples, teaching them everything he had taught”, (Math.28:19) he was really saying; teach them Torah by the power of the Spirit - as he had done, and been commended for. 

The great outpouring of the Holy Spirit in the Yom Yahweh is not commemorated by Pentecost.  It is prefigured by the Hosanna Rabba - the last and greatest day of the Festival of Sukkoth (the Feast of Tabernacles) - in its water pouring ceremony.  The Hosanna Rabba entails Rabbi’s bringing water from various parts of Jerusalem and pouring it together into the pool of Siloam.  The “water theme” depicts that expectation of the great outpouring of the Spirit.  And we see it in the testimony of Yeshua.

Some of this is John’s interpretation of events.  However, that great outpouring of the Spirit will occur on a future Hosanna Rabba, and Torah will be upheld.  This will be the establishment of the New Covenant.  “My Spirit who is on you… and my words (Torah)  that I have put in your mouth will not depart from your mouth...”  (Isa.59:21) 

2 Jesus had confirmed his unwavering adherence to Torah by reciting the “Shemah”, the greatest Creed in the religion of  Israel.  He did this in answer to the question of a teacher of the Law;  “Rabbi, what is the greatest mitzvot (law)?”:

To which he –the teacher of the Law - responded: “…You have answered well,  

Rabbi.”.
Torah and the Spirit are mutually supportive, inclusive and not exclusive.  The most charismatic thing that the Church of Jesus can do is to be Torah observant - as he was, before seeking and exercising the other gifts, which no doubt exist.  The world would be a better place for it.

For 2 Paul to say that Torah is “the ministry of death”, while the Spirit “gives life”- without Torah - is inconceivable.  To say “the day of salvation is now”, while ignoring “Torah will go out from Me” (by the Spirit no doubt), is equally inconceivable.  Nor did Adonai introduce Torah as a “ministry of condemnation” as this 2 Paul believes.  He gave Torah to His redeemed people as a way of life, to make them “Kadosh” which means “Set Apart” (different) from the sinful nations - to sanctify them by his Word (Torah).  It is not a mechanism for salvation. It is a way of life (Halachah) for redeemed people.  Adonai is Kadosh (totally set apart, totally different). The Ruach Hakodesh (Holy Spirit) is the “Set Apart Spirit” or the “Spirit of Set-Apartness”. Adonai says to His people “Be Kadosh for I am Kadosh”. The Ruach Hakodesh teaches and encourages Kadosh.  And Torah is the instrument of Kadosh.  Ruach Hakodesh is the Spirit of Yahweh and not a separate person in a triniterian Godhead 

The translated forms “Holy” or “Holiness” or “Holy Spirit” are esoteric concepts that do not convey the true meaning.  “Holiness” without Torah is meaningless, because it has no foundation.  The true measurement of  Kadosh is Torah.  It is not difficult, but it is fearful (Deut 30:11-20).  Therefore “Work out your salvation with fear and trembling”, says Rabbi Jesus.  For the Church to say “It is too difficult, we need  a substitute - let Jesus fulfil the law for us”, is a defeatist attitude and not the true Gospel.  This makes Christianity a personality cult where personal responsibility is often neglected.  

How then can a Jewish Messiah, and his followers, ever be anything but Torah observant?

6.  YAHWEH  AND THE THREE MESSIAHS 

The writers of the New Testament seem to have expected “the end” to be near.  Paul expected to be raptured in his lifetime (1 Thess.4:17).  It appears that they misread the times, the events and, consequently, the main players in their stories.  Why? 

The Gospel writers present significantly conflicting Jesus figures and conflicting kingdom perceptions.  Luke, for instance, presents Yahweh to us through his elaborate Elijah figure and proceeds to call him Jesus, from the house of David, who redeems His people in the then present. He then presents a second Jesus, who comprehensively denies that he is the Davidic Messiah and who in turn presents a third Jesus, the Son of Man Davidic Messiah, who will appear in the future after the preceding signs of “the day...”, and who will govern his people in the future. 
Together with these three figures Luke also presents three conflicting “kingdom” scenarios - one each associated with 1 Jesus and 3 Jesus (both physical kingdoms),  and one in between, which does not come with physical signs but is “within you”(Luke 17:20,21). Let us do a comparative study, which is essential for discerning the Suffering and Conquering Messiah’s from the  “Yahweh  Messiah” or God-man “Messiah”.
However, before analysing the Messianic figures of the Bible, it is necessary to study the greatest expectation of advent in Prophetic Scripture - the incomprehensible advent of Yahweh.  The supreme event of Yom Yahweh - His appearance in His Great Day.  An advent which the Church appears to confuse with that of the Messiah.  We will find out why.

There is indeed a wealth of prophetic expectation for the advent of Yahweh, in a form as yet unknown. Yet, despite the clear distinctions among them, the Gospel writers and, consequently, the Church have blended them into one person - the Kerugmatic Christ of the Church who calls him “Lord”.  The Advent of Yahweh is never considered as a separate event.  Perhaps Ya’akov (James), in his epistle, saw  something else - as he spoke of the advent of Yahweh, while the Church thought he spoke of Yeshua.

This Suffering Messiah became known in the New Testament as “The Lamb of God”.
Thus were the predictions of the Suffering Servant, also referred to as Mashiach Ben Yosef - Messiah Son of Joseph.  He was indeed the son of Joseph, sent to bring “Asham” so as to make atonement for, and reconcile Israel with Yahweh before the advent of Yahweh in “the great  Day of the Lord”.  And this “Day,”destined for the following 3 ½ years, became expanded indefinitely by the “Delay.”

The Prophet Messiah is encountered in the Prophetic Sermon, as recorded in the three Synoptic Gospels, which will be discussed in detail. The latter, as the “Lamb”, presents the identical prophetic expectation through the Seals of Revelation to that found in the Prophetic Sermon - albeit some sixty five years later.

C.  The Conquering Messiah - Davidic Christ

This Messiah of the great expectation, was (is) destined to arrive at the end of Daniel’s 70th week - at the time of Final Conquest.  (The Suffering Messiah appears after 69 weeks.)

We have now presented a vast amount of scripture depicting the advents of Yahweh and three Messianic figures.  They are all “anointed” ones - Christs if you will.  

These depictions are all discernibly different and separate from each other, each with his own purpose. 

The New Testament writers, however, fail to make these distinctions and present all four in one person as a single event - in the Kerugmatic Christ of the Church.  They present them/him in the contrived non-event of the Yom Yahweh, which is yet to take place in the future.  The mistaken presentation of Yom Yahweh is the very cause of failure to discern, not only these main players, but also the times and the kingdom.

Let us now see how the three Messianic figures, incorporating Yahweh, are presented by the Gospel writers:

We will call the “Yahweh Messiah” 1 Jesus.  The Prophet Messiah, who also appears to

be the Suffering Messiah, will be 2 Jesus.  And the Conquering Messiah, who comes in

The punctuation of this statement of 2 Jesus in Luke 21 has been placed in such a way so as to create the impression that the “I” in “I am he” refers to the “Many…” and that they are the ones saying “they” are the Messiah. Isn’t the Church of the nations, who have come in the name of Jesus, claiming that he is the Son of Man Davidic Messiah (which this 2 Jesus strenuously denied), supposed to rejoice at the coming of Jesus - and be raptured?  Will they not mourn precisely because they failed to recognise the Son of Man, having mistaken Jesus for him?  

Will they not mourn precisely in the same way as the house of David will mourn - “in that day” - for “the one who was pierced for them” (Zech 12:10,11)?  For the one whom they failed to recognise, having been misdirected by the authors of the New Testament and, subsequently, the Church? Was this the reason why the prophet said they would not recognise him?

In the midst of this Prophetic discourse - its horrendous expectation of persecution, wars, famines, etc., Matthew attributes a statement to 2 Jesus that is quite out of character with the whole prophetic message:

This is a most unlikely statement within the context of the 2 Jesus Prophetic Discourse for the following reasons:

1.  The description of the future dispensation of persecution and horror given here by 2 Jesus cannot possibly be  described as a “good news kingdom”.
2.  2 Jesus cannot possibly be seen to be the ruler of such a horrendous “good news kingdom”.

3.  How could “all nations” - the haters and persecutors of the Jews - and the Jews themselves, be expected to believe that such a horrendous scenario could be a “good news kingdom”.  Somehow “all nations” believe it.

4.  The culmination of this horrendous “good news kingdom” does not signal “the end”, because following this prophesied persecution comes the real Good News Kingdom with the arrival of the Son of Man Davidic Messiah, as comprehensively predicted by the prophets and falsely ascribed by Luke to his  1 Jesus.     

How can this interpolation possibly be part of the prophetic vision of 2 Jesus?  Unless it has been misplaced and should be part of the kingdom of the Son of Man, which follows after the preceding heavenly signs of Yom Yahweh?  Then it would make sense.  Why would “all the nations” mourn if they had been taught the “Good News Kingdom” before the advent of the Son of Man Messiah?  This interpolation of the “Good News Kingdom” should therefore appear, not in Math. 24:14, but rather in Math. 24:31b - after the great Alliyah (return) as brought about by the Son of Man’s angels (Math.24:31a).  Luke’s rendition of the words of  2 Jesus places this “Good News Kingdom” correctly - not in the tribulation but thereafter;

No person making such a statement (as presented by Matthew) could possibly be the Conquering Davidic Messiah before that time.

Matthew and Luke are at odds in their “kingdom” interpretation of 2 Jesus.  We have to turn back Matthew’s pages to find his reasoning. Matthew  has Jesus (presumably 1 Jesus) tell the Parable of the Tenants (Matth.21:33 - 41), from which it appears that Israel had killed the prophets, are about to kill the Messiah and that Yahweh, when he comes, will reject Israel and give the “kingdom” to the Gentiles.

From this it can be seen why Matthew would want a “Tribulation Kingdom” before “the end”. This “end” is then signified by the Yom Yahweh and he cannot have the Kingdom arrive in the future Yom Yahweh.  His “fig tree” story (Matth. 24:32,33) is thus different from that of Luke and does not/cannot contain the “Kingdom of God” expectation because it is “the end”.  However, Matthew’s reasoning does not make sense as his rendering of the Parable of the tenants would indicate that the “owner” would take away the land from the “bad tenants” and give it to others when he comes - in the future Yom Yahweh.  And furthermore; the “son” and the “owner” is not the same person despite having supposedly been so introduced by “Elijah”... which means the “owner” had already come, before the predicted tribulation.

Matthew and Luke have diametrically opposing Kingdom perceptions.  Matthew is profoundly Anti-Chiliastic, with the “kingdom” residing in the Church only - before “the day” - and nothing in the future for Israel and has so influenced his 2 Jesus.  Luke’s 2 Jesus is profoundly Chiliastic, sees no “Good News Tribulation Kingdom” and expects the Kingdom in the future, after the tribulation... in “that day.”

Mark’s rendition of the Prophetic Sermon - the original - contains this statement;

“And the gospel must first be preached to all nations.”

Mark’s  2 Jesus does not speak of the “kingdom” or the “end”.  What would this “gospel” or “good news” be?  Is it not that  “The Holy Spirit will come on you and you will be my (the Orthodox Torah observant Jewish Rabbi’s) witnesses to the ends of the earth” (Acts 1:8) - teaching of which no yod or tittel would ever change?  To bring Torah to the world as the Constitution of the coming  Kingdom of God... in THAT DAY?      

It seems clear that between the departure of Jesus and the writing of the Gospel stories, the authors and their redactors had major problems in understanding and explaining their kingdom perceptions, making their Jesus figures most confusing in the process.  WHY? Why did they think the “kingdom” had come, giving it numerous divergent identities and then allowing 2 Jesus to rebuke them?  Yahweh simplifies all of these by censoring them all, in revealing.. “...DELAY”.  THE KINGDOM OF GOD CANNOT AND WILL NOT COME BEFORE REVOKING OF THE DELAY! 

In summary of this comparative study of Luke, it can be seen how Luke, in his first chapter gives an accurate description of who the “Messiah” would be, the circumstances required for his coming and what could be expected of him - which does not include him having to die.  Luke’s 2 Jesus - in his famous Prophetic Sermon - starts by categorically denying being “that one” and then spends the rest of his discourse explaining why.  Especially, by placing Yom Yahweh in the future, he disqualifies himself from being that Conquering Messiah.  He points forward to the real one, when the real circumstances arise, denying therefore that Elijah had come. 

Yes, the nations - who have come in the name of Jesus, claiming that he is the Conquering God-man Messiah - will mourn when 3 Jesus arrives and discover that they had been mistaken.  Realizing the manifold sins they have committed against Israel on account of this error. 

It can therefore be seen how Luke associates opposing physical kingdom scenarios with his 1 Jesus, 2 Jesus and  3 Jesus.  He even has another;

nor will people say, ‘Here it is’ or ‘There it is’, because the 

                                
kingdom of God is within you”.

Luke does not record the reaction of the Pharisees to this answer.  There is a major contradiction in this, as all his other “kingdom” versions have clear “visible” and physical characteristics.  In his second book - Acts - he has 2 Jesus answer a similar question, and giving a different answer;

“...Lord, are you going to restore the kingdom to Israel at this 

                               
time?”

He said to them; “It is not for you to know the times and dates the 

                               
Father has set by His own authority...”.

By implication 2 Jesus is saying that the kingdom of Israel will be restored somewhere in the future.  The Pharisees seemed to understand that “God” would have to come for His kingdom to come and that this Jesus is not God.  The question was not “...your kingdom...?”   Is there any prophetic basis upon which God’s kingdom can come in any way and yet Israel’s kingdom remains in tatters - to be restored in the distant future, beyond the signs? No, they are inseparable.

Luke thus presents four contradicting kingdom scenarios.  And there is also a fifth, as will be seen.  How, may we ask, can one person present such divergent opinions as seemingly singular fact?  According to academic theory, these various loose traditions were collected and compiled by a redactor who patently failed to discern the contradictions - not only the kingdom contradictions but also the  Jesus contradictions.  We can only make the distinctions by doing a wide-ranging comparative study to find the golden thread of consistency.

Having now discerned three separate Jesus figures, Luke and Paul now present another Jesus personality who demonstrates a different messianic doctrine.

Who is this Jesus, calling on “all of Moses and all of the Prophets and all of the  Scriptures” to prove his statements?  It cannot be 1 Jesus whom Luke presents in his first chapters.  This 
1 Jesus appears as Yahweh, apparently after Israel’s “guilt” had been dealt with - according to Isa.40:1-5.  This 1 Jesus is unaware of what is to happen to him - after Yahweh had supposedly redeemed His people.  2 Jesus, having denied that he has redeemed Yahweh’s people - who’s redemption he sees in the future - and having denied that he is the Messiah, does not know about the future Son of Man Messiah having to die and be raised on the third day in order to validate Israel’s faith.  Neither does 3 Jesus, destined to appear after the future preceding signs of Yom Yahweh, know any such things written about himself.  Is this then a 4th Jesus who calls on “all the Scriptures” to prove his doctrine of death and resurrection on the third day - referring to “the Son of Man” as himself?

This is a most agonising problem.  Paul states that this death and resurrection of the Messiah on the third day ARE THE MOST IMPORTANT EVENTS IN THE RELIGION OF ISRAEL.  WITHOUT IT THERE IS NO HOPE NOR FAITH!

Both Luke and Paul repeatedly call on Moses, all the Prophets and all the Scriptures that are supposed to have predicted this as the greatest event in all of the religion of the Bible. They both produce numerous scriptures - many of them incorrectly presented or out of context - to prove their doctrines.  YET NEITHER OF THEM PRESENT ANY SUCH TORAH, PSALMS, PROPHETIC OR OTHER SCRIPTURAL QUOTES OR REFERENCES TO SUBSTANTIATE THIS CLAIM.  IN FACT, THE SCRIPTURES DO NOT KNOW ABOUT IT.  And, consequently, no Reference Bible or Concordance in the Christian tradition can substantiate it - because it does not exist.  

We have searched Moses, the Prophets, the Psalms, the Septuagint, the Vulgate,

the Targums (Aramaic translation of the Tanakh), The Babylonian and Jerusalem Talmud, which contain Oral Torah, AND FOUND NOTHING TO SUPPORT LUKE AND PAUL’S MONUMENTAL CLAIMS OF THE DAVIDIC SON OF MAN MESSIAH HAVING TO DIE AND RISE ON THE THIRD DAY.  What “Scriptures” are they referring to? Certainly not the Hebrew Scriptures.  Could they be referring - from within their Greek orientation - to the prevailing Mysteries - the succession of Mythological Idol worship cults of the Gentile world with their recurring Mother and Child, Dying and Resurrecting Godman figures - the so-called Isis Dyonisis  configuration?  Within such an environment, both the Gentile Corinthians and Luke’s apparent sponsor, the Greek aristocrat Theophilus, would have found such sentiments acceptable as another variation of the existing theme.  It is unlikely that they would have had access to the Hebrew Scriptures or Rabbinic guidance into them to verify Paul’s and Luke’s statements and would have accepted them at face value.

An excellent study of these Pagan Mystery Religions and their influence on early Christianity can be found in the book by Timothy Freke and Peter Gandy, namely “The Jesus Mysteries”.  Both authors are presented as being well qualified and well versed with the subject. 

Where in all of this does that famous Jewish historian and philosopher, Philo of Alexandria (20 BCE - 50 CE), stand?  A contemporary of Paul and Luke, well versed in the Greek philosophers and admirer of Plato, whom he called “most holy Plato”, he was revered by the early Church fathers.  He was a student of allegory - as was the later Augustine – and was always searching for spiritual meaning behind the literal text of the Bible.  He is credited with the idea of possible merging of Hebrew and Greek philosophical thought in creating the Gentile New Testament Messianic concept - foreign to that of Judaism.  (Wikipedia on Philo).

If Paul and Luke were influenced by Philo and other contemporary Greek scholars in their Dying and Resurrecting Godman theology,  are their references to “Moses and all the Prophets and all the Scriptures” foretelling these events, then not allegorical or spiritualised derivatives of literal scriptures that cannot be discerned by us mortals? 
Or, conversely, derivatives of Platonic thought?

This latter notion then presents a very disturbing event among the Bereans:

This is an extremely poor and subjective presentation of a vitally important study, and

fails dismally in its objective.  Luke, acting here as Paul’s scribe or lackey, merely leaves the slanted impression that Paul’s teachings were kosher.  He fails completely in reporting on the most important question that these noble Bereans would most certainly have asked - on behalf of the entire Christian world of two thousand years - the ultimate test case,  namely;

Dear Paul, and your scribe Luke, in view of Yahweh’s promise to His people, Israel, in Amos 3:7;

“SURELY SOVEREIGN YAHWEH  DOES NOTHING WITHOUT REVEALING HIS PLAN TO HIS SERVANTS THE PROPHETS”;
pray tell us:  Where in Moses, the Prophets, the Psalms and all of the Hebrew Scriptures and in the Oral traditions of the elders of Israel did Yaweh foretell this most important event - the death and resurrection after three days of - the Star out of Jacob the Lion with the Scepter of Judah, the Branch, the Prince, the Cornerstone, the Son of David on the throne of Israel, Shilow, the Son of Man, the Man Child, the Chosen One - THE MESSIAH?    
BECAUSE WE CANNOT FIND IT!  
NEITHER CAN WE FIND SUCH A STATEMENT MADE BY YAHWEH OF HIMSELF!

Then there is Peter’s version of suffering and glory;

Again, the prophets know nothing of this pertaining to the Conquering Davidic Messiah.  What “glories” would these be?  The New Heaven and New Earth to come according to his Anti-Chiliastic viewpoint (2 Pet.3:13 – to be discussed), or are they the present “spiritualised glories” in this 2000 years of ongoing tribulation, as predicted by 2 Jesus?  Peter does not discern the Suffering Messiah, who came to reconcile Israel with Yahweh and the “glory” to be brought by the Davidic Messiah... pending the revoking of the delay.  

Can Peter speak of “the Spirit of Christ” when the Spirit on the Messiah and the prophets is clearly the Ruach Hakodesh - the Set Apart Spirit of Yahweh?

Why then would the Gospel writers (and Paul and Peter) present something as previously revealed “prophetic fact”, of which the Bible knows nothing?  And they all have different versions of it - Mark even has two versions, as if  one was added later?  Isn’t it simply because, in their minds, Yahweh, whom they have introduced as Jesus, could not be allowed to remain dead?  

Following Paul’s encounter with the Bereans, he is confronted by others in Athens

about his theology:
Acts

A group of Epicurean and Stoic philosophers began to dispute

                             
with him.  Others remarked, “He seems to be advocating foreign

                             
gods”.  (They said this because Paul was preaching the good news
                             
about Jesus and the resurrection.)
These Greeks would have been well versed with the ancient and prevailing dying/resurrecting godman mystery religions.  

Are we denying the Guilt Offering of another?  Or believe that the Suffering Messiah remains dead?  Not at all. Isa. 53 tells us that He will live and Revelation confirms it;

“I am the Living One.  I was dead and behold I am alive for ever 

                       

and ever...”

He says to John, who was taken into the spirit world,  “...I was dead, and see, I’m alive…”  John did not know he was alive!  Yes, the Suffering Messiah is alive in the spirit world, and so is everyone who finds refuge in his Guilt Offering; who are part of Israel. 

There is nothing in Prophetic Scripture that supports Paul’s notion that the Conquering Davidic Messiah has to die and to physically rise on the third day for the Guilt Offering of the Suffering Messiah to be effective.  Yet, for the Gentile Church - outside of Israel, outside of Moses, outside of Brit Milah (Circumcision Covenant), outside of the Sabbath - to say, as a statement of faith “He - the Conquering Jewish Yahweh Messiah - died for OUR SINS” ...is a bit rich.

Yet, that most precious Guilt Offering (the sacrifice for the Unintentional Sin against the Holy things of God - Lev.5:15) is DYNAMIC.  It is both RETRO-ACTIVE  (with regard to the sins of King Manasseh and others, which separates Israel from Yahweh, visiting the unintentional generations ).  And it is PRO-ACTIVE (“Remember me and My Offering in the matzah and wine of the Pesach Seder every year when you partake of it”- Luke 22:19). And it is this Pro-active, Dynamic aspect which is the saving grace of the Gentile Church - which has unintentionally sinned against the Holy things of God.

It is not difficult to understand why the Synagogue would not buy into 1 Jesus, but recognised 2 Jesus for the prophet that he is.  They may, however, have to re-examine him because he is also the Lamb of God, their Asham - Guilt Offering, pierced for them - before time stopped.  2 JESUS AND THE LAMB BOTH PRESENT THE SAME PROPHETIC PERSPECTIVE - IN THE PROPHETIC SERMON AND IN THE SEALS OF REVELATION RESPECTIVELY. They have to be the same person.

The Lamb is the one who reveals the “delay”, which unlocks the mystery.  Does 2 Jesus allude to it?  He may well have done so;

By placing events, distinctive to the latter half of Daniel’s 70th  week, in the future, after an indefinite period of tribulation, 2 Jesus clearly indicates that the chronological order of events would be interrupted.  If he was indeed the Anointed Prince - who was destined to appear at the culmination of week 69, and cut off (with nothing for him) after the 69th (inside week 70 after a 3 1/2 year ministry) - then he had certainly indicated that completion of  the 70th would be delayed indefinitely, after his death.

These events clearly did not culminate in the destruction of Jerusalem and the Temple in the days of Antiochus Epiphanes (160 BC) or Titus of Rome in 70 CE.  So, “The Day…”, with its conclusive redemption, did not materialize  and many worse atrocities have been witnessed by history since then.  The Lamb, by placing these events in the future from 96 CE, confirms its future fulfillment in the sixth shofar of the seventh seal.

2 Jesus: “Days shortened” on the remainder of week 70.

They say the same thing.    

In summary of the four “Messiahs”;

1.  1  Jesus. 
The “Yahweh Messiah” is a construction of the Gospel writers.  (Did they act alone or were they coerced? We shall see).  He has been combined with 4 Jesus - who was supposedly prophesied about to have died and risen on the third day - to form the Kerugmatic Christ of the Church.  He is the product of an artificial Elijah/Yom Yahweh scenario and failed in the mission ascribed to him - that of redeeming Israel from her enemies.

2.  2  Jesus. 
The Prophet Messiah of Moses (Deut. 18) and the Suffering Messiah (Isa. 53) who came before the Yom Yahweh to:

i  Reconcile Israel with Yahweh by virtue of his Guilt Offering and to prepare the way for the advent of Yahweh (Isa.40:3), who would, in turn, introduce His Conquering Messiah (Isa.42:1) - in the future Yom Yahweh. 
          ii  To inform his people - Israel - that this great redemptive event of Yom Yahweh would  

              be “delayed” indefinitely and, consequently...

         iii  To deny that he himself is that Conquering Messiah of Yom Yahweh.
He had to have known there was going to be “delay” when he prophesied about the time of persecution and suffering - when a false one would “rule” before the terrible and glorious Yom Yahweh.

3.  3  Jesus  
The Conquering and glorious Son of Man/Man Child Davidic Messiah who will come in “the Day…” and who will perform what was ascribed to 1Jesus, who had been misplaced in time and misinterpreted as a result. 

Finally, is it at all possible that the Suffering One and the Conquering One could be the same One? By way of Chiliastic theology of “The Parosia - Second Advent”? In differing capacities? We would think not, for the following reasons:
   1.  They clearly have different ministries, the descriptions of which never indicate 

        alternative ministries at other times.  They both have very definitive missions in 

        the bigger plan of Yahweh. 

   2.  They appear at different times.  The Suffering One appears (has appeared) at the 

        end of week 69.  The Conquering One appears at the end of week 70.

   3.  They are separated by Yom Yahweh.  The Suffering One appears before Yom 

        Yahweh to prepare the way for it.  The Conquering One appears, with Yahweh, 

         in Yom Yahweh.
   4.   They are separated by one “week”, which has now become 2000 years because 

         of the “Delay.” 

   5.   None of the Prophetic Scriptures pertaining to the Suffering One indicate in any 

         way that he would come again in a different capacity.

   6.   None of the Prophetic Scriptures pertaining to the Conquering One indicate in 

         any way that he would previously have come in a different capacity – 
re- incarnation if you will.

    7.  The Prophet Messiah points forward to the Conquering Messiah, after the

         Tribulation and preceding signs of Yom Yahweh. 

    8.  The Suffering One introduces the Conquering One.  First in the sixth shofar 

         of his seventh Seal - the “Man Child”, with 1260 days remaining at revoking of 

         the “delay”.  And, secondly, in the seventh shofar of his seventh Seal, together 
with Yahweh, after the last 1260 days.  HE IS NOT INTRODUCING HIMSELF.
    9.  In all the Prophetic Scriptures depicting the Advent of Yahweh, there is no

         indication whatsoever that He would come, first as a Suffering Messiah,

         and then as a Conquering Messiah.

   10. The Male Child who;

            a. “will rule the nations with an iron scepter...”

                “…and the authority of His Messiah…” (Rev.12: 5, 10 - after Yom Yahweh), 

           and

The presentation of “Messiah” in the New Testament is clearly far more diverse than Church dogma would have us believe.

By placing the advent of “The Redeemer” in the future, 1 Paul once again denies that Yahweh (The Redeemer) had already come, according to Isa. 40:3 and the Gospel introductions.  In fact, Isa. 40 and Isa. 59 describe exactly the same event.  Isa. 59 to 66 may even be ascribed to a different author - a post Babylonian 3 Isaiah.( 1 Isaiah pre Babylonian, 2 Isaiah intra Babylonian)  There are profound similarities between Isa. 40 to 42 and Isa. 59 to 62.  Both sections portray the advent of Yahweh followed by the introduction of His Conquering Messiah.

We have already seen the guilt/sin of Israel having been paid for in Isa. 40:1,2 - and seen the relevance of the Guilt Offering of the Suffering Servant of Isa. 53 in this regard.   Then the advent of Yahweh (explicitly described as “the Redeemer of Israel”) in Isa. 40:3 and onward, followed by the introduction of the Conquering Servant in Isa. 42.  Let us see how these are presented in Isa. 59 to 61.

It is difficult to come to terms with the Rabbinic/Yeshiva position that this “Suffering Servant” of Yahweh refers to the nation of Israel and not to a person.  This notion would mean Am Israel (the people of Israel) would suffer a corporate sacrifice for their own salvation.  The context of Isa.52:13 through 53 seems rather to indicate a single person - who would be “crushed for our iniquities.”

So it would appear that this same “arm of Yahweh” would work salvation for Him 
(“…His own arm…” Isa.59:16).  It seems clear that this “salvation” has to do with the

guilt/sin that separates Yahweh from His people, and does not refer to their re-

establishment as a nation ,which Yahweh, their Redeemer, will accomplish when..,

Comparing these two sections it seems obvious that they speak of the same person - a future deliverer Messiah who will come with Yahweh.  You may ask; how then could he be born in Bethlehem?  As the story unfolds, this too will become apparent. 

The New Testament writers Matthew and Luke use these Scripture references and apply them prematurely to Jesus.  And they are decidedly dishonest in their applications.  Matthew applies the first section (Isa.42) and (conveniently?) omits a crucial statement that no one would notice unless checked.  It changes the meaning and identity of the person:

In this manner  the New Testament writers frequently misrepresent the Scriptures and produce slanted versions of what is said, misleading unsuspecting, sincere people.  This misquote causes two distinct misrepresentations:
1.  The omission of  “He will not be crushed” removes the definitive distinction between this

Conquering Servant and the Suffering Servant, the latter of whom is said:

By removing this most distinctive statement from the original Scripture, Matthew wants us to

believe that the Suffering Servant, who will be crushed, and the Conquering Servant,

who will NOT be crushed, are actually the same person and that, somehow, they are

both Yahweh, whom he introduced through “one calling in the desert…”.

By substituting “his Torah,” with “his Name”, Matthew has completely changed the very

basis of our faith.  If he was to be the anointed servant of Yahweh, why would his “Torah” be

any different from that of his Master?  Torah is Torah and always will be.  The Spirit in him

would not abolish Torah, but would support it.  The Suffering Servant,  also anointed, would
    also subscribe to Torah  - as any Spirit endowed individual should be.  How can the Church 
     possibly say “we are not under the law but under the Spirit”?  It is a contradiction in terms as 
     we have seen.  And, how can the Church say “Jesus has delivered us from the law”?  Instead 
     of being a Torah observant community, 1 Jesus Christianity has become a personality 
     cult – governed, not by Torah, ...but by his name.


Luke, on the other hand, omit’s a vast, equally important, part of the second section (Isa. 61),

likewise changing the meaning of the original Scripture.  He has 1 Jesus say the following


(Yahweh, introduced as 1 Jesus, could not possibly say the following of Himself):

Yahweh is not saying to Yahweh (Himself) - “Sit at my right hand.”  Why then his lengthy genealogy of Jesus if he did not believe that the Messiah was the son of David? 

Now we know that Melchizedek was both a “king” (of Salem) and “priest of God Most High” (Gen.14:18).  In studying the Prince in Israel, through the vision of Ezekiel, we find that he will also be king (Ezek. 37:4) and a priest, as he will perform priestly duties, providing sacrifices for the various appointed festivals which will be restored.  He will also make sin offerings for himself! (Ezek. 45:7, Ezek. 17, Ezek. 22, Ezek. 46:2, 4, 9, 10, 12, 16-18)

This study of Ezekiel’s Prince in the presence of Yahweh, following the events of “the Day of the Lord”, together with that of Ps.110, seeks to support the construct of the two sections of 
Isa. 40/42 and Isa. 59/61, the latter as presented by 1 Paul in his letter to the Romans (Romans 11:25-27) - all in the future. 

All of this will sound very strange to the “civilized” Greco-Roman Christian ear.  It is not strange to the Bible, which confirms it elsewhere.  What does Zechariah say?

There will be no conflict between this Davidic Messiah kingship and priesthood, nor with the Levitic Priesthood, which will reside in the house of Zadok.  From this study it can be seen that this expected Branch/Prince/Davidic Messiah does qualify for the title of  “High Priest in the Order of  Melchizedek” in “the Day”.  This title is prematurely ascribed to Jesus to explain his “Heavenly Rule” over the “Kingdom of Spiritual Israel” - the Church (Matth. 22:41-46; Hebr.7:17). 
The letter to the Hebrews has a pathological aversion to Torah, Mosaic Covenant, Priesthood and the Temple Order that begs a response, as Yahweh says that, parallel to His eternal, unbreakable covenant with the house of David regarding the Davidic Messiah, He has an equally unbreakable eternal covenant with the house of Levi, who will never fail to have a man serve before Him every day (Jer. 33:17-26).  The unknown author of this letter finds himself in an unrecognisable and impossible latter days, pre-Yom Yahweh, Torahless “kingdom”, which he tries to explain.

Our study of The Day of the Lord has shown that the Latter days kingdom does not appear before Yom Yahweh, but flows from it.  The unknown author of Hebrews has attempted to create a Torahless, “New Covenant” kingdom in a non-existent, pre-Yom Yahweh last days position, in the absence of Israel.  This is in complete contradiction with the Gospels who depart from Yom Yahweh having come.

Who are these “Hebrews” to whom this virulently anti-Torah letter is written?  It is a letter which contends that the Mosaic Covenant is mere shadow, fading away and useless.  It is a letter that contends that Yahweh had to change Torah to replace the Levitic Priesthood with the Melchizedek Priesthood.  All of this, in spite of Yahweh’s declared eternal and unbreakable covenant with the Levitical Priesthood and its parallel co-existence with the Melchizedek Priesthood of the Prince in Israel, as described by Ezekiel! He exhibits a position of Torahlesness and, in the process, misled the Church - also in creating a  perception of an “Anti-Christ who will build the temple and set himself up as though he is god” - in the future.  If we read 2 Thes. 2:3-4 (the man of Torahlessness in God’s temple before Yom Yahweh). together with 2 Cor. 6:16 (we - the Gentile Church - are the temple of God), we have to conclude that the rebellion of Torahlesness will be perpetrated by a “godman” in the Church - a man presented as God before Yom Yahweh, as though Yom Yahweh (and Elijah) had in fact come.  A false “god” of “lawlessness” in the “temple” already anticipated in his time by 1 Paul.  Thus  past and present and not in the future where the world keeps looking for him.  

What will the Church do if one with authority does stand up in Israel and builds the temple on Mount Zion - to the chagrin of Islam?  The Church keeps looking for an external “Anti-Christ” figure in the future, while it may well have harboured him in its midst for nearly 2000 years - a figure of its own creation.  More about this elusive “Anti-Christ” figure and all his characteristics later.            

e.  Paul and Isaiah

We have seen that Yahweh, when he comes in the future (Isa. 40:3-5) will introduce His Conquering Messiah (Isa. 42:1-7).  Exactly the same sequence of events are presented by Isa. 59 and 61.  1 Paul presents this in Rom. 11:25-27 as a future event.

The Lamb is Messiah Ben Yosef  (Son of Joseph) - before “the Day...”.  The Lion of Judah is Messiah Ben Dawid (Son of David), after “the Day…”,  The occasional indiscriminate use of “Son of Man” for 2 Jesus is not correct.  The Son of Man then has to be 3 Jesus.

Therefore, the Lamb introduces the Messiah in exactly the same way as 2 Jesus introduces 3 Jesus in the Prophetic Sermon - the Son Of Man, who is to appear beyond the signs.    
9.  MATTHEW AND THE YOM YAHWEH
Matthew is the one for the dramatic, the presenter of the extraordinary.  The “inventor” of the Virgin Birth and the consequent veneration of Mary as the Mother of God.  He gives us massive earthquakes, risings of the dead, eclipse of the sun, tearing of the curtain.

Matthew, as did Luke, recognised from his source - Mark - that Yahweh had come and had been called Jesus.  In this regard, Luke had recognised the need for Elijah and Yom Yahweh to have come before the advent of  Yahweh.  He had found Elijah in John the Baptist - which John’s Gospel denies - and had hugely elaborated on the topic in his first chapter to prove his 
Yahweh-Jesus.  Matthew, on the other hand, took it upon himself to prove the divinity of his Yahweh Jesus... and found Immanuel, son of Isaiah, who was born and lived as a young boy in the time of king Ahaz, some 700 years before Jesus.

King Ahaz, king of Judah, and his people lived in fear of Rezin, king of Aram and Pekah, king of Israel, who threatened Jerusalem and Judea.  So Adonai sent Isaiah to Ahaz with a message of comfort and assurance of protection against these two agitators.  The message would be:  “God is with you”, and would come in the form of  a boy who would be called “Immanuel”.  Yahweh never said he would incarnate Himself in that little boy, dwell physically in Judah and so defeat Rezin and Peka.  The name Immanuel would  merely be a sign of comfort to the people of Judah.  In this same way the names of the other sons of Isaiah contained signs and messages for Israel - signs and messages limited to that specific generation of Judah. 
After the defeat of Rezin and Pekah, however, came the king of Assyriah, who would overrun Judah.  In this regard, Yahweh again addresses this boy by name - and He is not talking to or of Himself:

The context  therefore  indicates that Isaiah had three divinely named sons - names which contained specific messages, for specific people, at a specific time, for specific purposes, and so he testifies;

It is incomprehensible for Matthew to imply that Yahweh:
  i.    had said of this Immanuel boy that He would incarnate Himself in this boy - 700 years later,

  ii.   would be all three - Yahweh, Suffering Messiah and Conquering Messiah - as the 

        final requirement for Yom Yahweh,

  iii.  would build an entire Gentile Empire - outside of Israel ...that would worship His “mother.”

The age-old argument about “Almah” - virgin or young woman - is quite irrelevant, as it is referring to the mother of Immanuel, not that of Jesus.
None of the other writers seemed to have given this huge ideology any thought.  One person has built a mountain out of nothing.  Yet he, Matthew, seemed convinced that Yom Yahweh had come.  He also has a 1 Jesus who, in passing, refers to John the Baptist as Elijah... and then also denies it in his rendering of the Prophetic Sermon (Matth. 24).

None of the other New Testament writers know about these events, nor does Matthew tell us what happened to these people.  Were they raptured?  Did they die again?  They just seemed to disappear, as none of the great restoration events expected of Yom Yahweh came about.  Yet the exact  opposite events are predicted by his 2 Jesus in his Prophetic Sermon of Matth. 24!  So even Mark’s copiers failed to notice the enormous contradictions.

ii.  Tearing of the Curtain

It is unclear what the significance of the torn Temple curtain is.  There is no prophetic prediction of such an event.  Was it supposed to indicate the end of temple worship or that the separation between God and His people had been broken?  It could be a reference the “Asham” of  Isa.40:1,2. However, Yom Yahweh has a Sanctuary in which Yahweh dwells among His people (Ezek. 37:26-27, Ezek. 39:8b, Ezek. 43:7, Joel 3:17, Isa. 2:2-3. Isa. 60:13, Dan. 9:25, Rev.11:1-2).  The temple, at the time of  Jesus, was incomplete in any event, because the Ark of the Covenant - signifying the presence of Yahweh - was absent, remains absent and has been absent since the fall of Solomon’s temple with the Babylonians.  Did Jeremiah escape with it to Egypt?  Much speculation and search has led to nothing.  Nobody knows.  Yahweh knows and that is good enough.

Nevertheless, this “tearing of the curtain” doesn’t seem to have had much significance for the  early Jewish Church under James.  They seemed to pursue normal temple worship and service - as did Jesus - some 20 years after Jesus and the “tearing of the curtain”, as can be seen from Acts 21:17-26:

None of the other writers know about these “violent earthquakes”.  Neither does the Jewish historian, Josephus ,whose only such recording is of a great earthquake in the early days of King Herod, which claimed 30.000 lives (Wikipedia on Josephus).

iv.  The Striking of the Shepherd

This concerns the matter of “the Shepherd struck by the sword”, in the midst of the events of Yom Yahweh.  The prophet Zecharaiah introduces two shepherds at a time before Yom Yahweh, in the context, not of the restoration of Israel, but of dispersion.  Firstly, there is a good shepherd, who appears to be rejected by the people and whose life is valued at thirty shekels of silver.  We have already met him in the context of “Asham” - the Guilt Offering.  Then there is another shepherd, of whom Yahweh says:

After this, from Zech. 12 through to Zech. 14, we find a comprehensive outlook on Yom Yahweh, regularly punctuated by “...in that day” and “A day of Yahweh is coming...”.  In the midst of this scenario, we find “the sword...”, referred to regarding the foolish shepherd:

If we take the position of  2 Jesus, in his Prophetic Sermon, and the Lamb of Revelation, who opens the seals, we have to agree that Yom Yahweh is yet to take place in the future and that the “striking of the shepherd” is also to take place in the future.  What “Shepherd”, to be struck in the future, is then spoken of here?  It cannot be the Suffering Messiah.  He is referred to earlier in the context of restoration and Yom Yahweh in Zech 12:10 “…They will look to me (Yahweh) on account of him who they pierced...” - pierced before Yom Yahweh.  This striking of the shepherd by an awakening sword in the future Yom Yahweh, cannot speak of the Good Shepherd of Zech. 11.  It has to be the “worthless shepherd who deserts the flock...” against whom the sword must rise.  Who is he?

The Jesus of John’s Gospel has much to say about these two shepherds:

What is John’s Jesus really saying ...to us today?  The succession of St Peter has certainly abandoned the sheep of Israel, “eaten the meat of the choice sheep, tearing off their hoofs” with its atrocious Crusades, Inquisition, Pogroms and deafening silence at the Holocaust. “Arise, o sword...”.
Is it then coincidence that Mathew has his Jesus quote Zech 13:7, “I will strike the Shepherd...”, in the context of his rebuke of Peter’s denial of him?

Is Jesus perhaps saying something far more profound about the striking of the shepherd and Peter’s denial of him, something that even the author, Matthew, did not understand at the time?  Is he implying, in John and in Matthew, that Simon Peter is the “worthless shepherd”?  The succession of St. Peter certainly does not want to contend with 2 Jesus - the Prophet Messiah and the Suffering Messiah.  Much more about this later.

We have now discussed a number of Yom Yahweh-related events, which Matthew has called upon to establish his position.  Are these, together with the “darkening of the sun” (Matth. 27:45), then an effort to explain the signs of Yom Yahweh?  What a contradiction for Matthew’s 2 Jesus to place it all in the future in his prophetic discourse - according to Matthew:

The Redactors of Matthew’s Gospel have failed, on a grand scale, to discern these major contradictions.

v.   Israel’s King  -  Riding on a Donkey

Apart from these positions of Matthew and, apart from Yom Yahweh, he also has another questionable conclusion.  As with the case of Immanuel, son of Isaiah, some 700 hundred years before Yeshua, Matthew  - as does John, while Mark and Luke do not mention it - presents the story of:  “See, your king comes to you, gentle and riding on a donkey” - at the ‘triumphant entry’ of Jesus into Jerusalem.  If we study the context of the original prophecy from Zechariah, however, numerous discrepancies appear

“Say to the Daughter of Zion, ‘See, your king comes to you, gentle

                                 
and riding on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey.’”.

Mathew appropriates this verse to explain the triumphant entry of Jesus shortly before the crucifixion, death and resurrection.  However, the succeeding verses in Zechariah reveal a successful king who will bring an end to war in Ephraim and Jerusalem.  A king who will rule from sea to sea, and from the river to the end of the land.  

There is absolutely nothing here to suggest that this king would immediately suffer and die, rise on the third day and then depart, leaving Israel in tatters.  If this was to have happened, and the described kingdom was to be purely a spiritual one with no connection to the land, the city and the temple - THIS IS WHERE YAHWEH WOULD HAVE SAID SO - YET THERE IS NOTHING OF THE SORT.  The prophecy, however, appears to speak of a time before the Greek Empire, which was to succeed the Persian empire:

This could be a reference to the Maccabean revolt and deliverance from the despicable Antiochus Epiphanus, who subjected Israel and sacked the temple some 160 before Yeshua.  In studying the ministry of Zechariah, we find distinctive time patterns.  As seen before, the last three chapters deal quite spectacularly with Yom Yahweh.  Before that, Zechariah’s main concern seems to be with the people and events of his time - as does that of his colleague Haggai. 

Zecharaiah lived and prophesied at the time of the return from the Babylonian exile - at the time of  Joshua, the high priest, and Zerubabel, the governor, who was in charge of rebuilding the temple.  Joshua was succeeded by Ezra, who had followed later with some of the exiles, as high priest.  And then, many years later, a most remarkable and highly esteemed person - who had served with distinction in the house of the king of  Persia - arrived in Jerusalem.  Nehemiah.

The book of  Nehemiah describes him as a man of honour, integrity and great authority.  A man of humility who, though being the governor of Judea, refused the luxuries of a king.  He governed with authority and with profound awe of Yahweh and His institutions, which he had reinstated through Ezra, the high priest.  It is a marvelous story.  One of Nehemiah’s great missions was the rebuilding of the city wall, which was accomplished through much adversity. And this is where we find a simple, yet compelling story:

A donkey.  These mentions of a donkey seem almost trivial.  Of what importance could the mode of transport of a leader possibly be?  Unless it was placed there deliberately for the purpose of identification.  It certainly attracts our attention to this incredible man of Yahweh, who is fully revealed in the book of Nehemiah as a king among his people.  A king in Judah in the time of the Persian Empire - before the Greek Empire of Alexander the Great.  

This Godly governor, in the course of his duties, would have travelled the country for all to see ...on his donkey.  A humble king, riding a donkey every day - for all to see - some 400 years before Yeshua, and not an opportunistic once-off at the time of Yeshua.  This is the king whom Zechariah saw.  A king who would appear in his lifetime or shortly after, well before Yom Yahweh.  He also saw another King.  One associated with horses, the symbol of power:

Yet, the New Testament, having introduced Him through ‘one calling in the desert’, proceeds to give Him numerous names and identities - which makes Him unrecognisable, even if He had come.  The authors of the New Testament incorrectly call Yahweh by the following names:

We have seen from the numerous references in 2 Isaiah how Yahweh refers to Himself as the Saviour (Yeshuot), the Redeemer of Israel.  “Saviour” or “Yeshua” is not His Name.  It is one of His attributes: Yahweh Yeshuot - the Lord who saves.  This will be one of His titles - when He does come.  Others are Yahweh S’baoth - the Lord of Hosts; Yahweh Tzidkenu – the Lord our Ritgheosness;  Yahweh Rafah (or Rofeka) - the Lord who heals; and others.  These are not different names of Yahweh.  They are descriptive attributes. He does not come in the flesh and be called by one of his numerous attributes. His Name is Yahweh.  His name is not Yeshua. When he does come it will be in a form which we cannot possibly contemplate at this time.  

This highly esteemed person called Yeshua, would have to have another identity, other than Yahweh - such as “Suffering servant” or “Suffering Messiah” , or “Messiah Son of Josef” (Mashiach ben Yosef) - who will be the instrument of Yahweh in bringing the Asham (Guilt Offering) for Israel’s reconciliation with Yahweh, prior to His coming.

Luke then called up John the Baptist to do service as Elijah, to introduce the “rising sun” in person.  And  2 Paul promptly decided that Yahweh had forgotten Torah.  It is furthermore possible that Constantine the Great and his non-Jewish theologians at the great Council of Nicea (325 CE) would have seen in this “rising sun”-figure another variation of the centuries old practice of  Sun Worship.  They were well acquainted with the Sun god, who’s rebirth was celebrated every year at the midwinter solstice with a festival of debauchery.  Now we have the “Yahweh-rising sun” Christmas birthday festival and a Sunday resurrection and worship day invention, none of which appear in the Bible!  In essence,  Luke here shows his affinity for his Greek orientation.

Therefore, according to the New Testament... Yahweh has many identities.  Yet, He has warned:  In That Day Yahweh will be ONE and His Name ONE.  He will restore the integrity of His Name, which would have been mistaken before. 

11.  MISHKAN – THE SANCTUARY – THE TEMPLE IN YOM YAHWEH
Nebuchadnezar trashed the Temple in about 560 BC.  It was rebuilt by Zerubabel and dedicated in the time of Joshua, the High Priest and the prophets Haggai and Zechariah.

The unknown author of the Letter to the Hebrews trashed the Temple, and its service of worship, in the minds of the world as of poor design, incapable, a passing phase and a mere shadow of “reality”... in his premature “New Covenant... last days” kingdom scenario. 

And yet, another Feast of Dedication - another  Chanukah - is to come about in the future;

The mere thought of a temple on Templemount in Jerusalem in this day and age must surely rate as the most explosive concept in the hotbed of the Middle East - and the world.  Ask Ariel Sharon.  The Christian world is on edge in its anticipation of  the “Anti-Christ”  - “who will set himself up in God’s temple as though he is God”, according to 1 Paul.  As the temple is a redundant concept in the mind of the Church, the only one to build a temple would have to be the “Anti-Christ.”

The Muslim world is equally on edge for such an eventuality.  It would be the absolute desecration of the third holiest site in Islam with its Al Aqsa Mosque.  The appearance of a Temple on Mount Zion must surely be the catalyst for the most horrific tribulation.  That of which 2 Jesus said;

The unbelieving Church will react vehemently in defiance, believing that its builder has to be the Anti-Christ.  Islam will unleash the ultimate Jihad - to get rid of the Infidel and the Jewish sacrilege in its midst.  Between them will be birthed... the Abomination that Causes Desolation. 

The ultimate Crusade.  The ultimate Jihad.  The Holy people caught in the middle.  Will this not be the final showdown between “The King of the North” (Rome) and the “King of the South” (Mecca)?  The grand finale of the ongoing, centuries old, conflict between the two, as predicted in the last chapters of the book of  Daniel?   

Will it really be an Anti-Christ figure who will build this temple?  All the evidence above indicate that it will truly be a temple of God which will come about before Yom Yahweh. According to Rev. 11:2 the outer court will be given to the Gentiles, who will trample on it and Jerusalem for 42 months.  Yet, at the completion of the 42 months - which will also be the completion of the 70th week - it will be rededicated; the Most Holy Place anointed.  This is the ultimate expectation of the 70 weeks, according to Dan. 9:24.  It will happen when the Conquering Messiah “comes to (or returns to) his temple.” (Mal.3:1).

He then has to remain in heaven for 1260 days - time, times and half a time = 3 ½  years, which is the latter half of week 70.  Could the following be the construction of events?

All its implements and garments

are ready and waiting.  The Church will deem him to be the “expected Anti-Christ”.

The Anti-Christ’s perceived “temple” would clearly have to be something else... and perhaps... it is not future at all.  After all, according to 1 Paul, his undisclosed “presence” is preventing Yom Yahweh.

The time cycles of Israel are proclaimed in Leviticus 25, where we find the “seven” consisting of six normal years and a seventh, which is the Sabbatical year.  These seven years make up the “seven”, which is called a “week of years” or the “year week”.  The cycle is then extended to make up seven such weeks of years, or “seven sevens”, comprising forty nine years.  The fiftieth year is proclaimed as a year of celebration of restoration and named the year of Jubilee - the Yovel.  The cycle then repeats itself.
Seventy such sevens - that is 490 years - are forecast for the full range of expectation, created by Yahweh through His prophets, to come to fruition - in the Yom Yahweh.  Commencing with the proclamation by the Persian king Cyrus, that Jerusalem and the Temple be rebuilt (Isa.45:1-5 and Ezra 1:1-5) - as we shall see.

Thus, a total of 69 “sevens” up to the arrival of the Anointed Prince - 483 years. 

It would take 49 years for Jerusalem and the Temple to be rebuilt, after the return from Babylon, in the time of Joshua, Zerubabel, Ezra and Nehemiah.  And it was done amid severe and continuous attack and provocation.  They built with the truffle in one hand and sword in the other.  Their main enemies were Sanballat, Tobiah, the Arabs, the Ammonites and the men of Ashdod, who all plotted together to fight against Jerusalem.  But Israel prayed to God... (Neh. 4:7-9 and Neh. 15-18).

Do we not have the same situation today?  Israel has built the land and the city now for 60 years since its proclamation - with truffle in the one hand and sword in the other.  Yahweh had sent the highly esteemed Nehemiah - the humble king, riding on his donkey - to build the wall in the face of extreme provocation.  Will Yahweh not now send the Branch – the esteemed Son of David - to build the Temple?  To do so under extreme provocation from all sides - the Sanballats, Tobiahs and Arabs of this age, namlely  Hezbollah, Hamas, Syria, Iran and... Saint Peter?  Israel still prays to God.

Who is he, this Anointed Prince?  A person of great stature would have had to appear in Israel some 480 years after the Babylonian captivity - and be revealed seven years before the fulfilment of the great expectation in Israel.  He would  be cut off before that great culmination - and disappear from, and take no further part in the climax of Israel.  Apart from 2  Jesus, history reveals no one of such description or stature.

This 2 Jesus is the Prophet Messiah, who denies that he is the Conquering Messiah (the Conquering Messiah only arrives at the completion of week 70).  2 Jesus is also the Suffering Messiah who was cut off - the Lamb of God.  His ministry introduced week 70.  It began with his Mikvah (baptism) by John the Baptist.  This mikvah had to be part of the normal national mikvah at the time of Yom Kippur and Sukkoth, at  John’s call to repentance.  He was crucified (“cut off”) some 3 ½ years later - at Pesach.  When the “delay” is revoked, we find that 42 months, 1260 days will remain of week 70.  Time must have stopped for Israel, more or less at the time of the “cutting off” of this Anointed Prince - and has remained stagnant ever since.  Mankind has lived in a time vacuum for some 2000 years, in the middle of Yahweh’s proclaimed 70th week.  Always a mere 3 ½ years from fulfilment, should the “delay” be revoked and real time resume for Israel.

Who is this “ruler” or “prince” and who are these people that he represents, who will subject the people of Israel, the city and the sanctuary in the very end game of Israel’s expectation, before everything is fully and finally restored?  By the very nature of the breakdown of the people, city and sanctuary, orchestrated by this person, one can also sense the breakdown in the time sequence of this 70th week. This wholesale destruction, so close to final fulfilment, must inevitably point to an interruption of the proclaimed sequence of events.  A breakdown which, of necessity, would entail “delay” of the final fulfilment of this 70th  week.

The different interpretations of this 70th week of Daniel has resulted in various, often opposing, Theological constructions of numerous groupings that have existed  through the ensuing centuries.  These opposing constructions have often culminated in the most violent persecutions and wars.  The most notable of these were the whole range of Crusades from the tenth century onwards, of which the Popes of the Catholic Church said: “Deus Vult - God wills it”.  History reveals the endless persecutions of  the Pogroms and Inquisition, which culminated in the horrors of the Shoah - the Holocaust.  And, within the Church, the Hundred Years War and persecution of the French Huguenots.  There has been a Bartholomew Night.  And there has been a Kristal Nacht... as the Church struggled with its identity.
These mega events have had a marked impact on world history.  And they all have their origins in... The Bible.  Surely, something must be wrong! 

We can identify at least three major groupings.  They have all produced numerous grandchildren who have all - through the centuries - tried to explain what appears to be the inexplicable: if the “delay” is not discounted.

1.  The Synagogue and Judaism


They are the custodians of the Bible story.  They are the recipients of Torah and the body of

prophetic promise.  They are the people of the Covenants.  Yet, having failed to recognise

their Suffering Messiah (the Anointed Prince, cut off after week 69) - largely due to the

misrepresentation of him by much of the New Testament and the Church - they cannot 

possibly understand the 70 weeks and where they stand in relation to it.  They have to, of

necessity, find themselves in a pre-69th week  position, not knowing where it is headed.

2.  The Anti-Chiliastic Church


This vast grouping is made up of  the Roman Catholic Church and her rejected offspring, the

Church of the Reformation with its Lutheran and Calvinistic branches.  These various sections

make up the largest Christian community in the world and, despite having fought each other
tooth and nail these past five centuries, there is, in fact, very little difference between them.  They all rest on the same three Creeds, namely the Apostolic, Nicean and Athenasian Creeds. These three creeds, in essence, state that Daniel’s 70 weeks have been fully accomplished... IN THE ANTI-CHILIASTIC CHURCH.


Catholic and Reformed commentary on this 70th week reads as follows:

a. The anointed prince of week 69, who was cut off after the 69th week, is the high priest Onias III, who was killed by assassination in the year 171 BC.

b. The “ruler”, who would destroy Jerusalem and desecrate the sanctuary, stop the daily oblation in the middle of week 70 and present the “abomination of desolation” is  Antiochus Epiphanus with his rampage of 163 BC.

c. The death and resurrection of Jesus represents the culmination of week 70, at which time the “Restored Kingdom of Israel” came about.  This “Kingdom” resides fully in the Church and God has taken His covenant from Israel and placed it on the Church, which is now “Spiritual Israel”.  This Church has believed through the centuries that God has poured out His irredeemable wrath on Israel for being “Christ killers” and “God killers”.  It sees no future for the people of Israel, the State of Israel, Jerusalem as God given capital of that state... nor, of course, the Temple.  There cannot be a further fulfilment of week 70 for Israel, because that would necessitate a complete change of  “faith”, with the belief that the circumcision Covenant had been “fulfilled” in the Church 2000 years ago. 


This Anti-Chiliastic Church has deemed the 69 weeks to last some 300 years and the

singular last week a massive 200 years.  And it has raised the curse of Anti-Semitism, all as a

result of its misrepresentation of Daniel’s 70th week.  How did they arrive at their

conclusions?  That, as part of the major question of this study, will be addressed shortly.


A major question which the Anti-Chiliastic Church faces, concerns its understanding of

the “Anti-Christ”.  Our study will show that this illusive figure is limited to appear and


exist within the 70 weeks.  How this church, in its post 70th week position, can expect a

“future” Anti-Christ is beyond understanding.   

3.  The Chiliastic Church


This major, vociferous grouping finds itself in the Charismatic movement with its many

branches.  Those who favour Believers Baptism to the Infant Baptism Covenant of the 

Anti-Chiliasts.  They are the friends of Israel and believe in the future Kingdom of Israel, yet

do not grasp the need for the integrity of Brit Milah - the Circumcision Covenant - for that

Kingdom to come about.


This group finds themselves, time-wise, mostly at the interface between weeks 69 and 70,


where Jesus was crucified and where time must have become delayed.  Week seventy, with its

great tribulation and hoped for “rapture” is in the future - pending the exposure of the 

Anti-Christ, who is found in the First Seal of Revelation.  The first of  Billy Graham’s book  

    “The Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse”…all in the future.

This study, however, shows that the world has already witnessed the first five Seals in

history, as predicted by 2 Jesus in his Prophetic Sermon.  It awaits the Sixth Seal – the

preceding signs of Yom Yahweh.  That first white horse actually began riding a long 
     time ago. 

Three groups emerge, all seeking to serve the God of the Bible with sincerity, finding themselves in three different, incompatible timeframes.  The Synagogue finds itself in an incomprehensible pre-69th week position.  The Anti-Chiliastic Church is in a post-70th week position and the Chiliastic Church is in a post-69th/pre-70th position.  

These timeframes all have different characteristics.  And so they talk to each other from within their own timeframes, yet always failing to understand each other.  They are  separated by their differing Theological constructs, because they are unwittingly separated by time, which is the cause of their differing understanding of the Bible.  Daniel did say there would be one who would “...try to change the set times and the laws”. 
Who then could this person, this “ruler” of a future nation be?  One who would appear after the “cutting off” of  the anointed Prince - apparently in the middle of week 70?  And if he appears in mid week 70, how could he “confirm a covenant with many for one seven”, if only 3 ½ years remain before Yom Yahweh?  Let us look at Daniel’s other vision which reveals something similar:  a vision of a ram and a goat:
Dan. 8 sees the king of Persia (the ram) defeated by the king of Greece (Alexander the Great - the goat).  Four kingdoms follow and then a powerful  king - a master of intrigue - will arise.

It is a vision of the “end time”, concerning the “distant future”.  After 2300 mornings and evenings - 1150 days - the Messiah’s sanctuary will be reconsecrated.  This agrees with our study of the Temple.

This “ruler” seems to be the same one as the one of  mid week 70.  It cannot speak of Antiochus Epiphaphanus of 163 BC, for the following reasons:

Antiochus was part of the four kingdoms that came from Alexander the Great, which


preceded the advent of this ruler.


2. 
His demise did not herald the advent of the “Prince of Princes.”


3. 
His demise did not come supernaturally but by the (inspired) human hand of the


Maccabean revolt.

2 Jesus, speaking almost 200 years later, placed these events in the future.

The Lamb, in revealing the sixth shofar of the seventh seal, in 96 CE, places it further in


the future - beyond the destruction by Titus of Rome in 70 CE.

- inside the time vacuum of the “delay”.  Who then would their future leader be in the


continued “delay?”  One who would see his demise at the end of the 70 weeks?    

All Daniel’s end time visions focus ultimately on that last 3 ½ years (42 months, 1260, 1150, 1290 or 1335  - Dan.12:11 - days) period - the latter half of week 70.  When we come to the last two chapters we find a similar end result though in somewhat convoluted form.  It concerns a succession of kings, who originate in Persia and transcend the Greek and Roman Empires.  This king then eventually manifests himself  in what appears to be the same latter half of week 70 of Israel’s timetable.  There are numerous similarities between this vision and the others:

The events of Dan. 11 - the continuous conflict between the kings of the North and South - preceding the appearance of Archangel Michael at the revoking of the “delay”, have to occur within the extended 70th week.  Does the “North” and the “South” not signify Rome and Mecca  - Crusade and Jihad?  This conflict continues even to the present day in the form of Fundamentalist Islamic terrorism, with the War against terror being the response of the perceived “Christian” world?

The common denominator in these visions of Daniel is the appearance of a ‘strong man’ who will dominate Jerusalem and the sanctuary in that extended 70th week, reaching his climax in its second half and his demise at its end.  This is borne out by the seals of Revelation, which sees his appearance in the first seal - a rider on a white horse.  A False Messiah... before the revoking of the “delay”.    

Is this not exactly what 1 Paul was referring to when he stated his huge pre-condition for the coming of Yom Yahweh... before he lost his innocence to another - 2 Paul?  Let us revisit 2 Thessalonians and make some comparisons:

1 Paul saw this process already in the making.  And he knew that there was “one” who was hiding it.  “One” who had to be removed before the “lawless one” could be revealed - to be destroyed by, who has to be,  3 Jesus, the Conquering Messiah on his white horse... in the Yom Yahweh.

All of this has to take place in that extended middle part of week 70, culminating in its latter half.  Who is “he”, the “one” who is (still) holding back - hiding - the “secret power”? The one whom 1 Paul knew was still to be removed?

The question evolves into this:  Who is the “Anti-Christ?”  Is he the elusive figure expected by the Church in the future, or has he been with us, in cleverly disguised form, for nearly 2000 years, desperately awaiting his demise?

Surely when the 70 weeks are completed, this “Anti-Christ” would have expired.  How can the Church, especially the Anti-Chiliastic Church in its post-week 70 position, anticipate an Anti-Christ figure in the future?  We have been grossly deceived - by one who would... “change the set times and the laws”.  We will analyse him shortly.

The closing consideration of Daniel’s 70 weeks - and more particularly the latter half of week 70 - must inevitably concern present-day Israel.  Following their multi-century diasporah, the people of Israel would have to reveal a marked return to, and recovery of their covenant land, city and sanctuary.  This restoration of the pre-70 CE scenario is essential for the final conclusion of the multi-evidenced events associated with Yom Yahweh to come about.  Amazingly...we live in the generations of these events!

The last some 130 years have seen these events unfold.  The rudimentary beginnings of alliyah - return - came from the Russian diasporah, from a people desperate to escape the unending cycle of persecution; the Pogroms.  These people began to recover the land from desert and mosquito-infested swamps.  They began cultivating a land, occupied for centuries by Arabian peoples who failed to develop it.  In Europe, a significant event took place. The Dreyfuss affair.

The Dreyfuss saga arguably started the Zionist movement.  Dreifuss, a soldier of Jewish descent and captain in the French army, who had served his country with distinction, was persecuted on trumped-up charges in an outrageous act of Anti-Semitism.  The entire event was witnessed, and reported on by a Swiss journalist by the name of  Theodor Herzl.  Herzl was shocked, not only by the false nature of the charge, but by the general reaction of the public at large.  He sensed a new current of emerging Anti-Semitism that bode ill for the Jews of Europe.  Theodor Herzl became the father of  Zionism.

Herzl and his associates established the Zionist movement towards the end of the 19th century and they campaigned tirelessly for the right of the Jewish people to return to Palestine. The alliyah began to get momentum despite the expected opposition.  They achieved a major success through the office of the British Foreign Minister, Lord Balfour.  Palestine was a British Protectorate at the time and the proclamation of the Balfour Declaration, in 1917, sanctioned the alliyah.  Lord Balfour was indeed a modern King Cyrus of Persia, who sanctioned the alliyah from Babylon some 500BCE.

The rest is well known history.  Following the Holocaust of World War II, the alliyah became a flood, albeit not without severe opposition from the locals... and the British who seemed to do an about turn on the Balfour Declaration.  Nevertheless, the State of Israel was proclaimed by David Ben Gurion on 14 May 1948 under the sanction of the United Nations.  The people of Israel had to literally recover their land (and their Holy City in 1967) with the sword in the one hand and the hoe in the other - from the Sanbalats, Tobia’s and Arabs of this age, just like they had to do in the days of Ezra and Nehemiah, under the sanction of King Cyrus and King Darius.
The last century - in our lifetime - has witnessed the setting of the stage.  Everything is in position; only the Temple remains.  It is a given.  There is nothing in modern history that proves the truth of the Bible more than these progressive events.  The hand of Yahweh is evident.

We have briefly looked at Paul and his contradicting positions on circumcision.  In Romans 3 and 4 he presents a major theological thesis to the Gentiles on forgiveness of sin and salvation by faith, based on Yahweh’s dealing with Abram/Abraham.  His argument is based on the presumption that Abraham - a Gentile himself - was accorded righteousness by faith, before circumcision and without law (which are both part of Torah).

Dear Paul, again, won’t you please tell us where Torah and the Prophets foretell a righteousness for uncircumcised people who are not Torah observant and that faith in a dying and resurrecting God/man “Messiah” would be required for such righteousness?  Because we cannot find such testimony.  Surely, if such an expectation existed, the prophets would have been aware of it. And the Church has tried in vain to become “heir of the world” after Paul’s misquote. Again Paul presents unsubstantiated “fact” as basis for a thesis to a Gentile community who would not be able to verify his statements -  as the unequal contest with the Bereans has shown before. 

There is something else Paul should have known in dealing with the Gentiles.  In his discourse to the Corinthians about the last supper - Communion - he fails to remind them that this action of Yeshua was an integral part of the Passover (Pesach) Seder.  The unleavened bread and wine which he used, to liken to his body and blood, were inseparably part of that Seder and every Seder.  And his statement that he should be remembered in these is also inseparable from the annual Seder.  The Gentiles cannot commemorate the Seder whenever they want to - there is a fixed time for it:  the 14th day of the first month, at full moon.  And if they do wish to be part of the family of Abraham and participate in the Seder, this is what Paul should have taught

them:

A number of vitally important factors emerge:
1.  The “bread” used by Yeshua was unleavened bread - Matzah.

2.  It is inseparably part of the Passover Seder - the First day of the Feast of Unleavened bread.

3.  The feast lasts for seven days.

4.  It is not a Jewish festival.  It is Yahweh’s festival.  It is His appointed time!

The Church cannot separate “Communion” or “Mass” from the annual Passover Meal.  It cannot celebrate it at any time not ordained by Yahweh or use any form of bread or wafer if they wish to commemorate the original event.  If they do so then they are clearly moving outside the frame of reference of Yeshua and the Bible.  They are creating a strange, foreign religious form and the question must be asked:  What “god” ordained such procedure, if not Yahweh, the God of Israel? In the book of Acts we see the first Church continuing to celebrate the Feast of Unleavened Bread at the correct time.  Nothing had changed.  And we cannot find any instance where a “Communion” or “Mass” was celebrated as a separate entity at any arbitrary time.

But we sailed from Philippi after the Feast of Unleavened Bread...
This must have occurred some 25 years after Yeshua.  They did not think anything had changed.  Why the complete disregard today?  Constantine’s Gentile “Theologians”, at the Councils of Nicea (320 CE) and Chalcedon (380 CE), with their pathological anti-Jewish fervour, had failed to notice that it wasn’t a festival of the Jews but a festival of Yahweh.  Instead of spitting on the Jews... they spit on God.

If the Gentile Church therefore wishes to celebrate “Communion” as part of the annual Passover Seder... all its male members have to be circumcised.   

Similarly was Yom Kippur (Day of the Fast) integral to the Feast of Tabernacles and very much a part of their experience.  Nothing had changed.  Yet the Church ignores it.

Abraham’s “belief” and “righteousness” is directly connected to this incredible promise that Yahweh had made to Abraham - a promise which, to Abraham in his old age, must have seemed impossible.  Yet he believed that the omnipotence of Yahweh would achieve it. 

This “righteousness” awarded to Abraham had absolutely nothing to do with “deliverance from sin” and everything to do with “worthiness” to be an (equal?) partner with Yahweh in the profound Covenant ,which Yahweh was about to enter into with him.  Furthermore, Paul’s statement that “there was no law and therefore no transgression” is also false., as Yahweh is about to tell us.  However, Abraham’s “righteousness” was quite beyond “sin”. 

Hear what Yahweh said to Isaac about his father and his descendants;

This is the thesis of which Paul’s Theology is the anti-thesis. They are clearly incompatible.

Paul has misled us about what really happened. God said…”BECAUSE Abraham kept My

Torah…” (verse 5), I gave him the promise…(verse 4 and Gen.15:5), and because he believed

Me for the promise I reckoned it to him for righteousness (Gen.15:6) and sealed Torah, the Promise and Righteousness with My Covenant in his body (Gen.17:6-13)   
Quite clearly Abraham knew and observed Torah... four hundred years before it was given to Moses.  Circumcision was patently part of his observance.  His descendants would have been equally observant.  Yahweh’s requirement of Abraham and all his descendants was - and remains - twofold:

1.  Belief in Yahweh’s promises... AND

2.  Obedience to Yahweh’s Torah.

There is nothing here to support 2 Paul’s thesis that this same Torah and the Prophets foretold a time down the line of these generations when these requirements of Yahweh would become redundant, obsolete, to be cast out as “the slave woman”.  To be replaced by a Torahless “faith” in a Messiah which would exclude any hope of recovery of Eretz Israel by Am Israel - the people of Israel.  Torah and the Prophets say Paul’s thesis and, consequently, that of the Church, is built on sand. 

Therefore:  Faith and law are not in opposition to each other - as Paul would have us believe.  THEY COMPLIMENT EACH OTHER.   

400 years later Yahweh called out His people - the heirs of Abraham.  A people who had acquired the righteousness of Abraham, because they believed what Yahweh had promised  Abraham, the sign of which belief they carried in their bodies - circumcision.  To these “righteous” people Yahweh formally gave Torah.  The Law.  

If the righteousness that came to Abraham and his heirs had dealt comprehensively with their sin, there would have been no need for “The Law”.  That is not what The Law is.  It is not - and has never been - a tool for salvation, but a tool for “kadosh”- set apartness - for righteous people.  

TORAH  IS AN INSTRUCTION FOR COVENANT RELATIONSHIP FOR RIGHTEOUS PEOPLE.  INSTRUCTION FOR “HALACHAH” – “HOW THEN SHALL WE LIVE?”. 
It consists mainly of teachings, institutions and law and contains the mechanism for dealing with the sin of righteous people.  There is no conflict between “Faith” and “Law”.  It is not one or the other.  “Law” compliments “Faith” and gives substance to it.  It is not a matter of “earning righteousness by the works of the law”, as Paul seems to think, but a matter of “working out your salvation with fear and trembling”, as 2 Jesus said.  Yahweh sets His righteous people apart - makes them “Kadosh”, holy - by his Torah.

Be Kadosh... because I am Kadosh.

He is Yahweh Tzidkenu... Yahweh our righteousness.

How then is Yahweh’s promise and Abraham’s righteous belief expressed?  It is configured in that most incredible Blood Covenant of Circumcision.

Therefore:  Abrahams faith, righteousness and covenant are irrevocably connected to specific promises.  For Paul to be evasive about the extent of those promises and to attempt to apply this “faith” to a completely different issue, outside of circumcision and Torah, is just not kosher.  In fact, as a result of Paul’s misguided thesis, the Gentiles of 2000 years have failed to attain to Abraham’s righteousness, simply because they do not believe Yahweh for those promises and Torah... because of the “delay” and the misplacement of Yom Yahweh.  

The scripture does not say:  “Abram believed IN God” for righteousness.  That he did in any event.  He BELIEVED God for the promise of his descendants and the land.  The Gentile Church has lost the object of Abraham’s faith and, consequently, has failed to attain to his righteousness. 

What promise did Yahweh then make to the Gentiles subsequently?  A promise that would appear as impossible to them today as Yahweh’s promises to Abraham must have appeared to him then?  Yet, a promise by which they can become part of the heir nations of Abraham?

From 2 Jesus’s quote of this scripture in all the Gospel accounts, it is clear that this is the way he expected the Gentiles to worship and be integrated into Abraham’s family.  This promise to the Gentiles is incorporated into the same covenant of promise made with Abraham;

This is what Sovereign Yahweh says:  “No foreigner uncircumcised in 

                      

heart (Torah observance) and flesh (belief in Yahweh’s promises) is 

                      

to enter My sanctuary (my house of prayer for all nations), not even 

                      

the foreigners who live among the Israelites.

None of these have happened.  They remain in bondage to a premature “kingdom”.  It is hidden, together with the great promises of Israel - the Mystery of God - in Yom Yahweh... which has become “delayed”.
This is the challenge to the Gentile Church of today;  The “Gospel” - Good News - to the Gentiles according to Isaiah, and endorsed by 2 Jesus.  If you can consider it... and believe Yahweh for it - however impossible it may appear - it may be reckoned to you as righteousness.  After all, Abraham’s classic belief entails believing Yahweh for the impossible.

The implications are that, not only will you become co-heirs of the great promises of Israel, but also co-heirs of the sins of her kings against the holy things of Yahweh.  And for atonement you may gratefully accept the Asham - Guilt Offering - of the Suffering Messiah.      

Indeed.  All heirs of Abraham - Jew and Gentile - find their existence and righteousness within the confines of that Covenant.  The Brit Milah (Circumcision Covenant).  And none of these great promises to the Gentiles - be it to Abraham or the Gentiles in general - were made subject to “faith” in a Messiah.  Yahweh’s Messiah figures are the “managers” of the outcome of these promises.

In the final analysis, however, all of these can only be valid if Torah, the Psalms and the Prophets, complimented by the Revelation, are true.  How can we know that Yeshua’s  Bible is true?  And, if it is true, it owes its existence to God’s promise to Abraham.  The entire Bible consists of the development of that promise.  And it has to have a measurable fulfilment to justify Abraham’s faith and acquired righteousness, and that of the multitude of his descendants. Today there are a multitude of scientific voices speaking, claiming a universe of millions of years in age.  Voices that began by proving the earth to be round and rotating around the sun. Other voices claiming that everything evolved naturally and cohesively out of primitive matter. Voices that have described the human genome without ever explaining the spark that gives life to it which, when it departs, leaves behind sterile DNA that can exist for millennia  - without life, unable to “evolve“ any further.  This is a theory which postulates that evolution has no beginning and no end, no purpose and no goal.  A random, uncontrolled process, which should have produced multitudes of non-cohesive entities.  Yet, it wants us to believe that a “mother” produced two offspring who had parallel, linear, controlled and cohesive developments into Chimpanzee and Homo Sapiens.  This would have to be a massive, continuing, uncontrolled accident which defies its incalculable mathematical permutations.

How do we explain a “Seven Day” creation story with its twin versions in Genesis 1 and 2?  And then find that other “life” did exist outside of this story, as was Cain’s experience when leaving Eden (Gen. 4)?  Is it simply the understanding of a primitive people?  People of limited knowledge, limited frame of reference, living on a “flat earth”?  Or is the Bible perhaps the story of God’s special intervention in the vastness and timelessness of His creation, an interpolation, a microcosm of light  in a macrocosm of grey?  An intervention by which He was preparing something different for His eternal purpose, an instrument, a special people who would believe Him? 

How then can we rely on the Bible, with its apparent “limited story” in a sea of scientific antagonism?  Is not the resurrection of the People and the Land and the City of Israel in our lifetime - a “Resurrection from the Dead”- the greatest evidence of the process of  fulfillment of the Promise, of Abraham’s faith?  A people devastated.  A land violated.  A city and sanctuary desecrated.  Yet, resurrected against all odds.  A Job story.

Job’s latter days were greater than his former. (Job 42:12)
How has Abraham’s faith not been tested?  

15.   ADDRESSING THE MAJOR QUESTION
Why would the authors of the Synoptic Gospels insist that Yom Yahweh had come – and then deny it?  Why does John’s Gospel deny that Elijah, and thus Yom Yahweh, had come – making the others, especially Luke, out to be liars - only to allude to it in obscure fashion?  Why would all four Gospels insist that Yahweh had come, even though John denies that Yom Yahweh had come... when the expectations inherent to Yom Yahweh palpably failed to materialise?  And why are we, 1900 years later, still expected to subscribe to this divergent theory, in spite of the Bible being available for more than 400 years and Yahweh having denied that He had come and is yet to come?  

There has to be a false prophet.

The problem seems to have originated with Mark, who first introduced Yahweh.  The other authors recognised this and, using his story as source material, elaborated upon the various themes found therein.  To take the question further:
Why and how did Mark come to believe what he wrote - some forty years after the fact?  Did he act alone in his rhetorical opening gambit - the introduction?  It seems to be his own theology and not a word of mouth tradition, as much of the content of the Gospels appear to be.  OR DID HE HAVE A MENTOR?  Was he someone else’s disciple?

If 2 Jesus is the Prophet of whom Moses spoke the word of Yahweh when he said:

Deut.18:18 
“I will raise up a prophet like you from among their brothers; I

                              

will put My words in his mouth, and he will tell them 

                              
everything I command him...”
and every prediction he made has come true, pending Yom Yahweh, the coming of the Son of Man Messiah and the restoration of Israel... WHO THEN IS THE FALSE PROPHET of whom Moses also spoke?

The gravest, and most pathological contradiction in the New Testament appears on the same page of my Bible - a contest between the two prophets of Moses:

“Are you going to restore the kingdom of Israel at this time?”       

                
“It is not for you to know the times or dates the Father has set by His

                  
own authority” (Acts 1:6,7)  (Yom Yahweh remains fully in the future.) 


Peter:       
“In the last days,” says Yahweh, “I will pour out My Spirit on all 

                   
people.  Your sons and daughters will prophesy, your young men will 

                   
see visions, your old men will dream dreams...”(Acts 2:17)
Peter is quoting the Prophet Joel on a day of Pentecost.  We will do a comparative study of Joel and see how the prophecy is misquoted, omitted and inverted by Peter.  Nevertheless, what Peter is saying is in fact:

Yahweh says the Last Days kingdom of Israel has been restored, never to 


be shamed again, that He is in the midst of Israel in His Sanctuary and 


now the Holy Spirit has come - according to the prophet Joel - at the 


conclusion of Yom Yahweh. And after the Spirit... Yom Yahweh. 


(Acts 2:16 – 21, Joel 2:26 - 32, and Joel 3:17) (Yahweh says Yom Yahweh has  


fully come... yet future??????)

Every serious student of prophecy had the right to expect the Acharit Hayemim Latter Days Kingdom described by Isa. 2:1-5 and by Joel 2:26-27 to have come to pass.

EVERYTHING THAT 2 JESUS HAD SAID CAME TRUE.  HISTORY IS THE WITNESS.

NOTHING THAT PETER SAID THAT GOD HAD SAID - THROUGH JOEL IN TERMS OF YOM YAHWEH - HAS COME TO PASS.

PETER HAS CALLED 2 JESUS A  LIAR TO HIS FACE... YET THE CHURCH OF   2000  YEARS HAS CHOSEN TO BELIEVE PETER AT THE EXPENCE OF YESHUA - AND HAVE PAID THE PRICE FOR IT.

Jesus did say the Spirit would come upon them to be his witnesses  -  to bring Torah to the world in terms of Yahweh’s promise to Abraham.  HOWEVER, THIS OUTPOURING IS NOT YET THE FINAL CLIMAX FOR THE PEOPLE AND KINGDOM OF ISRAEL. as predicted by Joel.

The Church of 2000 years has chosen to believe Peter at the expense of 2 Jesus.  It believes the kingdom of Israel has been fully restored, a “kingdom” which now resides in the Church itself which has become “Spiritual Israel”.  All three its Foundational Creeds - Apostolic, Nicean and Athenasian - testify to this.  At the return of Jesus he will “judge the living and the dead”.  This is the event of Rev.20:11 - The Great White Throne Judgment - which the Church, on account of Peter, associates with a future “Yom Yahweh” (see shortly).  This notion places the Church - and the world - in an impossible, present thousand-year “Kingdom of peace” of Rev.20:1-10, which has to be the Kingdom of Israel.

The Church has equally called 2 Jesus a liar for denying that Israel’s kingdom had been restored and is on an unavoidable collision course with him.  It is the result of the subtle changing of the set times.  

2 Jesus has one who supports him in that inside circle, namely Ya’akov, James, the leader of the first, Torah observant, Jewish Church, who interprets prophecy correctly.


Acts 15:13 
When they finished, James spoke up: “Brothers, listen to me.

James recognises that Israel is to be restored in that future Day of Yahweh - after the Gentiles have come in (to the religion of Israel) in exactly the same way as 1 Paul had shown in Rom.11:25.  This is also the position of 2 Jesus:  Israel’s kingdom would be “delayed”.  

The contradiction comes in the above statement by James, at the great Synod of Jerusalem - some 20 years after Peter had quoted Yahweh as having said that the fallen tent of David had previously been restored, according to  Joel (2:26,27 as will be seen) and that the Spirit had come, which is a function of Yom Yahweh.  Furthermore, Simon (Peter), whom he quotes, does not object to James’s contra-statement.  They do not seem to have noticed the severe contradictions and neither does Luke, the scribe, who recorded all of it.

James thus sees Yom Yahweh in the future while Peter, by invoking Joel, had called on Yom Yahweh previously, and then presented it in an unrecognisable futuristic manner - also in his Second Epistle.   

It is vitally important to note that both James (Acts.15, Amos 9) and 1 Paul (Rom. 11, Isa.59) see Israel and the Gentiles as separate prophetic entities.  Neither would condone the Gentile Church’s position that it has become “Spiritual Israel” at the expense of Israel proper.  Neither would furthermore agree that the “New Covenant” had come at the expense of the “Old Covenant”, as 2 Paul and the author of Hebrews contend. 

Let us look at how Peter had utterly misrepresented the Prophecy of Joel... and how this misrepresentation manifests itself... in the Gospel of Mark.

At this point you should carefully read through the Prophecy of  Joel - all three chapters - and find the key to unraveling the mystery.  The entire prophecy concerns the Yom Yahweh - Day of the Lord.  The first chapter reveals its preceding  hardships.  Chapter two speaks of its cataclysmic tribulation - and then repentance, restoration, Yahweh’s singular irrevocable presence and - after that - the outpouring  of the Ruach Hakodesh (Holy Spirit).  Chapter three expands on the theme - Yahweh’s retribution on Israel’s enemies, His presence in His Sanctuary in their midst and His blessing on the restored kingdom of Israel.

The central theme of this prophecy is a mirror image of Ezekiel 39:

The term “After that” is a non-negotiable, indispensable, qualifying key statement, which requires full compliance of the preceding matter (the restoration of Israel with Yahweh in their midst) for the following (outpouring of the Holy Spirit) to take place.  By omitting “After that”, Peter has made the context unrecognisable.  On the other hand, by quoting God as saying that the “acharit hayemim - latter days” have come in the context of the prophecy of Joel, Peter is, in fact, saying that God says that He (Yahweh) is in Israel, that they know it, that there is no other and that Israel’s kingdom has permanently been restored - Yom Yahweh having fully come.  And now... the outpouring of the Holy Spirit.

without a shadow of doubt.

     
b. 
Israel being permanently restored - in the Yom Yahweh - never to be shamed 

      

again. 

  
We have seen from Revelation that Yahweh denies having come and places His


advent in His future “Day”.   And history reveals that Israel has experienced

    
her worst shaming ever since that time – and is rejected even today.

A complete study of Joel reveals that THE MESSAGE OF THE PROPHET 

    
ENDS WITH Joel 2:29 - the outpouring of the Holy Spirit.  Joel 2:30 to Joel 3:1 IS A 

    
SUMMARY OF THAT MESSAGE.  We can draw a line in our Bibles after

     
Joel 2:29.   Peter, however, having omitted “AFTER THAT” and having lost the

    
context of Israel’s permanent restoration in the Yom Yahweh, PRESENTS THE 

     
PROPHECY IN SUCH A MANNER THAT IT APPEARS AS THOUGH
     
THE HOLY SPIRIT - and, consequently, the kingdom - PRECEEDS THE
    
YOM YAWEH, INSTEAD OF VICE VERSA. 

     
Peter has presented the prophecy in INVERTED ORDER - Yom Yahweh 

    
AFTER the kingdom instead of BEFORE - leaving the Church with its 


eternal inexplicable quandary:  Yom Yahweh has come through John the 

  
Baptist/Elijah and yet... it is still in the future!  As we stated earlier:  The 

   
New Testament exists in an impossible eschatological framework, which 

   
begins with Elijah and Yom Yahweh, and ends in the distant, unknown 

   
future with the preceding signs of Yom Yahweh - without Covenant Am 

  
Israel (the people of Israel).  So says the mighty Anti-Chiliastic Church.

Peter, however, HAVING OMITTED THE LATTER PART OF JOEL
    
2:32, creates the impression that the Yom Yahweh is God’s final act of 

 
Judgment – the judgment described in Revelation 20:11, which is supposed to 


follow after the Millennial Kingdom of Rev. 20.  AND THAT ALL WHO 

CALL ON THE NAME OF JESUS WILL HAVE SALVATION OF THEIR 

SOULS.  

THIS IS NOT AT ALL WHAT JOEL SAID!   YET, THIS IS THE BASIC 

MESSAGE OF THE CHURCH.

Joel 3:14-18 says exactly the same as Joel 2 of Yom Yahweh, the presence of Yahweh in Israel and the results:

These errors of inversion and omission by Peter have caused profound confusion and divisions in all of New Testament Theology, ranging from misplaced eschatology, the fallacy of Trinity Theology, Replacement Theology with its replacement of Brit Milah (Circumcision Covenant) with the non-Biblical Infant Baptism and the premature Kingdom and New Covenant, right through to the horrors of Anti-Semitism and the Holocaust.  It has also lead to the development 

of strange religious forms such as  Christmas, Easter and Sunday at the expense of Pesach, Sukkoth and Sabbath.  It’s a mess.  And we will find the seed of Trinity Theology in Peter’s 

statements, where he implies that Yahweh had come - first as Jesus and then as the Holy Spirit. And 2 Paul also became distracted;

“...For we are the temple of the living God.  As God

(From Lev. 26:12 where Yahweh indicated that He will 




dwell amongst the Israel in His temple... in Yom Yahweh.) 

You may ask:  Should these apparent misrepresentations by Peter not be laid at the  door of  Luke, the author of Acts, who miss-quoted Peter and, therefore, that Peter is innocent?  

We believe the answer is no - in part.  Peter, in his second epistle, confirms his mistaken understanding of Yom Yahweh and the Acharit Hayemim (the latter days):

He then admits his difficulty in understanding 1 Paul’s statements on these matters ( verse 16) Yet, he had invoked Joel and, consequently, Yom Yahweh previously... which he now, again, places in the future!
Peter’s statement on “a new heaven and a new earth”  has to be a reference to Rev. 21-22, as though they (and us) were already in the post-Yom Yahweh millennial kingdom of Rev. 20, after which is to follows the final judgment of Rev 20:11.  He implies that these events will take place on the same “Day of the Lord” (Yom Yahweh).  These are the religious gymnastics to which we have been subjected for nearly 2000 years.

It is thus Peter’s position that Yom Yahweh (or “Armageddon”, as popularly known) represents the end of the earthly dispensation.  The end of the “kingdom”.

The Prophet Joel, whom he miss-quotes, refutes his claims completely:

Peter is writing to a dispersed and reviled community.  A community in distress that is being mocked about God’s absence - which should never have happened, had Joel been fulfilled. His association of “absence” and “mockers” with the Latter days is the complete antithesis of what Isa. 2:1-5 and Joel 2:27 had told us to expect.  The “Latter days” cannot precede Yom Yahweh, but follows from it. 


“Then you will know that I am in Israel and that there is no other. Never

           
again will My people be shamed” – the fulfilment of Yom Yahweh 

(Joel 2:27 and Isaiah 2) is magnificent on  the Acharit Hayemim - the latter days.
To crown it all, Peter implies that God says that this has happened.  He has a pathologically corrupt misunderstanding of Yom Yahweh - which he has forced on us.                     

Let us again look at how Peter explains the “presence” of Yahweh, according to Joel:

Exalted to the right hand of God, he has received from the Father the

Is such a concept at all possible or viable?  Would Yahweh turn another into Himself, or use a surrogate to perform a major task which He said he would do Himself? For Peter it was absolutely necessary that Jesus should be Yahweh in order to justify his claim to Joel’s prophecy – a claim made in the name of Yahweh.  However, if we turn once again to Joel 2:27-28.  WE CANNOT FIND ANY INDICATION THAT YAHWEH WOULD HAVE AN INTERMEDIARY TO REPRESENT OR BECOME HIMSELF, ONE WHO WOULD THEN POUR  OUT THE HOLY SPIRIT ON THE RESTORED HOUSE OF ISRAEL AS THE FINAL EVENT OF YOM YAHWEH.  Yahweh merely says:

 “Then you will know that I am in Israel, that I am Yahweh

    
 your God  AND THAT THERE IS NO OTHER!”

      
“Thereafter I (NO OTHER) will pour out MY Spirit…”

Again, 2 Jesus, the true prophet, knows nothing about Peter’s theology of Substitution.  There are now two instances under which Peter’s credibility becomes fatally flawed:

IT IS IMPOSSIBLE FOR THE PROPHECY OF JOEL TO HAVE BEEN

FULFILLED ON THAT FATEFUL DAY OF PENTECOST – because:

The test of the false prophet according to Deut. 18

a. 
Yahweh had not yet come, and is yet to come according to the correction 



of Revelation and 1 Paul’s quote of Isa. 59 in Rom. 11... the Redeemer.  
    
b. 
Israel has suffered its greatest shame subsequent to Peter’s statement 

     
that God had said “Never again will My people be shamed”.

2.2 
The Delay of Rev.10


Yahweh says that the prophecy of Joel, in its full entirety - as part of the great prophetic

expectation - HAS BEEN DELAYED UNTIL YOM YAHWEH DOES COME - IN THE

FUTURE. 

Let us return to Joel, Acts 2, Peter and Luke.  Peter was an illiterate man, a simple fisherman, who could not write his own letters.  He required a scribe, Silas (1 Pet. 5:12) to write, verbalise and quote on his behalf.  It seems most unlikely that he could have made the lengthy speech and presented scripture quotes off-hand in the way ascribed to him by his reporter, Luke, some forty years after the fact, when he wrote Acts.  Luke, on the other hand, was an educated man, a physician of Greek descent and education.  A skillful author, Luke was well acquainted with the Greek philosophers and the prevailing Mystery Religions of the time. 

We have already done the painful exploration of Luke and Paul and their non-existent quotes from the Law, the Psalms and all the Prophets about the death and resurrection after three days of the Davidic Messiah.  Now we find Luke quoting Peter on Psalm 16 in an effort to prove prophetic pre-knowledge of  the resurrection of Jesus:

Acts 2
:25  
David said about him (Jesus): “I saw the Lord always before me. 

                              
Because he is at my right hand, I will not be shaken.     

                       
:26  
Therefore my heart is glad and my tongue rejoices; my body also

This is a quote from Ps.16:8-11.  In studying Psalm 16 it is most difficult to conclude that David is not speaking of himself.  There is no evidence of violent death and resurrection on the third day as Peter, Luke and Paul would want to ascribe to it.  David knew that his body would rise from the grave at the appointed time and would not remain in the grave. Isa. 26 19 and Dan.12-13 testify to this:

Isa.26
:19 
But your dead will live; their bodies will rise.  You who dwell in the

                             
dust, wake up and shout for joy.

This is part of the long discourse, covering several chapters, on “that day…”


Dan.12
:13 
“As for you, go your way till the end.  You will rest, and then in the

                                
latter days you will rise to receive your inheritance.”

To quote Psalm 16 as speaking of Jesus is highly contentious.  Luke then proceeds to quote Peter on Psalm 110. where he puts Jesus on a heavenly throne.  We have already seen that Psalm110 speaks of an earthly scenario - with its counterpart in Ezek. 44:3 - and not a heavenly one. 

The question must be asked:  Is the eloquent speech of Acts 2, ascribed to Peter, really the work of Peter, or is it the theology of Luke who manipulated what folklore had attributed to Peter?  Nevertheless, the failure and dishonesty of Luke and Paul, and the most flimsy evidence presented by Peter, in ascribing Torah, Psalm and Prophetic evidence of the death and resurrection of the Davidic God/man Messiah DETRACTS LARGELY FROM THE CREDIBILTY OF THIS HUGE CORNERSTONE OF CHRISTIANITY.  THEOLOGY OF SUCH MAGNITUDE WOULD REQUIRE ABSOLUTE SUBSTANTIVE EVIDENCE. Torah, Psalms and Prophets know nothing about it.  Neither do 2 Jesus and 3 Jesus.  

In the final analysis, the Prophecy of Joel, which is the subject matter, knows nothing of a Messiah who would come, be transformed into Yahweh, who would then be executed, rise on the third day and depart to rule from heaven, only to have his people experience their worst shaming.  Of this Messiah, who would pour out the Spirit of Yahweh, on His behalf, on uncircumcised and non-observant Gentiles, JOEL KNOWS NOTHING ABOUT.
3.  Peter on Circumcision and Torah

Having studied Peter’s misplacement of Israel’s Eschatology, let us look at his statement on Circumcision and Torah.  This statement was made at the Great Synod Of Jerusalem and would forever change the philosophy of the Church.  In debating the obligation for the Gentiles to be circumcised and to keep the Law Of Moses, this is Peter’s response:

Yet it is amazing how the other two main characters in this story, Paul and James, appear to have ignored Peter’s defeatist attitude as we see Paul circumcising the Gentile Timothy, to please the Jews, in the very next chapter.  Surely this would have been the ideal opportunity to demonstrate the “New Theology”?  Then we find James reminding Paul:

It has an Easter festival with its elements of honouring the Babylonian goddess of fertility, Astarte. It further misrepresents Shavuot (Pentecost), which celebrates the giving of Torah at Sinai fifty days after the first Passover.  And finally, this religious from institutes a covenant of infant baptism at the expense of Brit Milah.  Neither 2 Jesus nor his Bible – the Tanakh - know anything about any of these.  Yet, today they are “Gospel truth.”  They are incompatible with any Jewish Messiah.      


After all. the great Constantine, the father of Christianity, was a worshipper of the Sun

god and only opted for “baptism” on his death bed.  Even Roman Catholic historians

do not dispute this.     

We have previously referred to the book of Revelation as one of correction, the book that restores the perspective on Yom Yahweh.  We have seen the futuristic nature of that theme as previously seen by the prophets.  We have also noted the very Hebrew/Jewish nature of that theme.  In this regard there are certain questions that arise.  How can we be certain that the material we have today is the original?  Or has it been tampered with?

Despite the very Jewish nature of the concept of Yom Yahweh, the book of Revelation seems to ignore the people of its origin and its heritage - the people of Israel.  It contains seven letters to seven Gentile communities who would have no conception of Yom Yahweh or the major implications it has for Israel.  It appears to make the Gentile Church its main focus despite the declared mission of Yeshua; “…to seek and find the lost sheep of Israel”.  It appears to invoke the Lamb as the Lion of Judah who has no word of encouragement for that first Torah observant Jewish Church who had to be in the most dire predicament of persecution,  disillusionment and diasporah some twenty five years after the destruction of Jerusalem. 

Was there not, among those other letters from the Lamb, also one of encouragement to that Jewish Christian community, or even to the dispersed community at Yavneh?  The absence of these is most strange.  Yet it refers to the 144,000 - the 12,000 from every tribe of Israel... who have now been hijacked by the Jehovah Witnesses and by the clergy of the Roman Catholic Church, who believe themselves to be the 144,000 who stand on Mount Zion with the Lamb - who do not contaminate themselves with women.

The seven letters themselves also show signs of interference.

John’s Gospel portrays “the Jews” as confronting, ridiculing and persecuting


him.  Is there an Anti-Semitic undertone in the Revelation statements?  A nuance that


the people of the Church are now the true “Jews” - Spiritual Israel?  Set against the


apparent absence of any communication to the first Jewish Church in particular and the


Jewish community in general - both in dispersion, anxiety and uncertainty - could this



be a  nuance that God’s focus has moved entirely onto the Gentile Church, away from


the Synagogue?

Temple and the New Jerusalem



These are incompatible elements.  Rev.21:10 speaks of the New Jerusalem out of


heaven.  But then…

Why does the text present the New Jerusalem as the next dispensation while, as we have


seen, the next dispensation will be the restoration of the earthly Jerusalem, which must


have a temple?  This is the Millennial kingdom of Rev. 20.  If the next dispensation is


indeed that of the New Heaven and Earth with its heavenly Jerusalem of Rev. 21, then


the present dispensation has to be that of the Rev. 20 kingdom.  This is indeed what the 


Anti-Chiliastic Church believes.  In such an event Satan cannot have a synagogue or a


throne - he is supposed to be bound with a heavy chain - in the Abyss, locked and


sealed.

         
The Book itself says it is impossible for “the throne of Satan”, the Millennial


“Temple” and “the New Jerusalem out of heaven” to co-exist in the same


timeframe.  There is an interference in the “Set Times”.  Where does it come


from?  We shall see.

Why would the Lamb relate a story to a Gentile community that is obviously not true?



Study of the actions of Balaam and his oracles in the book of Numbers reveal the exact


opposite.  Numbers 22 to 24 reveal him as a man who knew Adonai, the God of Israel;


who consulted Adonai on every request made to him and refused to curse or seduce


Israel in any way.  He resisted Balak, king of Moab, on numerous occasions, despite the


bribes offered to him.  The story of the donkey is a parody of contradiction, which is


difficult to understand as Adonai had told him to go.

Both the time dysfunction and the Balaam dysfunction come straight out of the Epistles of the Vicar.

There are clear contradictions.  What other interference has come from the seat of St. Peter, which is clearly not interested in Israel’s perspective of Yom Yahweh (to whom it belongs)?  Perhaps interferences such as the Lamb also being the Lion of Judah, the Root of David - The Suffering Messiah and Conquering Messiah being the same one (Rev.4:5-6)?  Furthermore, the Suffering Messiah presented as the “ruler of the kings of the earth” (in the present; Rev. 1:5), which is a function  dedicated to the male child Conquering Messiah “who will rule all the nations with an iron scepter” (in the future; Rev. 12:5)?  Or other interferences, such as the removal of a letter of encouragement to those dislodged Jewish communities in diasporah, which would contain a different message from that of the letters of St. Peter?

The major disturbing part, however, of Peter’s erroneous interpretation of Yom Yahweh is that it does not remain limited to him.  It permeates virtually the entire New Testament. How did this come about?

16.  MARK AND THE ERROR OF PETER   

A person called Mark, in the years after Yeshua, would have pondered his hero, Peter.  He would have studied Joel and would have concluded that the Jesus who was in their midst and whom they knew... HAD TO BE YAHWEH... and would have introduced him as such. For Yahweh to have come, according to Joel, Yom Yahweh would have had to have come. And therefore there would have had to be one “calling in the desert...”  -  Elijah.

The Gospel writers were writing prophecy about the Spirit and fire... with the benefit of hindsight.

What “fire” would this be?  None of the major prophecies on the outpouring of the Holy Spirit in the Yom Yahweh know anything about such “fire”.  Isa.32:15-20, Isa. 59:21, Ezek. 36:27, Ezek.39:29, Joel 2:26-29 and Zech. 12:10-14 are all ignorant of “fire”.  So is Acts 1:5-8, which is not associated with Yom Yahweh.  The great outpouring of the Holy Spirit is not associated with fire but with wind (Ruach) and with water.  This is attested to by the water pouring ceremony on the Hosanna Rabba, the last and greatest day of the feast of Succoth.  Hence Jesus’s “Water Sermon” on that day (John 7:37-39).  Why then the fire?  Jesus knew nothing about fire:

“For John baptised with water, but in a few days you will be baptised 

                      

with the Holy Spirit”

He doesn’t say “I will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with fire”.  He knows it is Yahweh who gives His Spirit.

Neither does Joel know about the “tongues” and the “fire” which Peter ascribed to him.       

The “tongues” would testify to the preaching of Torah to all the nations, to bring them unto Abraham and to prepare them for Yahweh’s “house of prayer for all nations”, as 2 Jesus had said.  By the time that the great outpouring does come in the Yom Yahweh, according to Joel, TORAH WILL HAVE BEEN PREACHED AND WRITTEN IN ALL LANGUAGES TO ALL PEOPLE AND THE PURPOSE OF THE “TONGUES” AT PENTECOST WILL BE FULFILLED... SAYS 2 JESUS.
Why then the fire?

The Church would have reached the following conclusions from the contradictions between Mark and Joel:
       
1. 
For Yahweh to have come to Israel and remain with her - as in Joel – He would have had to exist in three persons.  He would have had to come as Jesus and then remain as the Holy Spirit after the departure of Jesus.  This is the seed of the error of Trinity Theology.

  
2. 
The “Israel”, who would “never again be shamed” in the presence of Yahweh,


would have to be “Spiritual Israel” - the Gentile Roman and Reformed


Church - at the apparent demise of Covenant Israel.  This is the seed of


“Replacement Theology” or the “Theology of Supersession”. 

The error of Peter thus entered the Gospel stories through the pen of Mark and from there - as source material - permeated the New Testament... and the Church... and history.

What was the relationship between Peter and a man called Mark?  Was there such a person and, if so, could he have been the writer or main contributor of the Gospel by that name?

If  Peter had then introduced a premature or false kingdom - in defiance of the warning of  
2 Jesus - who has been its governor?  Christians have created an Anti-Christ expectation; an 
Anti-Messiah figure which is expected to rise in the future.  Through the centuries they have tried to identify him.  One who would supposedly mislead the whole world and introduce a false peace on earth.  Many world figures have in the past been so identified - the Pope, Adolf Hitler etc.  They all failed.  And still he is sought in the future.  But is such a false God/Messiah really to be found in the future?  Or has he been with us, in disguised form, through the 2000 years of tribulation, as predicted by 2 Jesus in the prophetic sermon and by the Lamb in his first seal? “Ruling” over a false and premature thousand years “Peace Millennium” of Rev. 20 -  

a “millennium” that has strangely lasted for two millennia now?  This is a false “peace millennium”, which, in fact, resides in the tribulation of the first five seals of Revelation, awaiting the sixth seal with its preceding signs.  Are we not approaching the seventh millennium of recorded history?  The true millennium of  peace and rest - the Sabbath Millennium?

Surely this Paul knew that the “true peace” only comes AFTER “that day” and not before.  He warns them in his next letter that “that day” has not yet come, warning them against false prophecy.  He is a friend of 2 Jesus and an enemy of Peter.

Any consideration of such an Anti-Christ figure has to take cognisance of  the position in relation to Daniel’s 70 weeks.  The Anti-Chiliastic Church, for instance, in its post-70th week position, having appropriated Israel’s kingdom prophecies for itself, cannot possibly explain its futuristic expectation of an Anti-Christ figure, as such a figure is clearly limited to week 70. 

Alternatively, the expectation of an Anti-Christ figure in the future by this Anti-Chiliastic Church is, in fact, a statement that the 70 weeks are yet incomplete.  Such a statement nullifies its entire Theology and existence.

The two prophecies by 2 Jesus and the Lamb, together with those in the book of Daniel, indicate that such a person would have to appear before the fulfilment of the great prophecies of Israel, before Elijah and before Yom Yahweh, at which time he will expire.  All indications are that he would exist within Daniel’s extended 70th week - which is the present time.  We have to find him in the past and present.  And, according to 1 Paul, he has to be revealed for Elijah, Yom Yahweh, Yahweh Himself, and the Conquering Messiah to come; for the “delay” to be revoked, for Michael to arise and for the great prophecies of Israel to be fulfilled.  Before any of that can happen, says 1 Paul, we have to discover what the “secret power” is - which was already at work in his time and is still preventing the revelation of this strong man.  The secret power, which is protecting him and which needs to be removed for him to be revealed.  We believe the secret power is hidden in... the changing of the declared times of Daniel’s people - Israel.  

The introduction of Elijah and Yahweh by the Synoptic Gospels - through the pen of Mark - presupposes that the Anti-Christ had previously come and gone.  The Gospel writers do not identify him and Church explanation is that he is Antiochus Epiphanes - the middle of week 70 supposedly being in163 BC!?  Yet, when 2 Jesus and the Lamb are allowed to speak for  themselves they/he places the Anti-Christ in the immediate future from their/his perspective.

2 Jesus, in the Prophetic sermon, is in fact warning his Jewish audience that:
 “Be warned.  Many will come in my name and make  “Messiah” of me and persecute you because you won’t believe them.”

It is their expectation which is under threat.  It has to be judged from their perspective and not from the position of the Gentile Church.

The anonymous author of the Epistle to the Hebrews has formulated the sacrifice of Jesus to be the end of the “useless and failed” sacrificial system and of the “Old Covenant” introduced by Yahweh and endorsed by Yeshua.  Failing to recognise “Asham” - the Guilt Offering - the author has described the sacrifice of the Lamb as the final Yom Kippur offering - the once a year entrance by the High Priest into the Most Holy Place (with his own blood) - as the final consummation of the sacrificial system.

For Yeshua to have performed what the author of Hebrews ascribed to Him, this is when it would have had to happen - the tenth day of the seventh month and at no other time.  This aberration by Hebrews is another instance of the changing of time and law, in the same way as the Passover Seder cannot be celebrated at any other time - as the Church does with Communion - but only on the fourteenth day of the first month.   

The author of Hebrews has “tried to change the Law... tried to abolish the daily sacrifice” as a result of “changing of the set times…”.  The Church has maintained, as Gospel truth, the Crucifixion of Jesus as the abolition of the daily sacrifice... in the middle of “that seven”, the 70th week.  It has insisted on believing this unknown person at the expense of both the prophet and 2 Jesus.

All occupying and opposing forces in Israel have in the past opposed and denigrated Yahweh’s covenantal system with His people, Israel.  A covenantal system which had its rudimentary origin with Noah and firmly founded with Abraham.  It was further developed in Moses in the giving of Torah and will be renewed in “the Day…”.  Both the Mosaic, Torah-based Covenant and its future renewed version are functions of the Abrahamic Circumcision Covenant.  This Grand Covenant was targeted by the Babylonians in their destruction of the temple.  The Persians had the temple restored and it was once again desecrated by the Greeks through Antiochus.  The Romans, through Titus, then destroyed the Temple in 70CE.  All these forces committed abominations in the Temple, denied the institutions of Israel and qualified for the title of men “of lawlessness/Torahlessness”.  And so 1 Paul was aware of another “man of lawlessness” who had to be revealed before Yom Yahweh could come.

What is the “Holy Covenant”, the Brit Kadosh?  Kadosh means to be set apart; to be different from the surrounding idol worshipping nations.  Yahweh says He sets his people apart - makes them different - by His Torah.

Yahweh then gave them the substance of the Set Apart Covenant, which is Torah.  Yahweh sets His people apart by His Torah.  All enemies of Israel would always seek to forsake or defy the Set Apart Covenant.

And so the Church of Rome also sought to “forsake or defy the ‘Holy’ Covenant” in its effort to distance itself from that “rejected nation”.  By using that esoteric term “holy” to interpret “kadosh”, the meaning of “set apartness”, and the means by which Yahweh attains it for His people, is lost to the Church.  We now find the terms “Old Testament” and “New Testament”, “Old Covenant” and “New Covenant”.  The “Old Covenant” is dead and buried.  The “New Covenant” of Jeremiah 31:31-34 has been appropriated prematurely - before the revoking of delay - at the expense of the Holy Covenant. 

There is no such thing as “Old Testament” and “New Testament”.  They are merely terms and symptoms of Replacement Theology.  There is only one Bible, the Bible as it existed in the time of Yeshua.  Everything else, apart from the God given Revelation, is commentary, which has to be tested against the Bible with its “Holy Covenant”.  The Canon of the New Testament, as confirmed by Athenasius, Bishop of Alexandria, at the end of the 4th century is a product of the Replacement Church which was, and remains captive to the idiosyncrasy of Yom Yahweh.  When Paul says “All scripture is God given, Spirit inspired and useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness (2 Tim. 3:16), he is referring to the Bible as it existed at that time.  He would never have thought that his writings would become a “New Bible”.  Had he known, he would have been far more careful and would not have contradicted himself so violently in Galatians - the “slave woman” (“Old Covenant”) to be cast out as redundant, and 2 Corinthians - “the ministry that brought death...”.  If indeed it was written by the original Paul and not by some pseudo-Paul.

The Church has forsaken the “Holy Covenant” – both Circumcision and Torah - of which 2 Jesus had said “not one yod or tittel, the least stroke of a pen, would ever change”.  And it found its inspiration in these outrageous statements of  2 Paul and also Hebrews.  The author quotes the “New Covenant” from Jer. 31:31-34, which is an event of the future “Day”, in Hebr. 8:8-12 and comments:

What “Christ” is this that would dispose of circumcision and Torah observance - on account of himself - for people to get “saved”?  Certainly not the Jesus of whom it is written that he was circumcised on the eighth day, had his first born and purification rights performed and was taught Torah at the feet of Hillel.

To say that, if circumcised, Jesus will be of no value... is simply outrageous, never mind the motives of those who encouraged the Galatians to be circumcised.  James’s Torah observant Church will tell you so.  They would certainly have practiced circumcision.  Torah observance - obeying the whole law - is in any event a non-negotiable for God’s people, and not a means of “trying to get saved”.  “Work out your salvation with fear and trembling” said 2 Jesus, who came “not for the righteous, but for the lost sheep of Israel”.  These “righteous” - the “Tzadikim” - were made Kadosh by Yahweh’s Torah.  A “righteousness” and “salvation” for Yeshua’s people that existed before his crucifixion.   

In fact, the opposite of  Paul’s statement should be true:  “Circumcision and ‘obeying the whole law’ would make the circumcised and observant “Christ” most valuable to you”.  How else are we to interpret Paul (the other “Paul?”) in his circumcision of Timothy?

Paul wanted to take him (Timothy) along on the journey, so he

Timothy was a Gentile.  Did Paul say to him “I am now making Christ of no value to you”?  Surely not.  Is Paul being double minded?  Or are there two different persons involved - a true and a false Paul?  The Church fathers, with their anti-Jewish notion, elected to believe the latter of the two personas.  

What was this Paul trying to do?  Introduce a foreign “Christ” to the Gentiles, whose philosophy was foreign to the Bible and to any of the Jesus figures we have seen?  Yet we have seen from the “Gospel to the Gentiles” from Isaiah, endorsed by 2 Jesus, that the Gentiles would honour the same Holy Covenant as Israel in order to one day be brought to God’s house of prayer for all nations.  God’s salvation - collectively and personally - has always been a matter of grace and not of merit. 

Paul’s statement is a double whammy to the “Holy Covenant”:  Abolition of circumcision and abolition of Torah.  The Church became a lawless society... and it shows.

Circumcision, in its broadest Covenantal sense has, in any event, far greater significance than “personal salvation”.  It has everything to do with the eventual fulfilment of God’s plan for His people, Israel, and all who join her... the “mystery”, which He has revealed to His servants the prophets, which will come about at the revoking of the “delay.”

The Anti-Chiliastic, Roman Catholic and Reformed Church has claimed fulfilment of Daniel’s seventy weeks for itself.  It has moved beyond that final “seven” into uncharted territory, where it has created a “kingdom” which is foreign to Biblical expectation.  And it has moved beyond the time window of “circumcision” and the existence of the “Anti-Christ/Anti-God/Anti-King... without recognising the “delay”.  What “future covenant” a “future Anti-Christ” will confirm with many for a future “one seven” is beyond comprehension.

 To secure its “kingdom” the Church proceeded to create a profoundly unbiblical “covenant”, the “Covenant of Infant Baptism”, which it deems necessary for “salvation” - in the place of infant circumcision.  Entrance into the “kingdom community” without this is impossible. “Baptism”, or “Mikvah” was a standard part of Torah purification rights performed at the annual festivals and for various other purposes.  Nowhere in the Bible or the New Testament is there any instruction that this procedure should attain Covenantal status… at the expense of the clearly defined “Circumcision Covenant”.  Nor can it be derived from “The Great Com-mission” instruction of  2Jesus:

What did he teach them?  As a Jewish Rabbi he taught Torah - nothing more, nothing less - and as part of Torah... Mikvah.  Whether this “Scripture” was original or added in, it would be impossible to construe covenantal instructions from these statements.  In any event, “everything I taught you…” - Torah - would always include circumcision.  And he never denounced his own circumcision or indicated that it would become redundant and not applicable in the future. 

This “Covenant of Infant Baptism” or “Covenant Theology” - as the physical expression of the premature “New Covenant” or “New Testament” (B’rit  Hadashah) - has its origin in the baptism of Yeshua by John the Baptist.  The Church fathers have deemed it valid from that day.  Conversely, as we have seen, this “baptism” was also the beginning of his three and a half year ministry, which introduced that last “seven,” having been revealed (introduced) at the completion of week 69, as our study of Daniel’s 70 has shown.  Yeshua was the Anointed Prince in Israel, destined to be “cut off and have nothing” – after the 69th week, or mid 70th.  The net effect of this is that the Church has unwittingly created and confirmed an unbiblical covenant with many “for one seven” - originating with the baptism of Yeshua and covering the entire expanded last “seven,” which is still in progress - while believing itself to be in a post 70th week position.  This is the legacy of the false prophet.

The Church has therefore forsaken the “Holy Covenant” and established its own “covenant” with many for one “seven.”

It is a well known fact from history that throughout the life of the Roman Church it had dominated and subjected the people of primitive Europe.  It had denied the people access to the Scriptures and forced its will on all who lived in their domain.  The Pope, as the Vicar of Christ had sole authority to interpret the Scriptures and discern “Deus Vult” - the will of God.  The Church conducted its “kingdom” literally with an “iron fist” on behalf of Christ.  And it used its various Orders,  eg. Franciscan, Dominican and the notorious Order of Loyola of Ignatius de Loyola, to do its bidding.  Its most powerful agency was the “Inquisition”, a type of “holy court” which had powers of enforcement and judgment.  Many died in the fires of non-compliance.  And people had to be baptised to be part of society and to participate in their normal activities of survival.

The Jews of Europe were especially targeted with the threat of “baptism or death”.  Many complied just in order to survive.  Many refused and were martyred.  Others fled into exile.  They just could not survive, perform business or follow careers without the “sign” - having to denounce their circumcision.  The Spanish Inquisition was particularly harsh in this regard. 

No baptism… no survival.  It was the rule of thumb of the Medieval Church - the sign of Christ on their foreheads.  And the sign of the Cross.

However, this “number of his name” may not belong to the sought after “Anti-Christ” after all.  It may indeed belong to the False Prophet (to be discussed shortly).

We have seen the multiple mistaken identity of Yahweh and His Name.  We have seen the “Holy Covenant” forsaken, called a failure and discarded.  Central to the Holy Covenant is “My House of Prayer for All Nations”, which has been dismissed by the “New Testament” Church as redundant.  This has come about mainly through the Epistle to the Hebrews and some of the writings of Paul.  The Church now believes that, as there is no Temple in the “present kingdom”, there is obviously no more need for it and the modern “temple” now consists of the body of believers in Christ.

They also believe that God had obviously taken Jerusalem and the Temple from the Jews in His “New Kingdom” dispensation.  They saw it as symptomatic of His rejection of them... the “God killers”.  The scourge of Anti-Semitism was born and the Jewish people became fair game for the Church and the people’s of the world who persecuted them relentlessly.  History bears witness to the Crusades of the 10th and 11th centuries, of which the Popes said: “Deus Vult” - God wills it.  The Pogroms, Inquisition and the Shoah (Holocaust) are the most notorious of the endless persecution of God’s people - exactly as Daniel, 2 Jesus and Revelation predicted.  Yet, a different outcome is at hand - as all three of them also predicted.  

Yes, the “saints” who would be persecuted and defeated are the righteous in Israel.  The Gentile Church resorts under “every tribe, people, language and nation”.  And it all happened in this extended second half of week seventy.  The persecution is likely to increase when the “delay” is revoked and the “forty two months” reverts back to real time...  “They will trample on the Holy city for 42 months”.

This Paul is clearly an apologist for Torah - the “Holy Covenant”.  He opposes the future “rebellion” against Torah and he is aware of the then already  present “secret power of lawless-ness” and the one behind it, who would have to be removed in the future for the “lawless one” to be revealed.

The other “Paul”, or “Pseudo Paul” takes a diametrically opposing position by promoting a “Christ” who appears to have no need for circumcision and of obeying “the whole law”.  These sentiments contain the seeds of “lawlessness” and “rebellion”.  Unfortunately, the Church has taken its cue from this latter “Paul” and embarked on a course of “rebellion” against God and His Word for the duration of this extended “seven.”

1 Paul had to know that the false message from his fellows, as to the Day of the Lord having come, which he was warning the Thessalonians against, had to entail the changing of time.  He had to know that this premature announcement of Yom Yahweh had to contain the seed of lawlessness.  And he had to know who was responsible.  He also had to know that “…that Day” had been... delayed.    

We now know that it was Peter who announced “the Day” and the Kingdom of Israel prematurely - in defiance of 2 Jesus – from Joel.  And we also know that this “premature kingdom” would have to take on different proportions, as none of the expected conditions prevailed.  These different proportions then came in the form of “lawlessness and rebellion”

The “secret power of lawlessness” is thus contained in the premature introduction of a non-existent “kingdom”, which became the allegorised “Spiritual Israel” at the expense of “Holy Covenant Israel”  

Who then is 2 Paul’s “lawless Christ”...the one who distances himself from circumcision and Torah… the one protected by Saint Peter?  The one so strenuously warned against by 1 Paul?  Is he not the “Yahweh” introduced by a premature Elijah, and called Jesus... 1 Jesus... in the premature “Yom Yahweh”, which 1 Paul warned about?  The one who failed in his mission as Messiah of Israel?  Trinity Theology has declared him to be “God”!
“He sets himself up in God’s temple proclaiming himself to be God”.  There are two instances that allude to this: 

i.  We have already seen how Paul invokes the promise of Yahweh to Israel in Lev. 26:11,12

and applies it to the Gentiles in  2 Cor. 6:16-18

Contradictions abound.  Yahweh made a promise to His circumcised, Torah observant
and Sanctuary honouring community about His future Temple and His presence in their midst... the detail of which we have seen. He then proceeds to invoke other scriptures of  Israel in exhorting them to be “kadosh” by being observant - “touch no unclean thing.” These are elements that he discounts and ridicules in other writings of his!

It is inconceivable.  Yet the net effect is that Christ, being elevated to the level of God,
is placed in “God’s temple” ...which is supposedly the Church.

Is this Jesus denying that he, the Christ, is descended from David and claiming that he is equal to God?  We have seen this quote from Psalm 110:1 and its counterpart in Ezek. 44:3... the Prince in Israel in the presence of Yahweh in the Kingdom Sanctuary - the Prince who has to present sacrifices for his own sin and therefore cannot be “God”.  We have also seen who the “Prince” will be...  “David will be Prince in Israel…” (Ezek.34:24; 37:24,25) - surely he will be a son of David.  Matthew presents Psalm 110:1 as though the two “Lords” are equal and the second could therefore not be the son of David... “The Lord said to my Lord...”  Is Matthew trying to promote his divinity theology of Jesus in order to supplement his “Virgin Birth” philosophy?  

The Hebrew text, however, clearly discerns between the two.  The first “Lord” is “Yod hey vav hey” - Jehovah or Yahweh, depending on the unknown pronunciation of the vowel sounds.  The second “Lord” is “lamed alef dalet nun yod” - l’adonai or l’adoni, which is a title for a person of high esteem, similar to Mister, Sir or Master.  And so David says “Yahweh said to my Master…”, or…”my esteemed descendant” - his most esteemed anticipated descendant. The same distinction between “Lord” and “lord” is found in Mal. 3:1.

This distinction is quite clear.  Yahweh is not speaking to an equal counterpart of  himself in a heavenly context.  He is speaking to his highly esteemed conquering servant in an earthly Sanctuary context - the Prince in Israel.  However, the net effect of Matthew’s Jesus’s dialogue with the  Pharisees is that he, the “Christ,” is not Davidic of descent, but God... in God’s temple.

This beast, empowered by Satan, with its many heads and coming from the sea, is a collective image of  the system of idol worship so pervasive throughout the  known world and known history of the time. All of these “gods” exist only as images.  They are myths and have statues in high places. Nimrod, the son of Cush, the son of  Ham, the son of  Noah, became the first “Anti-Christ”, opposing Yahweh and challenging Him by seeking to build his own empire by subjecting many peoples.  He was worshiped as “a mighty one”, presumably a son of the Sun god.  Legend has it that Shem, the blessed son of Noah, in seeking to protect the honour of Yahweh, persecuted and executed him.

None of these beast “gods” exist.  They are mythical figures that exist as images in the minds of their “subjects” and as carved or sculpted idols which are worshipped.

So also does 1 Jesus not exist.  He is a creation, a construct, of the Gospel writers, at the instigation of a false prophet.  He exists only as an image, a caricature, created and  empowered by the false prophet from the local people of Israel, and his succession in Rome – by means of a fictitious Yom Yahweh.  He is empowered to do all the things ascribed to him - all the characteristics we have seen.  We do not find a physical “person” being followed or worshipped, only an image of an idea with a spiritual inspiration - a myth empowered by the dragon.  

Even if 2 Jesus, Yeshua, the “Jesus” that does exist, was the Davidic Messiah;

*,         *“Signs” for example the violent deaths of Ananias and Sapphira for what appeared to

be repentable and forgivable sins of no major magnitude (Acts 4:32 – 5:1-11).  The whole
sequence of events is quite out of sinc with the approach of Yeshua to sinners and his
teaching from Torah on how to deal with them.  They were under no obligation to sell
their property, nor had they any obligation to reveal the price or to submit the full
amount if they did sell it.

And the further
events surrounding Sapphira are astounding.  No one pleaded with her to repent.  They
simply allowed her to die.

And if she did lie to Peter she could have
repented and retained the right to decide what amount to give - if any.


Nevertheless, the whole Church was gripped with fear... to this day.  It smacks of 
Inquisition.  The first of the infamous Inquisition of the Roman Catholic Church.  To rule
by fear.  History is rife with the manipulation of gullible people.  Cult leaders requiring
their followers to sell all their belongings and leaving them destitute.  This is not the way
of the Elohim of Israel.  Even in our  day, great Evangelical leaders enrich themselves
under the guise of “Prosperity Gospel”.  Yes, there is the Torah principle of Tithes and
Offerings - yet often misrepresented in building huge empires and personal castles –

2 Jesus points to this event as being in the future from his position– he points to the time when “the daily sacrifice is abolished in the middle of that seven”.  1 Jesus - and the Anti-Chiliastic Church – in their post-70th week position, have to find it in the past… in Antiochus Epiphanes.
In  previous desecrations of the temple, often in the month of Av (July), abominations would have been performed by conquering heathen armies.  No doubt Antiochus, in 164 BC, would have been no different.  He sacrificed a pig on the altar and brought idols into the temple - possibly an image of himself.  Many Roman Emperors proclaimed themselves to be gods and were worshiped as such - Caligula for one.

However, some of the worst abominations performed in the Sanctuary came from within Israel herself.  2 Chronicles 33 tells the horrendous story of detestable practices by king Manasseh involving altars to the Baals and the starry host in the temple of the Lord.  Sorcery, divination, witchcraft.  A carved image in the temple.  And he sacrificed his own sons in the fire.  Jeremiah has told us that it was because of these abominations of Manasseh that the land and the temple was left to them... desolate.

“The abomination of desolation” will consist of these:  a carved image, worship of the heavenly bodies - the sun in particular.  And the Name of the Lord - which He said would be in the temple and Jerusalem forever (2 Chron.33:4,7) - will be defiled.

Ezekiel, in his vision, saw an example of this in the remnant of Jerusalem, while in exile in Babylon.  Ezekiel 8 tells the story of the detestable things performed in God’s temple by the elders of Israel.  These included:


1.  The idol of jealousy or the idol that arouses God’s jealousy (:5).

2.  On the walls crawling things and detestable animals (pigs on the altar?) and all the
     idols of Israel (:10).
    
3.  Seventy elders burning incense (:11).
    
4.  Women mourning for Tamuz (:14).  

    
5.  Twenty five men with their backs to the temple, worshipping the sun (:16).
Second Commandment: 
You shall have no other gods before Me.

Third Commandment:   
No idols in the image of anything in the heavens…

                                          
Not to bow down before them and worship them

                                          
“I am a jealous God…” (An idol that provokes God to

Fourth Commandment:

Every Roman Catholic Church in the world has an image of Jesus, with a sun halo around his head before which the faithful bow down - with their backs to the temple - as though he is God, while the clerics wave their incense and pray to Mary.  A Church that has professed to be the “temple of God” since the days of Paul - in the middle of the extended “one seven.”

Does this not speak of an entity that would exist in the time span from after the Greek Empire, through the time of “delay” to the culmination of week 70?  It cannot be a single person.  Is this not the created and empowered image, the empowered figurehead who would grow strong and strike out from the place of his origin, at the head of the Crusading hordes and overpower the host of the saints of Israel?  Is this not the “one” who would eventually confront the Conquering Messiah - 3 Jesus - when he appears to build his sanctuary before being raptured at the revoking of the delay? Represented by his “Vicar” who will place his carved immage in the newly constructed Sanctuary in the greatest of all Crusades?  An image of a non-existent figurehead that is to become the “Abomination of Desolation” in the Messiah’s sanctuary.  The one who will be destroyed by the breath of his mouth – his spoken word - “not by human power” - when he (3 Jesus) comes to his temple in “the Day…”, according to Mal.3:1.  This is the time when the sanctuary will be “reconsecrated” as the final expected event of week 70 (Dan. 9:24).

For centuries many have looked out for the “Anti-Christ”, finding him in numerous abominable figures of history, eg. Adolf Hitler.  The stories abound.  And they are always looking for him in the future, despite the Anti-Chiliastic  Church’s post-70th  week position (and thus, post-“Anti-Christ” position).  The elusive number 666 is always attached to the search.  However, is this association valid?

Revelations 13 reveal two beasts of tribulation inspired by Satan. The first beast:

The “head with the deadly wound” and the “little horn” appear to be the same... Anti-Christ or false Messiah.  From Dan. 7 it can be seen that this person PRE-DATES the Son of Man Messiah, whose arrival in heaven - in the future - is recorded in Dan. 7:13.  The “head with the deadly wound” and the “little horn” both blaspheme God and “rule” for the latter half of Daniel’s 70th week which - at the risk of becoming boring - has now been extended by two thousand years as Paul’s “man of Torahlessness” remains hidden by the “secret power of Torahlessness”.  

This first beast - from the sea - of Revelation is fully described in Rev. 13:1-10.  The second beast - from the land - occupies Rev. 13:11-18... the local false prophet.  Throughout the description of this second beast, whenever there is a reference to the other beast - on five occasions - there are clear distinctions between the two.

If we then, in view of these clear distinctions, consider this last verse, we have to conclude that it speaks of the second beast (from the land) who is the subject of this section of Rev. 13. – the local false prophet.  

Daniel’s four beasts refer to four kingdoms (Dan. 7:17) and the composite form thereof in Rev.13 has to represent the Satanic system of idol worship which permeates those kingdoms. The heads and horns are then an expression of all these numerous idols, eg. Isis, Osiris, Ra, Horus, Dyonisis, Astarte, Zeus, Sol Invictus, etc.  Worship of the Sun God, in various forms, would be one, or some, of those heads, which finds expression, through its many horns, in numerous cultures. A “Jewish Anti-Christ” would then be an extension of this foreign “beast”, at the behest of the local “False Prophet.  

So the first beast is not  “a person” but a conglomerate with numerous identities.  “Anti - Christ” is but a singular expression of a vast demonic system, which contains numerous identities.  The term “Anti-Christ” for the composite beast is in any event not a Biblical name, but a Church invention.  

The second beast, whose number is 666, is a single “person”.  666 is therefore not the number of the “Anti-Christ”.  It is the number of the False Prophet.

Some would say the “Kuf” should be “Kaf”, with a different numeric value.  Some translations do use the “kaf”.  However, without the central dot (dagesh) the “k” attains a softer or gutteral (“ch”) sound.  Both this, and the English translation “Cephas” - the “C” and not “K” -  would lean toward the use of “kuf”.  Little distinction is made between the two.  

“Kehilah” - community or Church” -  is spelt with the “kuf.”   

It could also be said that “Kefa” should have the final “alef” or that the “nun” of “Shimeyon” is the final form (“nun sofeet”), both of which would alter the numeric value.  The “alef”, however, is a silent letter and has no real value as indicated by the later addition of the “kamats” (“T”) below the “pey” to indicate the hard “a” as opposed to “ah”, which the “alef” would allude to. The transliteration also does not have the “ah”.  The “nun” aspect would also be questionable. Would the ancient Hebrew or the associated Aramaic of the time have made these distinctions? But let us look more closely at the whole Kefa/Petros/Rock matter.

Kefa, the “Rock of the Church?  Really?  Where does “Peter” come from?  The man’s name was Simon.  In John 1:42 we see Yeshua giving him the name “Kefa” which means “a stone”.  In the Greek New Testament it is rendered, not as “Petros”, but as “Kefas”.  The Hebrew dictionary does not know of Kefa as “rock”.  The Milon Hebrew dictionary renders it as “a little green stone used for purposes of divination”.  It quotes Dr. Hugh Nibley as suggesting the most accurate English translation would be “Seerstone”.  It would therefore be an object of occultic purpose. 

The Greek dictionary does not know of “Petros” - neither as a name (in the name search) nor as an object.  It knows “petra” which can be a stone or a small rock.  And it renders “Petra” as of female gender.  Yet  Matthew’s Yeshua, probably quoting the same event as John, is reported as calling him “Petros”... and then addresses him as “Satan.”

“Kefa” - the “seerstone” - cannot be translated into a non-existing Greek name “Petros” and then be rendered as “rock”.  Even the female form “Petra” would not be accurate.   

This is the most incredible interaction!  Why would Yeshua entrust such enormous universe moving powers to one whom he addresses as “Satan” and a “stumbling block” to him?

Is that what he said?  No.  There is no way in the world that this Torah-teaching Hebrew Rabbi, whom we perceive to be a Jewish Messiah and who appears to have had no dealings with Greeks or their culture, would give a Greek name to a man with such a profound Hebrew name!  The original text of Mathews Gospel could not possibly have contained the name “Petros”.  It had to be “Kefa” as in John’s Gospel.  And from that perspective the name “Petros” would not have appeared in any of the original books of the New Testament.  

It is preposterous for the Gospels to contain that name so abundantly, especially before the time of Matth. 16:18 - This is the only place where the name “Petros”  could have been entered into the scripture  It appears that, from here, the name was  imposed on all the books of the New Testament... for ideological purposes.  The transliteration of the Greek name “Petros” into the Hebrew/Aramaic text is certainly an ideological interference.  (See Hebrew rendition of the King James New Testament:  “pey - zeire yud - tet - resh - vav holam - samek”  =  Petros; Matth. 16:18). 

What would  the purpose of such an ideological interference be?  As this person appears to have been endowed with enormous power and authority he could not be allowed to have a name of ridicule for those who wished to use him.  If he was to be the “rock” upon which an empire was to be built, he would have to be given a name that would resemble that rock.  The “rock”, however, on which the Church would be built, is neither rendered as “Kefa” nor “Petros”, but as: “samek - segol - lamed - patach – ayin”: “Sela” or “Se’lah” = Rock.  And it does not refer to the person, but to the revelation given to Simon in Matth.16:16,17 just

previously;

                    Simon Peter(?) answered, “You are the Messiah, the Son of the Living God 

                    (Matthew’s deification by the “virgin birth” theory).”

                    Jesus replied, “Blessed are you, Simon son of Jonah, for this was not revealed to you

There remains another major question mark regarding this foundational ideology of the Church, as derived from Matthew.  According to John’s Gospel, it was not Simon who received the “revelation” of the identity of Jesus.  It was Nathanael.

As Kefa did not feature here, this real new name was left unchanged... for us to know.  It is no surprise that the mighty Catholic Church refused to have the laity read the Bible for sixteen centuries - for fear of being caught out!    

Mark’s rendition of this interaction between Yeshua and Peter is very brief and merely states that it was Peter who received the revelation.  There is nothing in Mark about the change of name and Yeshua also addresses him, “Peter”, as Satan.

Could this have appeared in the original?  Or is it part of the general imposition of the name “Petros”, and its concomitant ideology, on the New Testament? 

And so we find Yeshua addressing this man both as “Kefa” and as “Shatan” - both as “small green stone of divination” and as “the dragon”.  Is there not a clear correlation - cleverly disguised by the imposition of the non-existent “Petros”?  The Church had disposed of Urim and Thummim - those sacred objects in the poach on the heart of the High Priest - by which Yahweh communicated with the king and the people of Israel.  Urim representing light and Thummim, absolute truth.  Instead, it opted for the “Seerstone” as its source of  “truth”.
Finally, on the name “Kefa”:  It is not the strong one which it is presented to be.  And, together with its female connotation, it would therefore qualify for the “kuf” rather than the “kaf” in its numbers. 

Simon Peter is the one who unwittingly sowed the seed of a “False Messiah”.  His succession in the Roman Babylon created that False Messiah on the model of their prevailing platform of idol worship and the Mystery religions, which is the “substance” of the first beast.  The False Messiah exists only as an image, as do all the idols of the nations... without substance.

18.  DELAY – HOW LONG?
Can we discern from the scriptures how long this declared “delay” would last... before Adonai would intervene in His Great Day?  On previous occasions of diasporah, slavery, captivity or sojourn  He had indicated to His servants how long such interventions would last.

1.  The Egyptian Captivity

In establishing his covenant with Abraham, Adonai told him that his descendants would be enslaved and mistreated for 400 years.  And it was so (Gen. 15:13).
2.  The Desert Sojourn

When His patience with the ever grumbling and rebellious people ran out on their journey to the promised land, Adonai told Moses that they would be stranded in the desert for 40 years, one year for every day of the spies’ surveillance.  And it was so (Num. 14:33,34).

3.  The Babylonian captivity

His patience having been tested for nearly five hundred years, Adonai declared to Jeremiah that the people of Judah would be taken captive by the Babylonians and be exiled for 70 years, one year for every Sabbatical year that the land was not given its rest.  And it was so (Jer. 29:10).
We can see how accurate and faithful Adonai’s timetable for His people is.  So, also, will He fulfil His great promises at the completion of Daniel’s 70 weeks.  However, an intervention has occurred - an intervention which He calls “delay.”

Most noteworthy about all these time predictions is that, before the expiry of the predicted time, Adonai began to prepare for that culmination and the way forward. 

1.1  Eighty years before the Exodus, Adonai raised up Moses who lived forty years in the palace

of  Pharaoh and forty years in the desert before being commissioned.

He proceeded to

petition Adonai with fasting and prayer, in sackcloth and ash, confessing the sins of  Judah

and all Israel.  This heartfelt prayer of contrition in Dan. 9 would have prepared the heart of 

Judah and Israel for the return which followed  the reign of king Darius. 

We can see how Adonai began preparing the way for His following plan well in advance.

Would Adonai not, in a similar fashion, have foretold this present extended diasporah, called “delay”, and its time span?

The as yet unfulfilled prophecy of Hosea contains such an, as yet unfulfilled, prediction of time, associated with... the acharit hayemim... the latter days kingdom. 

The prophet Hosea appears to have written during the time of the kings of Israel.  His words contain much evidence of the unfaithfulness of Israel to her husband... to her Elohim.  Adonai prevails on him to take a harlot, an unfaithful woman, for a wife to demonstrate to the prophet His own pain by the unfaithfulness of His own wife… Israel.  However, the words of the prophet also contain prediction of remorse, return to Adonai and restoration.  Prophesying, before the Babylonian exile, his prediction of restoration may appear to be linked thereto.  However this is not the case.

Has this latter days kingdom in the presence of Adonai and His Davidic Messiah ever manifested?  No.  And our study has revealed that it is a function of Yom Yahweh... in the future.

What do these “two days” and the “third day” have in common with Yom Yahweh and the acharit hayemim?  Everything!  The “presence” of Adonai  is a function of Yom Yahweh. And Rev. 20 tells us the extent of “the third day” …1000 years.   “A thousand years are as a day to Adonai” says Psalm 90:4.

Where do the preceding “two days” - two thousand years - take us?  It is now 1940 years since the destruction of Jerusalem and the temple according to the Gregorian Solar Calendar, which has 365 days to the year.  This relates to some 1965 years in terms of the Hebrew Lunar Calendar with its 360 days per year.  It is unclear how Rabbinic corrections would influence this.  Conversely, some1980 Solar years have elapsed since that fateful day of Pentecost when time stopped and “delay” was introduced.  This relates to 2005 Lunar years.   
It is not the purpose of this exercise to determine a date.  However, the signs of the times - the desperation of mankind - is there for all to see.  Can we not see in the events of the last 130 years the hand of Adonai preparing - as before - for Israel’s “revival after two days” so that He may “restore them on the third day and dwell in their midst” ...in His Sanctuary?

Rudimentary aliyah (1880)… the Zionist movement of Theodor Herzl (1890)... The Balfour Declaration (1917)... The United Nation Resolution and the rebirth of the State of Israel (1947/8)... Jerusalem again the capital of Israel (1967)... her constant struggle for survival against all odds... 

Can we not expect a universe-moving event... even in our lifetime?

Can we do anything about it?  Perhaps we can:

19. EPILOGUE OF IMPORANT THEMES
1.  Allegory  
The Spiritualised interpretation of Literal Scripture in the apparent absence of literal fulfilment.  This is the interpretation of the Church “Kingdom”.
2.  Acharit hayemin 
The Latter days, associated with the time of the Kingdom of  Yahweh on earth - through Israel.

3.  Anti-Chiliastic Church
The largest section of the Church, comprised of the Roman Catholic Church and most of the Reformation.  It sees itself as “Spiritual Israel” and, as such, as God’s final fulfilment of  His Kingdom prophecies.  It sees no further future for Covenant Israel in her land of Eretz Israel other than conversion to Christianity. (Chapter 12, p. 107)

4.  Brit Milah - Bris 
Circumcision Covenant introduced to Abraham for all generations of his descendants and all Gentiles who share his belief in God’s promise.  It governs the  outcome of that promise, both corporately and  individually.    

5.  Chiliastic Church 
Smaller section of the Church who interpret Scripture in a more Literal manner and who believe that Yahweh is not finished with Israel and will restore Israel as further development of the “kingdom”.  Found mostly among the Baptist/Pentecostal/ Charismatic movements.  They subscribe to believers baptism and not to the “Covenant” of Infant Baptism as do the Anti-Chiliasts.  Both are lost to the significance of Brit Milah. (Chapter 12, p. 107)  

6.  Delay    
The interruption of the chronological sequence of Yahweh’s declared times of Israel in the middle of Daniel’s 70th week of years, resulting in the still-prevailing time vacuum.     

7.  Echad    
One.  The singularity of the Person and the Name of Yahweh.(Chapter 4.4, p.34,

Deut.6:4;  Mark 12:29; Zech.14:9)
8.  Guilt Offering/Asham

The prescribed sacrifice, which deals with sin against the holy (set apart) things of
Yahweh.  The only sacrifice which has a monetary value as measured against the 

Sanctuary Shekel.
9.  Kadosh  
To be “set apart”, to be different.  Yahweh “sets His people apart”, makes them different
from the sinful nations, by His Torah - teachings and law.  It is poorly rendered as
“holy”, an esoteric term that doesn’t convey the meaning accurately. 

10.  Kerugmatic/Kerygmatic 


The preached or proclaimed Christ of the Gospel. 

11.  Messiahs 
Prophetic Scripture present three expected Messianic figures, nl.

a. Suffering Messiah  (Chapter 6, p. 55)

b. Prophet Messiah  (Chapter 6, p. 56)

c. Conquering Messiah (Chapter 6, p. 56)

(a and b may be the same one - both appearing before Yom Yahweh, while c. appears

thereafter)
12.  Jesus in 3 Persons
a. 1 Jesus - 
The Yahweh Messiah introduced by the Gospel writers.  


Advent of Yahweh confused with that of  Suffering and
                         
Conquering Messiah. (Chapter 6, p. 60, 72)


b.   2 Jesus - 
Suffering/Prophet Messiah before Yom Yahweh. (Chapter 6, p. 60, 72)

c.   3 Jesus - 
Conquering Messiah with Yahweh in Yom Yahweh.  This is the Son of

13.  Mosaic Covenant

Replacement of Israel by the mainly Gentile Church as God’s Covenant People at the apparent demise of Israel.  It consists of replacement of circumcision by infant baptism, replacement of “law” by grace and, largely... replacement of  Yahweh by Jesus. (Chapter 5, p. 43)

15.  Shemah, Sh’mah
To listen.  To hear.  Sh’mah Yisrael... Hear o Israel.  The  highest form of instruction of
Yahweh to His people…”Adonai, Elohim, Adonai Echad.” (Chapter 4.4, p. 34, Deut. 6:4, 

Mark 12:29)
16.  Trinity 
The term that describes the three persons who make up the Godhead, as perceived by the
Church, namely The Father (Yahweh), the Son (Jesus) and the Holy Spirit.  Divinity was
ascribed to Jesus at the Council of  Chalcedon (381CE) and to the Holy Spirit ten years
later (The Bible A-Z).
